jo and consumption. I suppose, too. It Is well
understood that tl a effect of this tariff taxation
It not limited to tho contumert of Imported ar-

ticles, but that ithe duties Imposod upon such
articles permit aDorrespondlnglncrcitse li. price
to bo laid upon domcstlo productions of the
same kind ; which Increase, paid by all our people
as consumers of home productions and entering
every Amorlcon home, constitutes a form of
taxation as certain and as Inevitable at though
the amount was annually paid Into tho hand of
the tnxgalhnror.

These results are Insnporenle from the plan
we have adopted for the collection of our rev-

enue by the tariff duties. They are not men-

tioned to discredit tho system, but by the way

of prefaoe to the stntoment thut overy million

of dollars oolleoted at our custom-house- s for
dutlot upon lmiKirtod articles nnd paid Into tho
public Treasury, represont many millions more
which, though never reaohlng the National
Treasury, are pnld by our clUxens as the

oostof domotllo productions resulting
from our tariff laws.

In these clroumttancoa, and in view of wit
necessnrv effect of tha operation of our plan for
raising revenue, the absolute duty of limiting
the rute of tariff charges to the necessities of a

frugal nnd economical ndmlnlsl ration of the
Government seems to be perfectly plain. The
Miitinunnoa, upon a pretext of mooting public
expenditures, of such a scale of tariff taxation

,irw from the stibstuneeof Uie people a sum
isrgoly in excess of public needs, Is snrolv some-

thing which flnda Its strength and usefulness
in th faith and trust of tha ptoplt, ought

not to bo tolerated. While the heaviett bur-- ,

lens incident to the necessities of tho tJovern- -

bicnl are uncomplainingly home, lliiht burdens
grievous snd Intolerable when not d

by such necessities. Unnecessary taxa-
tion Is unjust taiullon.

And yet this Is our condition. We are annu-
ally collecting at our Custom-bouse- s and by
means of our Internal revenue taxation, many
millions la excess of all legitimate public
needs. At a consequence there now remains in
the National Treasury a surplus of more than
one hundred and thirty millions of dollars.

No belter evidence could be furnished that
the people are exorbitantly taxed. The extent
of Uie tuperfluoui burden Indicated by thlt sur
plut will be better appreciated when It la tug-ge- t

led thtt tuch turpltii alone represents taxa-
tion aggregating more than one hundred and
eight thousand dollars in a country containing
fifty million Inhabitants.

Taxation haa always been tha feature of or-
ganised government the hardest to reconcile
with the jieople's Ideas of freedom and happl-nets- .

When presented In a direct form noth-
ing will arouse populardltcontent more quickly
and profoundly than unjust and unnecessary
taxation. Our farmors, mechanics, laliorers,
and all our cltlrens, closely lean the tlighteat
Increase In the taxea attested ujion their landt
andothnrpro)Mirty, and demand good reasons
for surh Increase. And yet they seem to be ex-

pected, in some quarters, to regard the unnec-
essary volume of Instdtous and Indircot taxa-
tion visited uion them by our present rale of
tariff dutlea with .ndirti.n-iic- if not with favor.
The surplus revenue now remaining in the
Treasury not only furnishes oonoluslve proof of
unjust tsxutlon, but Its existence constitutes a
separate and Independent menace to the pros-

perity of the people.
This vast accumulation of Idle funds repre-

sents that much money drawn from the circu-

lating medium of Uie country which ia needed
tn the channels of trade and butlncsa.

It Is a great mistake to suppose that th eon- -

sequences which follow the continual with
drawal and hoarding by the Government of th
currency of the people are not of Immediate
Importance to the miss of our cl tlKena, and only
concerns those engaged In large financial trans-
actions. In the restless enterprise and activ-
ity which free and ready money among the peo
ple producri. It found that opportunity for la-

bor and employment and that Impetus to busi-

ness and production which bring In their train
pros perlty to our cltlxens In every station and
vocation. New ventures, new Investmenta In

business and manufacture, the construction of
new and important works, and the enlargement
of enterprises already established dejietid
largely upon obtaining money upon
easy terms with fair security; and
all these things are stimulated by an
abundant volume of circulating medium. F.von
the harvetted grain of the farmer ro rosins
without a market unless money Is forthcoming
for Its movement and transportation to the sea-

board.
The first results of a scarcity of money among

th people is tho exaction of severe terms tor
Its use. Increasing distrust ana timinity is
followed by a refusal to loaa or advance on any
terms. Investors refuse all risks ana decline
all securities, and in a general fright the money

si I II In the hands of tho people Is persistently
hoarded.

It tl quite appiront that when thlt perfectly
natural. If not Inevitable, stage is reached, de-

pression In all business and enterprise will, at
a necettnry consequence, lesson Uie oppor-
tunity for work and employment, and reduce
salaries and the waget ot labor.

