A Correct Kstlmate ol Its Advantages and

Requirements.

object some product in staple domand,
is certain to be profitable. Rearing
early lambs for spring sales Is such an
enterprise; forcing strnwberrlos, the
cutting of water-cres- s, and many other
special product, have all realized
satisfactory profit. Hut the winter
dairy is an Industry in which a staplo
product Is produced at a season when
it is scarce and rarely of good quality,
and when every part of the accessory
farm work can be done more easily and
cheaply than at any other time. Cow
have to bo fed In winter, anyhow; the
dairy call for much work; it
1 easier to keep tho milk warm In this
cHHon than to cool it In summer; there

is leisure from field work, which
Dresses in the summer; good butter
brings a double price In winter; and
the cow thnt are yielding butter at
this season are at their vacation in tho
ttiimmnr when tH.1V Clin h turned lo
pasture and require no enre that wil(.
Interior with the cultivation of the
crops. A winter dairy and tlio culture

Pure water from a well
and never to bo given cooler thnn fifty

degress, la ind ispensabte. Somo succu-

lent food Is doslrablo. Pumpkin are
specially useful in a winter dnlry, and
mangels are the best roots. Turnips
are not admissible. To warm the water
is waste of labor when a good deep well
is available; good feeding and robust
health will keep the now warm enough,
but the stable should never be so cold
that the manure will freeze in it.
Carding the cattle keep tho skin tn
good condition, and helps to maintain
the vital warmth.

How to Secure Large OMantllles of Good

Milk In told Weather.
Milch cow require extra feeding in

wlntor time to keep up a generous flow

.of milk. Durlnir this senson, even
with the most careful feeding, tho
Quantity ot milk is most ure to dlmin
ish. but the milk is richer. And so wo

see the winter butter-dairie- s run with
out loss, while those who supply milK

tocuntomev fall short In their supply
nri lo moncv. althourrh the cus

tomers are benefited by the belter
quality of tho milk. And just hore l

whore the dishonest milk producer
would equalize matter by diluting
with water. There i bettor help for
this loss, however, than this dishonest
liliitlnn nllinir water at good milk
nrlces. This Is done by judicious feed
ing. The following dally ration will
keep up both the quantity and quality
of tho m lk. We give not. quite max
mum liirnrnH: the nuantitv may be
slightly increased or diminished, ac-

cording to circumstance: Corn fodder.
fifteen pounds, or twelve pounds of

hay, to which may be added five or
b!x pounds of good straw; corn meni.
four pounds, and to this 11 would be
woll to add four pounds of wheat or
rvn liran. When the fodder, hay or
other foraiTH is of indifferent quality,
about two pounds of cotton-see- d meal
should be used, which will make up
for the deficiency In tho foddor.

Tho milk produced by such feeding
is rich In cream, nnd tho skimmed milk
has great density, and Is rifih in color
nnd flavor. Where Itls not convenient
tn nrocure cotton-see- d moal, corn moal
and mill feeds may be used with ad
vantage. Three pound of corn moal
and the same of coarse bran or mm
dllngs will muke a rich food for a cow,
odven with hav. corn fodder or even
with eood straw.

But for the winter, the great resource
ol tho dairyman is the root crop. A
few hundred bushel of mnngols or
ugr beets are of remnrkablo value,

and if a half bushel daily be given.
chopped up finely, or pulped up in a ma-

chine made for tht purporo, with hay
or fodder cut fine and all well mixed
t ra iler, the yield of milk will not
oui be greatly increased, but the
health aud digestion of the animul will
be preserved. (or. rarmumi fircude.
