BROEB IN TWO.

The Parla C. Browna Wreaek and Sunk In
the Misslasippl—A Inssenger and Seven
of the Crew Drowned.,

New Onpixass, Jan, &.—The sinking of
the Cincinnat! steamer Paris C. Brown at
Hermitage, near Bayou Bara, and 1M
miles above New OUrleans, makes (be
ninth river diraster that has occurred on
the Mississippl near thin city in the last
thres weeks. About ten minutes after
nine o'tlock lawt uight, when the Brown
was near Hermitage, nho was slghted by
the steamer Ollver Beolrne, then landed
thers, to mnke a landing. The Brown
walted in the middle of the stremm
for the Beime to back onl, and
when the latter did so the Brown atlempted
to make a landing, but In dolng so struck
a snag or log which projected a foot from
the river. Her log chains gave way and
the boat broke in two, the cabin falling in
amidships, and the entire boat becoming a
eotmplete wreck in two or three minutes.
The shock alarmad svery one on the boat
and ereated sjome panicamong the pas-
songers. The captain and erow did all
in thelr power, but they ecould do
nothing to seve the steamer,and devoted
themselves to using thelr axes and cutting
loose the boats on the deck. This took
some thue to do, and [n the meanwhile the
Brown was sinking deeper and deeper
into the water.
