minders of tbe terrible calamity. It will
nquire several daya yet to form a definite
Idea aa to the loss ot life, but it will cer-

tainly reach thousands. Every hour
brings fresh evidencei of the faot that the
disaster eclipses anything of tbe kind in
tbe history of tbe country and no one can
ay what tbe final retultt will be. Every

bour or io tbe forcea ot men working on
the varloui heaps ot deLrii find a
number of bodlei buried In the
mud and wreckage. It It be'ieved
that when the flainei are extinguished
in tbe wreckage ' at the bridge, and
tbe aame is removed, tbat hundred and
bundreda of victim! will be discovered.
In fact, thlt aeemi certain, ai dtzeniof
bodlei have alnady been found on the
outtk irta of tbe buge mat of broken tim-
ber. Reports from outilde poioti are alto
appalling. Up to 8 o'clock ht 180

bodiea have been embalmed at Nineveh,
and there li a report that 200 more bav
been discovered half buried in the mud
on an island between New Florence and
tbe plaoe named. At tbe Fourth
Ward scbool-hon- s over 10) victims
have been laid out for Identifica-
tion. In many cases they bave been
reoognlted. wbile In many mora the tabs
bear the simple word "Unknown." Near-
ly a tboutand bodies io far bave been col-

lected. Former report! bave not been ex-

aggerated. The Ion of life It to frightful
that It ia feared to tell tbe truth about it
Fifteen thousand msn, women and chil-
dren have perished in the flood and flames,
and several hundred more will die from
wounds and exbaustloa. Tbe people here
are apprehensive of pestilential epidemic
as the direct cause of the thousand! ol
bodies putrifylng In the river. The waten
of the Conemaugh are literally choked with
mat tei of putrescent humanity, the itench
of which li to powerful that in place it la
impossible to approach within a squar of
the river. Just as the shadows began to
fall upon the earth last evening a party of
thirteen Hungarian were noticed stealth-
ily picking their way along the banks of
Conemaugh toward i Sang Hollow. Sus-
picious of tbelr purpose, several farmers
armed themtelvet and started In pursuit
Boon their most horrible fears were real- -
lied. The Hungarians went out for plun-
der. Lying upon tbe thore they came upon
the dead and mangle 1 body ot a woman
upon wboie person there were a numberof
trinkets of jewelry and two diamond rings.
In their eagerness toaecure the plunder tbe
Hungarians got Into a squabble, during
which one of their number severed the
finger qpon which were the ring, anl
started on a run with hie fearful prise.
The revolting nature of the deed ao
wrought up the pursuing farmers, who by
thia time were close at band, tbat they
gave immediate chase. Some of tbe Hun-
garians showed fight, but being outnum-
bered were compelled to flee for i heir lives.
Nine of tbe brutes escaped, but four were
literally driven into the surging river and
to tbair death. The inhuman monster
whose atrocious act has been described
was among tbe number ot tbe involuntary
suicides.
