There was absolutely nothing on the
face of the tickets to ludicate they were
counterfeit 'lhey were accepted with-

out question by conductors, passed
ailily the ticket counters nnd

passed off us of legal Issue. The tick-

ets are the most perfect counterfeit .f
any kind ever Issued.

The Urst Intimation of any crooked
ness cropped out In the auditor's oliica
of one of tho victimised lines nearly
three weeks ago.

In checking tw o tickets of the same
form the snmo numbers were found.
The auditor aatlsfled himself that both
tickets were genuine and scut a sting-

ing note to his printer, scoring him se
verely for his carelessnesr. ihe prin-
ter appeared In person with uu indig-

nant denial of the charges, but when
shown the two tickets of the same
number was compelled to acknowl
edge that the error was made lu hi
olli.'e.

ooTorcd sixty-seve- n duplicated tiekets
in the collections. I hero seemed no
possibility of the tickets being

day nearly SCO duplicated tickets

received a cent of revenue.

Experts wore immediately called in.
At the end of three days, during which
time over three hundred more dupli
cated tickets piled up in the auditor's
ofllce, one of the experts declared that
the duplication was a counterfeit it)i
the aid of a powerful microscope he
had at last discovered a minute imper-

fection in a small letter ' o," which
thowed in just half the duplicated
tickets. The Imperfection was In the
casting of the type, by which it was
made nearly of an
Inch longer tlmn the rest, or else a par-

ticle of dust had raised the type in the
form used by the counterfeiters.

In all other respects the Jobs were
exactly alike. The paper, Ink, type and
press work could not huve been nearer
the same If htith were printed consecu
tively with exactly the same materials.
Meantime the other roads had been
going through the same experience. In
each case the tickets were pushed with
out question by all the handlers, in
cluding the auditors, and not one was
detected until the duplicate numbering
appeared.

Kach of the roadt promptly issued
minute instruction! to their conductors
to take np all the counterfeit tickets
and enforce payment of passage from
persons homing them.

Kach conductor was furnished means
to recognize the counterfeits, nnd the
flntt day the four roads named took up
over (loo of them. 1 he passengers wero
naturally indignant but each was com
pelled to acknowledge he had bought
the tickets of a Chicago scalper. Nino
or ten of the passengers who made
written statements of the circumstances
declared they had bought the tickets of
a notorious ticket-scalpe- r doing ! jsi.
ncss on Clark street The rest were
bought In various oflices.
