La Uaacogne,
the big French liner, eight days over-
due, droped anchor at the bar just
before midnight All are well on
board and a sigh of relief goes np from
two continent. Tho delay was due to

broken-pisto- n rod and to the terrlflo
gales which swept the north Atlantic
forOie past week or more and brought
disaster to many a stanch craft

Nkw Yokk, Feb. It The first def
inite news thst La llaseogne had ar
rived reached tho city at 3:20 p. m., but
for an hour before that dispatches hail
Wen coming in which gave ground for
the hope that the missing Frenchman
was near at hand.

At 5:30 a messenger boy from the
Maratime exchange came running in
with a telegram as follows:

"Fire Island, 5:15. La Oascogne is
off Fire lsland.H

That was official, and settled the
matter. The Joy of the agent and
other officials knew no bounds. They
clapped each other on the back, and
shook bands with tears In their eye.
One of them hustled up to th roof and
ran up the French flag, while another
chalked a transcript of the last dis
patch on the big bulletin board out-
side, which Is used to announce the
sailing dates of the French ships.

An elderly Frenchman burst Into the
nfllce just before the final telegram
came. It was A. A. Uichio, tbe wealthy
phosphate agent with hesdijnsrtrr st
(k'sla, Fla , who has three daughters
on board La Oascogne, The reaction
from his anxiety was so great thst he
laughed and cried at once. Ha shook
band with everylxxly In the place.

"Oh, my daughter," he cried. "They
are safe. If you wish to see a happy.
happy man, look at me.

Tears glistened in the eyes of all who
were present, a they congratulated
the old gentleman.

At no place In New York wa the
new of the (iascogne's srrlval hailed
with as much joy ss at the Hotel Mar
tin. For day all the prominent French
men of New York have been gathering
at thl popular r reiich resort for the
nevra The long distance telephone
ho been constantly riuglng In the
cafe. Frenchmen in Philadelphia, Chi
cago, Itoaton, Pittsburgh and else
where hare been asking for the new.

Such a scene of uncontrolled delight
has seldom been seen In New York.
Men who had relatives and intimate
friends on txmrd almost cried for toy.
Only a party of Frenchmen could have
rxprcased their extreme happiness sa
thev diil. With tenrs In their eves, and
their fac-e- s fairly learning with Joy,
thev hugged each oilier i assloiiatclv.

The tug lay alongside half an hour
and the following story of the trip
was obtained:

On the first day out 44(1 miles were
logged; on the second day 407 miles; on
the third day, after traveling 3X0 miles,
tho piston rod broke, and eighteen
hours were spent In making repairs.
When they were completed the ship
steamed st nine miles an hour, making
in nil M mll( on the HU. On the
.tilth, 91st and February 1, 2UJ, 335
ami '.'80 mile a day were mado respect
ively.

- tin February I the piston rod broke
down again. The break was more se
rious this time. Sea anchors were pir
nut, and for forty-on- o hours the ship
was hove-to- , making repairs. On the
4th the first severe weather was ex
perienced, and the ship was blown 130
miles out of her course. On the 5th,
the repairs having been completed, 103

miles were made. The ship waa then
clear to tho northward of the track of
trans-Atlanti- c steamers, and was there-
fore not seen by the many steamers
which passed over the regular track.
On February S 1A0 miles were made.

On the 7th the machinery broke down
for the third tune. The heavy eycloni
struck her on that day, and the ship
hove-t- o with the sea anchors out all
dav. No heudway was made, and, ow
lug to the motion of tho ship, repairs
were difficult On the next nay the
chief eiu'ineer, who hod boon at his
post day and night, completed tho
pairs, and the ship proceeded 131 miles.
