derstand that twenty-thre- e mis-

sionaries of the faith have recently
gone to work In the vicinity of
Chattanooga."

The statement as to the purchase
of the tract of land near Catletts
burg Is doubtless an error. Also
the estimate on the mountain peo
ple will not .by any means hold
good as a rule.
