work has been pushed and the large numbor of wells that have been
pul down lead one to supposse that the prospecting has been a sucoiss.

At Warfield, 30 miles above Louisa, two gas wells, about 1200 feet
deep, have been wasting thelr substance Into the moantain alr for the
past fifteon years. Owiog to litigation as te the ownershipof the tract
of the Warfleld company nothing could e done with the valuable
product. At last the case has been decidod and a company has been
formed to pipe the gas from theso and other wells to Ashland, Hunt-
Ington, Ironton, Portamouth and Cinclnnatl.

One of the wells aftor wasting for ifteen yoars has an initial pres-
sure of 50 pounds, tho other shows 760 pounds on the indicator.
Rights of way for a pipe loe have been secured and It s expected to
have gas ln all these cities but Clacinnatl by nest September.
