The transplanting of big trees on
the World's Fair site at St. Lotil-I- s

an interesting work. A deep
trench Is cut around the tree four
or live feet from its base, nnd the
earth dug away beneath. Then a

huge truck Is backed uptotbe tree
and securely fastened. The entire
tree 10 or fiO feet high is then tip-

ped over onto the truck and an-

other pair of wheels attached In

front, then, with sulllcient teams
to pull the heavy load, the tree Is

drawn to the place where wanted
and restored to an upright posi-

tion. Much care It required In the
work and the trees will receivecon-stan- t

attention until again well
rooted.

A writer in the Jessamine Journ
al gives somo valuable hints to
wool growers :

1 desire to urge upou wool grow
ers the Importance of preparing
taeir wool for market in good con-

dition. Fleeces should be tied with
soft twine, (cotton or hemp twine)
with Ilesh sldo out, taking care to
keep out tags, etc. Coder ir.

ciimstauces should slsil or binde
twine be used for tying fleeces'or
sewing bags, as the small particles
ot this vegetable fibre adhere to
the wool, damaging goods and
causing manufacturers trouble and
loss. Manufacturers frequently re
fuse to buy wool tied with sUal
twine. '1 he marking of sheep with
pitch or paint or any insolubl
matter should be avoided. It fre-

queully Injures the sale of tl.e
wool as It cannot b' scoured out
and lias to be clipped oil. which Is
attended with much labor and loss
to the manufacturer.

Again, never shear .tour cheep in
dirty barns or In or around straw
ricks, for often a good grade fleece
is so much damaged In the chaff
and dirt that It is Impossible to
throw It anywhere except with rt

Jcft ions. If you have only a few
burrs or burdocks on the ghee
take time to pick them out before
they are sheared. If the weather
is not too com always nip your
sheep as as they are clipped
