Kentucky are to be Immediately
developed by Connellsvllle coke
makers of large experience and the
highest reputation. The announce-
ment atated that the Mitchell Coke

' Co. had been organised to enter the
Elkhorn field; that the work of
building coke ovens has already be-

gun, and that Mr. Mitchell, for
many years In charge of the W. J.
Ralney operations the largest coke
makers la the Connellsvllle district
outside of the Prick, Company who
heads the new company, unqualified- -

ly endorses the Elkhorn coke as of
the highest purity and strength,

. and predicts for the Elkhorn field
a position as one of the greatest
coke-maki- centers In the world.

, The advent of T. J. Mitchell Into
the Elkhorn coking fields Is a move
of great Importance and significance.

It mean that nere la to be estab-

lished a serious rival to the Con- -

nellaville coke field really, that
here Is to be the successor of the
Connellsvllle field. Some of the
most noted coke eiperts In America
say that the Elkhorn coke outranks
even the Connellsvllle coke In pur-

ity. The original Connellsvllle field
la being worked out, and all along
the railroad as one rides through
the section abandoned coke ovens
may be seen, owing to this fact. H

is a rare thing to find in the Con-

nellsvllle coke of today less than 1

per cent of sulphur. In the Elk-

horn coke the sulphur runs gener-

ally less than one-ha- lf of 1 per
cent., making it now the purest not
only In this country, but In the
world, as the tables of the Conti-

nental authorities prove.

Under
the most favorable circumstances a
profit of 1 1000 an oven per annum
has been secured. The magnitude
of the development In the Elkhorn
field may understood when it is
stated that the Mitchell Coke Co.
proposes ultimately to build 2000
oveps, and that the acreago of cok
ing coal owned by the Interests In
volved will make It possible to In
crease the number up to 16,000 or
20,000 as the demand will justify

Mr. Mitchell has been at the
head of the W. J. Rainey coke In-

terests of ConnellHvllle for more
than 30 years, and is recognized
one of the leading coke producers
of the United 8tates. When be went
Into the Connellsvllle field in 1878
there were only 6000 ovens In the
district, that he has been iden-
tified with the Connellsvllle field
from the beginning of this impor-
tant development When W. J.
Ralney, of Cleveland, started In the
coke-makin- g business In the district
he began with only 60 ovens. Mitch-
ell developed his business until at
the present time there sre nearly
3000 ovens owned by the Rainey
Interests, and when W. Ratnev
died In 1900 he waa the largest in
dividual coke producer In the world
me itainey coking interests are
credited by bankers In the Connells
vllle district with paying profits of
from 12.000,000 to $3,000,000
year.

It said
that his recovery is almost hope
less.

ORIGIN OF HALLOWEEN.

meaning of the Customs Practiced for

Several Centuries.

Shortly after last Halloween the
NEWS received from correspon
dent request for Information re-
garding the day, the origin of the
customs connected with It, eto,

The superstitions growing out of
the celebration of Halloween are
many and various, and hours might
be consumed In their telling. But
there would be little no infor-
mation in this. So the NEWS will
endeavor to tell just what Hallow-
een Is, its origin and how was
observed seven or eight hundred
years ago. First, however, will
be profitable to say something of
the day, the eve of which Is called
Hallow Eve or Halloween.

All Saint's Day or in old English.
Allhallows, All Hallowmass. or
simply Hallowmass, Is festival
of the Roman Catholic Church, in
traduced because of the impossibility
of keeping separate day for every
saint As early as the fourth cen-
tury, on the cessation of the perse
cution of the Christians, the 8unday
after Easter was appointed by the
Greek church for commemorating
the martyrs generally, land In the
Church of Rome similar festival
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was introduced about 610 A. D.,
when the old heathen Pantheon was
consecrated on the 13th of March,
to Mary and all the martyrs; but the
real festival of All Saint's was first
regularly Instituted by Gregory IV.
In 835, and appointed to be cele-
brated on the first of November.

It, was admitted into England
about 870. The choice to the day
was doubtless determined by the
fact that November 1st, or rather
the eve or night preceding it. was
one of the four great Festivals:
February 1st, May 1st, August 1st
and November 1st of the heathen
nations of the North; for' it
was the policy of the Church to
supplant heathen by Christian ob-
servances. ,

Halloween, the name noDularlv
given to the eve or vigil of

or Festivals of Ail Saints
which being the 1st of November,
Halloween is the evening of the
31st of October. In England It was
long customary to crack nuts, duck
for apples in a tub of water, and
perform other harmless fireside
revelries.

While the same thing can be said i

of Scotland the Halloween ceremon
ies of that country partook more of
a superstitious character, taking
among rustics the form of a charm
to discover who should be his or
her partner for life. These customs
are now almost exploded.

It will be seen from a perusal of
the foregoing that the observance or
celebration of Halloween is changed
greatly since it was begun in Amer
ica, and not for the better. The
pranks Incident to the dav. nr
night, are no longer Innocent and
harmless. Like the celebration of
St Valentine's day It is too often
made an occasion for scurrilous
placards or the sending of malicious
missives.

Eastern Kentucky Oil Field.

Among the features of the month
In the oil Industry were the start-
ing of some wells in new territory,
far removed from previous efforts.
and of Interest to the trade as be
ing tests of the deeper formations.
West Virginia operators have leased
a large territory In the Big Sandy
country, and will drill test wells for
the Berea grit, an sand
wmcn Is found extensively In the
Eastern fields and which is believed
to extend in Kentucky below the
depth at which the drill Is now
taken. In Southeastern Kentucky
some similar tests are being made
in Clay county. One test has reach-
ed a depth of 1,100 feet. Some good
Indications have been found and
two new wells will be started In the
same section during the next few
days.

The development of natural gas
belt of wide extent In Morgan coun
ty receive? new impetus by the com
ing in of two big gas wells last
month. The wells show up as the
best gassers yet drllledv In that
county, and will no doubt ultimately
prove a. source of supply for much
of the surrounding country. While
developments for oil will be con
tinued, the natural gas is recognised
as a valuable commodity and devel
opments for this resource will be
continued.
