. new barn that he stripped and
made practically alr tight, and the
wheat was put upon the floors, a
number of tobacco heaters put in
gservice and for two weeks the tem-
perature was kept up to nearly one
hundred degrees, The graln was
carefully handled in the meantime,
and turned out to be a fine guality
and as dry as a hone.

“Last week Col. Weatherapoon
finished delivering the wheat to
Mansfield's mill, recelviog a check
for $4,475, there being 3,581 bush-
els and the wheat sold for $1.25
per bushel. In addition to this Col
