Says & writer In Journal of Agricul-
ture:

Hoga are high in  price, but
feeds, oo are high, and are Hkely
to remain so, hemnce the feed mup-
ply in growing hogs, or auy other
snimals, is & problem which must
interest all farmern. There is profit
on finishing elght-cent hogs on six-
ty-vent corn, yet the margin of prof-
it Is not very large. unless the hogw
during thelr earller period were
grown on some forage and cheaper
feeda than grain,

Every farmer who makes much
money on hogs must have a perma-
neut sow and plg pasture and also
utilize temporary pastures at differ-
ent semsons for his swine. The
permanent plg pasture is & necesin
ty, and the better It s made the
more clear profits there will be In
growing them. On the $0-acre furm
five or more acrea may profitably
be set aside for permanent wow
and pig pasture, and this area
should be divided Into &t loast two
nearly egual areas for the health of
the swine and the good of the
