Must Share Responsibility In
Future Development.

ROBERT S. LOVETT'S VIEWS

“Unifioation of Regulation s Essential.”
A Completes, Harmonious, Consistent
and Related 8ystom Needed—Federal
Incorporation of Rallroads by Gener-
al Law Favored.

Washington, March 20 — Respousi-
bility for the millway development of
the country, for providing necessary
transportation factlities to eare for the
growing business and population of
the country, now rests largely with
congress and not entirely with the rafl-
rond mwhoagers, This was the state
ment of Judge Robert 8, Lovett, chalr-
man of the excoutlve commities of the
Unlon Pacifle system, to the Newlands
jolnt congressionn] committes when
thnt body resumed Its inguley Into the

subject of rullioad regulntlon  thils
week.
In makiug this statement of the

changed conditions of the rullrond sit-
uation Juwilge Lovert andoubtedly had
In nilnd the declsion of the supreme
court on the Adapmson law, bhanded
down lust week, which egtablishes. the
right of the federal government to fix
radlroat) wagos and to preveot strikes
This declsion 1s regardidd by rallroad
men wnd lawyers nd marking an epoch
I the development of transportation
in the Unlted States

“We have our share of responsibility,”
sald Judge Lovett, “but it rests prioia.
rily on congress. When the govern
ment regulates the rites and the finan-
clal ndministration of the rallronds, the
borrowing of mwoney and the Issunnce
of securities it relleves the rullroad of-
ficers of the respouribility of providing
and developing trunsportation systems,
except within the Himits of the revenue
that can be reslized from such rates
and wnder such restrictions

“For a country such as ours, for a
people situated ns we are, to blunder
along with a serles of unrelated, incon.
sistent, conflicting statutes enacted by
different states without relation to
each other, lnstead of proviling n c¢om-
plete and carefully stodled and pre
pared system of regulntion for a busl
ness that is so vital to the lUfe of the
opatlon, 18 worse than folly.”

He summed up the present problems
and dificultles of the milroads as fol-
lowe:

First~The multiplicity of  regula-
tiohs by the several states with respect
to the lssue of scouritles, involving de-
lnys and conflicting state pollcies gen-
erally dangerous and possibly dlsas-
trous.

Becond.—The state regulation of
rates in such a manner ss to undoly
reduce revenues, to diseriminate in fa-
vor of locallties and shippers within
its own borders s agiinst localities
and shippers In other states and to dis-
turb and disarratgoe the structure of
interstate rates.

Third.—The Innbility of the Inter-
stite Commerce Comulsslon, whoever
the commisslioners may be, to perform
the vast dutles devolving upon it un-
der exlsting laws, resulting in delay—
which should never occur in commer-
cinl matters—and compelling the com-
missioners to wecept the conclugions
of thelr employees ns final In declding
matters of great lwportance to the
commercial and raflroad interests of
the conntry,

Fourth,—The practicnl legality that
has been accorded consplracles to tie
op and suspend the operation of
ritllroads of the country by strikes
violetice and the absence of any law
to compel the settlement of such dis-
putes by arbitration or other fudlcial
means, as all other Issues betwean clti-
éng In elvilized states are to be set-
thed,

Fifth.—The phenomenal Increase in
the taxation of railronds in recent
yeurs.

Sixth.—The cumulative effect of
these conditions upon the Investing
publie, to which rallroad companles
must look for the capltal necessary to
continue development.

“We belleve that the unification or
regulation 18 essentlal” eaid Judge
Lovett, “and that with the rapld in-
credse of state commissions In recent
yoars congress will in time be com-
pelled to exercise its power In the
premlses. To unify regulation there
should be a complete, harmonlons, con-
sistent and related system. We be-
lleve the best, If not the only practical
plan, {8 the federal incorporation of
rallronds by general law, which will
make Incorporation thereunder com-
pulsory, thus imposing on nll railrond
companies throughout the United
States the same corporate powers and
restrictions with respect to thelr finan,
clal operations and the same duties
and obligations to the publle and the
government, so that every Investor will
know precisely what every rallroad
