THE LARGE COMPANY 8TORE,

MANAGED BY W. J. CRUTCH-E-

D8TPOYED.

A loss estimated at $200,000, was
caused by & Are which destroyed th
Interior and practically Ihe entlr con
tents of the large two-stor- y general
store of the Island Creek Coa- - com-

pany at Holden early Wednesday morn
lng. - .

The fire was discovered shortly ar- -

ter tvo o'clock by a boy, who saw a
Male coming from the basement to tho
front end of the store. He gave tho
alarm and although the cltUcre worked
heroically to check the flames the blaze
was not stopped until it burned Itself
out It was fortunate for Holden that
the building was constructed as hro
proof, as the stone walla kept the
flames confined and prevented mo
spread of 'he Pre. The interior of the
building from cellar to roof wes com-

pletely gutted, leaving the four ston-- i

walls standing Intact.
The fire Is believed to have be. n the

work of an Incendiary. The Holden
watchman passed the building not moro
than twenty minutes before tne n
was discovered and he saw no signs of
a blase of any kind. When the Are was
first discovered the flames were eat- -
ng their way up through the floor

from the basement In the front of the
store The store was heated by steam,
the heating apparatus being located In
the rear of the basemer.t, and It la im-

possible to conceive how the Are could
have started Where It did unless It was
deliberately Ignited by r some person
That the fire did not ste.rt at the fur
na.v and spread to the front, where it
broke through ti. tr.e upper Is
demonstrjted by the fact that the very
Intle unbumed poi-tlo- of the store was
the lewer floor In the rear, almost di
rectly over the furnace. The officers of
the county and the County Council of
Defense will make a rigid investiga
tion of tho clgln of this Are.

The manufacture, sale or Importation
of intoxicating liquors will then be pro
hibit-- d thioughout the United Stales
for beverage purposes.

This Is the greatest victory yet
tchleved by the prohibition forces and
It brings within sight the gonl so loi'g
sought by them. This is the only effect
ive treatment fcr one of the world's
two greatest cuites. The othc is the
K 'I I ner, and death will end his fiendish
career sooner or later. Prohibition In

auota Is fur from satisfactory, but na
lionoi prohibition will eventually wipe
out the evil.
