Buttermilk Better
Than Mash For Hens

Lexington, Ky., Aug. 24.—Buttermilk
is more wvaluable for egg production
than meat scrap and if available In
plentiful quantities can completely re-
place the usual mash fed to hens, ac-
cording to results of an experiment
conducted by the Kentucky Agricul-
tural Experiment Statlon which have
just been announeced. Sour skim-milk
I sgually a= valuahle in the ration of
the lnying hen as buttermilk accord-
ing to J. H. Martin, under whose di-
rection the test was made.

Three pens of 20 White Wyandottes
each, of the same age and housed un-
der identical conditions, were used in
the experiment. All pens were fed the
same grain ration conaisting of T0
pounds of cracked corn and 30 pounds
of oats. One pen was fed a dry mash
made up of 20 pounds each of corn
meal, ground oats, bran, shorts and
meat scraps in addition to the grain
ration; the second pen was fed Lhe
same mash, with the exeption of the
meat scrap, In addition to the grain
and had buttermlilk been avallable at
all times while the third pen received
nothing but buttermilk in addition to
the grain.

Results obtained up to August 1
showed that the first pen had produc-
ed 1,662 eggs from November 1, the
second pen had produced 2,060 egge
during the same peried of time and
the third had produced 2390 eggs or
748 more than the fArst pen and 330
imt)re than thé second.
