But as
for Germany, I don't belisve a word of
the. storles about the proverty of Ger-
many.

“I'hey do not want to phy the $70.-
00,000 in reparations demanded by the
allies. They point to the fact that the
Imperial army opposed for four yedrs
the entente and now ask: “Why should
lwio be foroéd te pay?We were not de-
feated."
