WORLD'S OLDEST

MAN PASSES AWAY

Kentuckian Expires Sons,
One 90 Years Old, An-

other 7, at Grave.

Greasy Creelt, KyH July ."uncle
Johnny" Shell, aald by relatives to
have been the oldest man in th world
la dead here. He haa records pur-
porting to prove that he waa born in
Tennessee In 1788; therefore be would
have been 134 years old if be bad liv-

ed until his next birthday, Septtember
3rd.- :'

Shell, who. It I (aid, had lived for
more than 100 year on the same farm
In Leslie county, waa well past the
military age limit when the Mexican
War was started and at the beginning
of the Civil war was in his seventies.

His actual age often bad been called
Into question, but physicians- who ex-

amined him said they believed be was
correct in his statement of hla long-
evity. ., ,

One of the most remarkable things
about his funeral 1 that at hi grave
two of the mourners were brothers.
Shell's sons, one 83 years older than
the other. Wllllnm, (0 years old, and
Albert 7, are the two, Albert being a
son of "Uncle John's" second wife,
who was 4S year old when he married
her and who I the only child of their
union. By hi first wife, who died 12
years ago at the reputed age of 122
years, "Uncle Johnny" had four sons
and a daughter, who survive him, as
do a number of grandchildren, many
great grandchildren and, it la aald. a
number of great great grandchildren.

Up to the last Shell retained pos-
session of his faculties and discussed
his funeral arrangement with Mr.
and Mr. Samuel Creech, with whom
he had made hi home since he lost a
farm through a mortgage.

He said that he bad-live- d so long
he had grown tired of earthly life and
was ready to proceed to his eternal
home, where his first wife was wait-
ing for him.

"Uncle John," probably bad Ween
better advertised through newspaper
stories than "Old Parr," the English
man, who was ald to have lived to
be 130, and even Methuselah.

RAILROAD STRIKE

IS BEING FELT

The strike of certain classes of rail
road employees, and the help from
other classes In sympathy, is begin
ntng to effect the running of trains.
One of the local freight trains on the
Big Sandy division baa been laid off
to use the locomotive for other traffic.
The number of coal trains has been
reduced and mines are therefore not
running full time. Engines that need
only slight repairs are laid up because
arbitrary working rules of the work
ers give other employees a good ex-
cuse for not making repairs.

Coal Is in strong demand and some
factories will hsve to shut down soon
if the situation continues at as present.
This puts miners and factory workers
out of employment at ft tlmo when
they sorely need work.

The L. & NL is putting
new men In strikers jobs and Oov.
Morrow Is sending guards to protect
them. . President Harding has Issued
a proclamation declaring that mall
trains and Interstate transportation
shall not be Interfered with, which
means that the military force will be
used If necessary.

Four dollars per ton Is being offered
for coal, If the railroads could fur-
nish a full car supply the price would
be less and the business of the coun-
try would continue to go along.
