THE AGE AT WHICH A CHILD
SHOULD ENTER SCHOOL.

Al the recent annual meeting
in Columbia of superintendents o
Superintenden:

Edmunds, ¢ f the Sumter schools.

rraded  schools,
submitted a very interesting pa
per, since published in the New:
and Courier, on the subject ol
ihe age at whieh a child should
he admitted into school, Mr,
Edmunds ranks among the lead
ing educators of the state and hi«
opinion relative to schonl matter=
is entilled to much weight,

In the article referred (o Mr.
Edmonds takes the ground that o
child is too young to enter school
at six years of age, that time will
be saved and belter results ob
tained by waiting until it is eigh*
years old. Hesays:

““As the conditions now exist
onr pupils enter at six and com
Plete 11 911 course prescribed
in our schouio at seventeen, I
believe that, if the pupils should
enter at eight, they could com-
plete the course in nine instead
of eleven years. [ believe that
the work that it now takes
vears to do the first grade could
he as thoroughly completed in
one year and another year would
be made up between the second
and sixth grades.  Thus a pupil
enlering at eight would do in five
work
as is now done in seven years.”
