station this morning let ween Uithoursof 1 and 2 o'clock.
An unknown person entered

the house of Mr. Ike Lyerlv, a
well known farmer, while its
occupants were asleep, killing
Mr. Lyerlv, his wile and little
son, Johnnie, and wounding their
infant baby, Alice. The two
parents and two children were

sleeping in the front room on

the first floor, there being three
elder daughters sleeping upstairs,who were unmolested,
and were awakened by the smoke
and flames from below, the
criminal haying set fire to the
house.
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the stairs to awake their father
* «*nd mother. On reaching the
lower room a most horrible and
appalling scene, their lather,
mother and the children, still in
their beds, all save the youngest,
in cold death, their heads being
crushed and faces badly disfigured.
Through courageous and heroicefforts the elder daughters,

Mary and Addie, ages 18 and 16,
respectively, r. anaged to carry
the dead bodies from the house
and extinguished the flames,
whereupon they ran to their
nearest neighbor, Mr. \V. P.
Barber, and told the awlul story
of the tragedy.

the highest court inFrance finds,
he was a most grossly persecuted ^
man and nothing the French
government c«n now do will re- f
pay iiim for the suffering he has
doubtless undergone. Dreyfus ^
vras first arrested on October 13,
1894, on the charge of treason in ^having furnished copies of certaindocuments in the Ministry
f tir

oi »v ar to agents of a foreign
government. The first trial began ^behind closed doors on December19, 1894, and Dreyfus was r
convicted and eentenced to be
publicly degraded and to spend
the remainder of his life on
Devil's Island, a barren rock off jFrench Guinea. On January 6,
1895,he was publicly degraded ^in front of one of the largest
military schools, his uniform jstripped of every insignia of
rank and his sword broken across ,

the knee of a non-commissioued
officer. On April 13 Dreylus, underthe eye of six guards, began jlife on Devil's Island. After remainingthere four years he was ^taken back to France and given
a public trial at Reunes, where jhe was found guilt.v "with extenuatingcircumstances," and a ypardon was granted, but Dreyfus
was not satisfied. Said he the
day after lie was freed : "The
government of the republic has ^given me ba-k my liberty. This jis nothing to me without honor. ^Beginning to day, I shad unremittinglys'rive for the reparationot the (rightful judicial er
