Monroe, N, O, July 16,.—Sher-
iff Bogan, of Anson, N. C., was
the first witness today when the
trial of John Jones, charged
with the lynchivg of John V.
Johunson, a white man, was re-
sumed,

Bogan was very certain, on
cross-examination as well as on
direct examination of the identity
of John Jones. He also identified
akout a dozen of the other men
who are nnder indictment as
being in the crowd that lynched
Johnson.

Sheriff Bogan testified that
he was fired upn by the mob,
and that he acted both as Jmilor
and sheriff,

The lynchers, he testified,
aroused himself, his daughter
and his son when they made »
plea for admission, declaring
that they had a prisoner to put
in the jail, As soon as he unlock-
the door, the mob rushed m,
and after being refused the keys
to the cell where Johnson was
confined, they threatened to
shoot the man through the bars
of the cell. Then he gave them
the keys.
