“TILDEN AND HENDRICKS.”

Grand Ovation to the People's
choice for President and
Vice President.
Speeches of States-
men.

New York, June 12.
A d farewell reception, was
given to Mr. Hendricks to-day, onm
the eve of his departure for Ewmope,
by the Manhatten Club of New
York. It was altogether a brilliant
affair, attended by many prominent
Democrats from all parts of the
country. Mr. Tilden and Mr. Iend-
ricks both made speeches, which
will become historie, as ¢lear and for-
cible statements of the sentnnents
of the country on the memorable
Presidential campaign of 1875.

MR. TILDEN'S SPEECH.

After alluding to the departure of Gover-
nor Hendricks to-morrow and wishing him a
voyvage, he asserted that the men elect-

ed by the peuple in the late presidential con-
test were counted out. He would not by any
word of his dwarf or degrade the greatest
wrong that has stained our natfonal annals
into a personal grievance. The ultimate con-
sequences will, he said, extend toevery man
of four and a quarter millions who were
defrauded of the fruits of their elective fran-
chises. He said the evils in governments
grow by success and by impunity. They do
not arrest their own progress. They can
never be Hmited exeept lg' external forces.
1f the men in possession the government
can in one instance maintain themselves in
power against an adverse decision st the
olections, such an example will be imitated.
Temptation exists always. Devices to give
coler of law and false pretences on which to
found fraudulent decisions will not be want-
ing. The wrong willgrow into a practice if
once condoned. In the world's history
changes in the suecession of governments
ve usually been the resuit of fraud or force.

It has been our {aith aud our pride that we
had established s mode of peaceful change
to be worked out by the agency of the ballot

The question is now whether our elective
system m its substance as well aslts form is
to be maintained. This is the question of
questions. Until it is flnally settied there
can be no pohitics founded on inferior ques-
tions of administrative lpnhc_\'. It involves
the fundamental right of the people. It in-
volves the whole system of popular govern-
ment.

y must strip this example of everything
that can attract imitations. They must re-
fuse a prosperous immunity te erime. This
is not a¥. The people will not be able to
trust the authors or beneficiaries of the
wrong to devise the remedies. But when
those who condemn the wrong skhall have the
power they must devise the measures which
+hall render a repetition of the wroung for
ever impossibie.

If my voice could reach throughout our
eomntry and be heard in its remmotest bamlet,
i would say, “Be of good cheer; the rejyub-
lic will live.”” The institutionsof our fathers
are not to expire in shame. The sovereign
ty of the psople shall be rescued from this
peril and re-established. Sucees<fal wrong
@ever appears so trinmphant as on the very
eve of its fall. Seven vearsagoa corrupt dy-
nasty culminated in its power over the mik
lfon of pecple, who live in New York City.
It had conquered, or bribed, or flattered and
won almost evervthing into acquiescence. It

appeared to be invincibie. A year or two
later its members were in the penitentiary
or in exile. A

History abounds in similar examplos. We
must believe in rizht, and in fuiure a great
and noble natios will net sever its political
from its moral life.

SPEECH OF MR. HENDRICKS.

Mr. Hendricks having returned thanks for
the honor done him, aliuded to the presiden-
tial election and said the result as declared
in Louisiana and Florida and at Washington
s not, and cannot be made satisfactory to
the country for obvious reasons; that it was
not true; a t and sincere people will rest
their final !udzement oul?' upon truth and
never upon fraud, sucecessiul r!(n)rough tech-
nicality. Even shouid the President and his
cabinet adopt a part or the whole of the pol-
icies and pu poses for which the Demoeratic
party has been contending for many years
and which became so distinetly defined last
year, even that cannot remove cr qnuiet the
publ‘c discontent. The Demoerats will inake
no factious opposition nor will they seek to
embarrass the de facto adn.instration, but
will sustain it in what is right because it is
right and for the weifare of the country,
and not at all because of any fealty to a par-
Ly that stands defeated aud condemned by

%orle-
mle cannot allow the selection of
their magistrate to become a thing of
chance or of sharp practices. The fraud
first triomphant in American history must
be assigned to its proper plage among the
crimes against popular government and
made odious, that ne party will dare attempt
- itsrepet.tion. He who is elected President
must be inauzurated. Until that is settled
and made sure no Demoerat can be seduced

Great Destruction of Property
by a Hurricane.

SPRINGFIELD, Mass., June 14.—
The covered bridge over the Connec-
ticut river between Northampton
and Hadley, was blown over by a
burricane, accompanied by a severe
thunder shower, at 1.30 o’clock this
afternoon. An uncompleted bridge
of the Massachusetts Central rail-
road was also demolisheld. There
were six teams on_the bridge when
it went over, and Mrs. Sullivan, of
Old Hadley, was instantly Kkilled.
Sheriff Enos Cook, of Hadley, was
cut badly on the head and William
Smith, of Amherst, had his shoulder
dislocated. Two horses have been
taken from the ruins alive. The
bridge was 1,124 feet long and the
newest portion of it has been built
about fifteen years. Numerous to-
bacco sheds have also been blown
down by thegale.

The path of the wind seemed to
be ten miles in length and one in
width and was in a northwesterly
direction. At Hadley the storm
passed over only the lower part of
the village. Fifteen to twenty of its
areat elms were uprooted while trees
two feet in diameter were broken off
like reeds. The damage consisted
chiefly moverturned barns. Among
those destroved was one in which
several men with foar horses sought
shelter from the storm, the whp]e
party narrowly escaping death. The
eutire loss cannot be estimated until
the damage to crops in the vicinity
is computed.

TRAGEDY BY TRANMPS.

A Quarrel Among the Outcasts End-
ing in Murder.

Special Dispateh to the Evening Telegraph.
FAIRVIEW, Pa., June 13 —A . ter-
rible tragedy was enacted in the
mountains near here lastnight. For
a long time the squadsof tramps who
travel through this region have made
the place a resort. Yesterday after-
noon four or five of these outcasts
stopped there. In the evening they
were joined by quite a number of
others. Some of the party were well
supplied with liquor, and the whole
party indulged pretty freely, the car-
ousal being kept up until a late hour.
About! midnight two of the tramps
became engaged in an altercation
about a woman, one of the party.
The quarrel terminated in a general
fizht, nearly all of the tramps var-
ticipating in it. Two of them,
known as the “‘stranger’ and Bill
Carr, were so severely stabbed that
they died shortly after the fight.
The rest of the party scattered in
various directions, and as no clue
has been discovered of their where.
abouts it isthought they havemanag-
ed to escape. One of the tramps
told an old man, whom he met
near here, the storyof the tragedy,
but he was not detained. The affair
is being investigated. This is the
second tragedy of the kind that has
occurred in this vicinity, and natur-
ally enough, some alarm has been
occasioned among the few people
living about here.
