gress assembled at Washington in its
second and last session which will on-

ly last three months. Of these the
customary holiday vacation must be
deducted so that actually only eleven

weeks remain for its work. This is

very little time, yet a good deal may
be done ifcongress, applies itself to its
duties with a will.

PRESIDENT Cleveland's message,

which was sent to both houses of

Congress on Monday afternoon, is a

production indicative of broadest

The President discusses the
vital national questions in sections
be ginning with a full explanation of
the relations of the United States
with foreign countries. A summary

of the receipts and expenditures of the
Treasury Department is the next item
of interest in as much as it plainly
shows that under a Democratic ad-
ministration the service has been done
honestly and economically. On the
tariff question he takes a firm and
unmistable position and lays down
pIaDS which iffollowed can not fail to

bring about a reform of the present
unreasonable revenue system,a reform
which the whole country demands.
He denounces in plain terms a system

which unnceessarily draws milllions
from the people annually at the cost

of their industry and business enter-

prises and advises a speedy change.

He touches upon civil service reform

and his remarks in that line give no

uncertain sound. He is determined
to stand by his former promises
and declares that a reform
of this kind is an absolute necessity.

He also recommends a rapid process

of training and educating the Indians,

pointing out the fact that civilization

and barbarism cannot exist together.

In short the message covers the

ground in every respect, gives val-

uable advise and suggests remedies
for existing evils.

They insist
that a tariff for revenue only must be
the cry. Straight issue must be made,
and all who cannot stand under that
banner cannot march in their lines.
They were never more determined.
1 hey will start the tight almost at once.
The committee 011 Public Hands expect
to get some of their measures through.
The committee 011 Agriculture will try

to pass the department of Agriculture

and Labor bill, and expect to succeed.
It is already a special order, with but
40 minutes debate pending on it, and
that at the disposal of the Chairman of
the committee, Mr. Hatch. lie said
to-day that he expected to get about
four-fifths of the votes of the House for
it. Mr. Crisp expecis to get the Union
Pacific Railroad Extension bill through

the House among the first things, and
Mr. Iteagan expects a successful issue
of the conference on the Inter-State
Commerce bill.

Coinage, Weights and Measures, and
on Banking and Currency, expect legis-
lation upon matters of finance. Alto-
gether the members have coma back
free and ready for work, with no fear
of a campaign before them.
