WASHINGTON, May 30th, 1857

The past week has been very
lively and interesting one in Wash-
ington. The National Drill has been
the great event of course, and the pro-
gramme was so arranged that each day
of the week had some important eyent
of its own, so that there was variety
and interest all the time, To-day (Dec-
oration Day) is « legal boliday. The
Departments are closed, and the Gov-
ernment employes are {ree.

Unusually elaborate memorial ser-
vices haye been arranged to take place
at Arlington,Soldiers’ Home cemetery,
the Congressional cemetery andat Gen-
eral Logan’s tomb, The soldiers who
haye participated in rhe National Drill
will join the Grand Army of the Re-
public and the Army of the Potomac
in processions to these places,and there
will be music and oratory aud prayers
and poetry and flowers.

The contests of the Drill are over,but
the encampment does not break up un-
til this evening. The military ecompa
nies which went through the ordeal of
the competitive drills,after their duties
were ended, gave themselves up to fun,
sightseeicg und the enfoyment of camp
life, The soldiers from Maine add New
Hampshire thiok it is pretty hot weath-
er in Washington and on some of the
parades a few of them were oyercome
by the heat each day. But the lads
from Texas and Louisiana think it is
very cold for May, and shiver and put
on their oyercoats. Altogether the
health of the camp has been good, con-
sidering there are 80 many soldiers
here from various climates who Lave
been subjected to changes of different
kinds and to unusual exertion and fa-
tigue. Still the hospital has proved an
indispensability of the camp and there
has been constant demand for the ser-
vices of the Red Cross Society, which
has eharge of it.

When the rain and wind amounting
almost to a cyclone struck the city of
tents on three suceessiyve afternoons,
making bavoc with camp paraphernalia
of avery kind and buffcting and drench
ing the soldiers,the latter felt that they
were having a taste of the realities of
military life on a war basis which they
had hardly anticipated.

A DECISION OF THE PENNSYLY A
NIA SUPREME COURT REVERS-
ED.

The State Cannot'Impose a Tax on the
Gross Receipts of a SteamshipjCom-
pany Derived from Transport-
ing Passengers.

WASHINGTON, May 27.—When the
United States supreme court assembled
at noon to day there was a large attend-
auce of telephone people, including rep-
resentatives ol iuterested pirties in
Boston, New York arnd Pailadelphia,
who anticipated a deeiston in the tele-
phone cases, They were all, however,
disappointed, as no decision in those
cases was moade, Judgements were
briefly announced in about forty cases,
the most important of which are as
follows : No. 202. The Philadelphia
and Southern Mail Steamship Compa-
ny versys The Commenwealth of
Pennsylvania, In error to thp supreme
court of that state. The decision iu
this case whether the state can con-
stitutionally impose upon a steamship
company iucorporated under its Jaws a
tax upon the gross receipts, derived
from the transportation of persons and
property by sea between different stat-
es. and to and from forefan eonntrice.
T'he court, in a long and careful opin-
ion by Justice Bradley, decides that the
states cannot impose such tax, for the
reason that it would be regulation of
interstate commerce. This decision,
s0 far as it relates to taxation of inter-
state commerce carried on by corpora-
tions, appiies egually to domestic and
foreign corporations. The capital stock
of the former, regarded as iohabitants
of a state or their property, may be
taxed as other corporations carrying on
foreign or interatate commerce, so as to
make the tax in effect a tax on such
commerce ; but their business as carri-
ers in foreign or interstate commerce
cannot be tazed by a sitate under the
plea that they are exercising a fran-
chise. The judgemant of the supreme
court of Pennsylvania is reversed.

The court rendered decisions to-day
in about forty cases. QOaly a few of
the judgments announced are of public
interest.
