LoxpoN, Nov. 17.—Dispatches re-
ceived here to-day from San Remo, say
that there has been a discharge of green
matter from the crown prince’s throat
which proved to be cancerous. In view
of this fuct, his case isconsidered much
worse, as this kind of soft cancer is of
a most malignant type and is regarded
as incurable. The German doctors, the
reporti say, are trying to deny the seri-
ous and almost critical developement of
the crown prince's ailment, which is
now clinically and pathalogically clear.
Six Men Killed by a Dynamite Explo-

sion.

ISAPEMING, Mich,, Nov. 17.—The
Hancock Chemical company’s packing
house for dynamite blew upat the noon
hour yesterday, The killed are Willie
Renaud, Charley Barkell, Thomas
Thompson, Tim Crowley, and Willie
King, all young men, and William
Lapp. The company carried 1,500
pounds of dynamite. There is not a
trace of the men or the building left,
The explosion was felt plainly in Han-
cock and Houghton, several miles dis-
tant.

WiLMINGTON, Del.,, Nov. 17.—A
gunning excursion, gotten up by some
Wilmington business men, ended
most gsadly Tuesday.

LEATHER FROM HUMAN SKIN.

Where It is Prepared for the
Shoemaker.

I remember that two or three years
ago I incidentally referred to a promi-
nent physician of Philadelphia wearing
shoes made from the skin of negroes.
He still adheres to that custom, insist-
ing that the tanned hide of the African
makes the most enduring and the most
pliable leather known to men.

Recently I met him upon the street
with a brand new pair of shoes. 1
looked at his footwear, as 1 always do
—his pedal coverings have an irresisti-
ble fascination for me—and said with a
smile, ‘Is the down-trodden African
still beneath your feet ¥’ In the most
matter-of fact way, and witbhout the
shadow of a smile, he answered, ‘I sup-
pose you mean to inquire if I still wear
shoes made of the skin of a negro. 1
certainly do, and don’t propose chang-
ing in that respect until I find a leather
that is softer and wiil last longer and
present a better appearance, I have no
sentiment about this matter, Were 1
southerner—in the American sense of
that word—1 might be accused of being
actuated by a race prejadice. But 1
am a foreigner by birth, although now
au Awmerican citizen by naturalization.
I fought in theRebellion that the blacks
might be freed. I would use a white
man’s skin for the same purpose if it
were sufliciently thick, and if any one
has a desire to wear my epidermis upon
his feet after I haye drawn my last
breath he has my aunte-mortem permis-

sion.’
The doctor’s shoes always exhibit &

peculiarly rich Jlustrousuness in their
blackness. He assures me that they
never hurt his feet. The new pair he
was using when I last saw him emiited
no creaking sound and appeared as
comfortable as though they had been
worn a month. Their predecessors, he
told me, had been 1n constant use for
eight months.