Instead, then, of being exempt from tho In-

fluence and effect of nn Immense surplus lying
Idle In the National Treasury, our wago-enr- n-

ers and others who rely upon Uielr labor for
support, are most of all directly oonoorned In

the sanation. Others, seeing the approach of
danger, may provide against It, but It will find
those depending upon their dsliy ton tor
bread, unprepared, helpless and dofenseless.
Rurh a state of affairs dont not present a caso
of Idleness resulting from disputes lictween
Uie laboring man and his employor, but It pro-

duces an absolute and enforced stoppage of
employment and waf-e-a

In revKwing the bad efforts of this accumu
lated surplus, and tho scale ot tariff rates by
which It Is produced, we must not overlook tho
tendency towards the gross and scandalous
pubtio extravaginoe which a congested treas-
ury induces, nor the fact that we are maintain-
ing without excuse, in a time of profound
peace, substantially the rate of tariff duties Im-

posed In time of war. wtien tho necessities of
the Government Justllled the Imposition of the
weightiest burdens it pon ihe peoplo.

Divers plans have been suggested for the re-

turn of this accumulated surplus to the people
and th channels of trade. Borne of those de-

vices are at variance with all nilot of good
finance; some are delusive, and some betray by
thetr reckless extravagtnee the demorallung
Influence of s great surplus of public money
upon the Judgmenta of Individuals.

While such efforts should be made oa are con-

sistent with pnblto duty, and sanctioned by
sound Judgment, to avoid dancer by the useful
disposition of the surplus now remaining in uie
Treatury.lt Is evident that If iu distribution
were accomplished another accumulation would
soon take Its place. If the constant flow of re-

dundant income was not cheekod at Its source
by by a reform In our present tariff laws.

We do not propose to deal with these condi-

tions by morely attempting to satisfy tho people
of the truth of abstract theories, nor by alone
urging their assent to political doctrine We
present to them tho propositions that they are
unjustly trontcd in the extent of present Fed-

eral taxation; that at a result a condition or

extrcmcdnniter exists, and that It It for them to
demand a remedy, and that defense and tufoty
promised In the guarantees ot their free govern-
ment.

We believe that the tamo meant which are
adapted to rellove tho Treasury pf Its presont
surplus nnd prevent I t recurrence fchould

cheapen to our peoplo the cost of supplying
their dally wants. Hot h or these objects we
seek In part to gain by reducing the presont
tariff rates upon the necoHsnrtcs of life,

Wc fully appreciate the Importance to tho
country ot our domcstlo Industrial enterprise
In the rectllloallon or existing wronkt their
maintenance and prosperity should be carefully
and In n friendly spirit considered. Even such

reliance upon presont revenuo arrangements at
have been Invited or encouraged should bo talrly

and Jutlly regarded. Abnipt and radical
changes, which mltrht endanger tuch ontorprlsot
and Injuriously affect tho interest! of labor

upon thetr lucccts and continuance.
are notcontempiaica oruitcnueu.

llut we know the cost or our domestic manu
factured products is increased, and their price
to tho consumer enhanced, by the duty imposed
upon tho raw material used In Uielr manufac-
ture. We know that this Increased cost

the tale of our production! at foreign

markets In competition with those countries
which have tho advantage of free raw material.
We know that confined to a home market our
mnnufuoturlng operations aro ourtutlod. their
demand for labor Irregular, and the rat of
wages nald uncertain.

We proposo, therefore, to stimulate our
industrial enterprises by freeing from

duty the Imported raw materials which by the
employment of labor aro used In our home
monufucturos,-thu- s extending the markets for
tholr sale, and permitting an Inoroased and
steady production with the allowance oi

True to the nndoviatlng oourso of the Doroo- -

craty party, we will not ncgloct the Interests of
labor and our worklngmen. In all efforts to
rcnie.lv existing ovlls, we will furnish
no excuse for tho loss ot employment or tht re-

duction of tho wages of honest toll. On the
contrary, we proposo la any adjustment of our
revenue laws to ooncedo such encouragement
and advantage to the employers or domestic la
bor s will easily compensate for any differonco

that may exist belwoon the standard of wages

which thould be paid to our laboring men, and
the rate allowed In othor eountriee. Wo pro-

pose, too, by extending tho markets for our
manufacturers to promote the steady employ-

ment of labor, while, by cheapeniig the cost of
the necotsarlet of life, wo Increase tnc purchas
ing power of tho worklngman's wage and add

to the eomrurtt of his home.

ion that, while Uiu Inloreita of labor should b
always sudutout regarded In any modification
of out ttrlOJuws, an addllloual and nor dlruol

and efficient protection to those Interests would
be afforded by the restriction and pronimtion oi
the immigration or importation of laborers
from other countries, wbo iwann upon our
shorn, having no ournose or Intent of becoming
our felIowltl7ns, or acquiring any permanent
interett in our country, but who crowa every
field of employment with unintelligent labor at
wogri which ought not to latl.ly tnose wno

make claim to American citizenship.
The platform adopted by the late National

Convention of our party contains uie following
declaration;

"Judged by Democratic principles, tho In-

terests of the people are betrayed when, by
unnecessary taxation, trusts and oomblnatlont
are permitted and fostered which, while un-

duly enriching uie fow that combine, rob
the body of our citizens by depriving them,
as purchasers, of the benefit of natural compe-

tition."
Ruch combination have always boen con-

demned by th Democratic party. The declara-
tion of lu National Convention Is sincerely
msdo, and no member of our party will be found
excusing the existence or belittling the perni-
cious result of those devices to wrong the peo-

ple. Under various names they have been pun-

ished by the common law for hundred of years,
and they have lost none of their hateful fcaturei
because they have assumed the nam ot trust
Instead of conspiracies.

We believe that these trust are tho nktural
offspring of a market nrtlflelallv restricted; that
ta Inordinately high tariff, beside furnishing the
temptation for their existence, enlarges the
limit within which they may operate againtt
Uie people, and thut Increate the extent of
their power for wrong-doin-

With an unalterable hatred of all tuch
schemes, we count the checking Jf their baleful
operations among the good results promised by
tariff reform.

While we can not avoid partisan misrepre-
sentations, our position upon the question of
revenue reform should be so plainly stated at
to admit of no misunderstanding. We hare
entered upon no crusade of rroe trade. The re-

form we seek to inaugurate Is predicated upon
tha utmost care for established Industrie and
enterprises, a jealou regard for the interests of
American labor, and a sincere desire to relieve
the country from the Injustice and damage of
condition which threatens evil to til the people
of the land.

We are dealing with no imaginary danger.
Its existence hat been repeatedly confessed by
all political parties, and pledges of a remedy
have been mado on all sides. Yet, when tn a
legislative body, where under the constltuUon
all r medial measures applicable to this subject
must originate, the Democratic majority were
attempting with extreme moderation to redeem
the pledge common to both parties, they were
met by deu.rmlned opposition and obstruction;
and, tho minority, refusing to in the
House of Koprcsentatlves, or propose another
remedy, have remitted the redemption of their
party pledge to the doubtful power of uie Sen-

ate.
The people will hardly In deceived by their

abandonment of the field of legislative action to
meet In poUlloal convention and flippantly ae-

clar In their party platform that our conserva-
tive and careful effort to relievo the situation it
destructive to the American tystem of proteo-

tloa. Nor will the poople be n.isled by the ap-

peal to prejudice contained In the absurd allega-
tion that we terved uie Interests of Europe,
while they will tupport th interest of Amor-lea- ,

They propose in their platform to thus support
the Interests of our country by removing tho in-

to deprive our peoplo of the markots for their
goods, which ean only be gained and kept by

the semblance, at least ol an interchange oi
business, while they abandon our consumers to
the unrestrained oppression of tn aomestio
trusts and combinations which are in the same
platform perfunctorily condemned.

They propose, further, to release entirely
from import duties all articles of foreign pro
duction (except luxuries) the like of which can
not be produced In this country. The plain
peoplo of the laud and the poor, who ccarccly
use articles or any description produced, exclu
sively abroad, and not already tree, wilt find It
difficult to discover wborc their Interests are
regarded in this proposition. They need in
their homes cheaper domestic necessaries, and
this seems to bo entirely unprovided for In tut
proposed schema to servo the couutry.

Small compensation for this aegiectea neca
Is found In the turthur purpose nere an-

nounced and oovercd by tho declaration that It,
after tho changes already mentioned, there
still remains a larger revenue thsn is requisite
for the wants of the Government, the etillro In

tcrnnl taxation should be repealed, "rather than
surrender ny part of our protective tystem.

Our people ask relief from Uie undue and un
necessary burden of tariff taxation now resting
upon them. They are offered free tobacco
and free whisky. They ask for bread and are
given a stone.

The implication contained in mis party
declaration that desperate measures are Jusu
fled or necessary to save from destruction, or
surrender what It termed our protoctivo sys
tern, should confuse no one. Tho exlstcnoe ot
such a system la entirely consistent with the
regulation or Uie extent to whlcn it snouia De
applied, and th correction or Its abuses.

Ill course, in a country aa great as ours, with
such a wonderful raiioty of Interests, orten
lending in entire different directions, it Is dim-

eult. If not Impossible, to settle npon a perfect
tariff plan. Hut, In nocom pushing the rerurm
we havo entered upon, tho necessity of which
Is so obvious, I believe we should not be con
tent with a reduction of revenue Involving the
prohibition of Importations and the
removal of the Internal tax upon
whisky. It oan be better and more
tufely done within the lines of granting tctuul
relief to the peoplo in uielr meant pf living,
and at the same time giving an impetus to our
domcstlo enterprises nnd furthering our Na-

tional weltare. It misrepresentations or our
purpose and motives are to gala credence and
doruut our present offort In this direction, there
seems to ho no reason why every endeavor in
the rutnro to accomplish revenuo reform should
not be likewise attaokod, and with like results.

And yot no thouirhtlul man con rail to see tn
the eontinuanoe or the present burdens of the
people, nnd tho abstraction by the Government
ot th currency of the country, inevitable dis-

tress anddlsnster. All danger will be averted
by timely action. The difficulty of applying
the remedy will never bo less nnd the blami
should not belaid at the door of the Democratic
onrtr It it Is applied too late.
