TIIENEXT ADMINISTRATION. We have seen

the suggestion made, that an extra session ol

Congress will be called by the President elect.

We doubt it; for there is no purpose to be ac-

complished by such a measure, which will not

bear to be postponed until the regular session.

The annexation of Texas and the reduction of
the Tariff, are .the two prominent measures 1
which it is supposed the new President will re-

commend; and neither of them will spoil by
keeping. The details of the first should be
carefully examined and arranged before final
action on the subject?and as to the tariff, the;
reduction which will be m.ido by any Congro s

will bo very trifling. No man of common 1
sense can suppose that the duties will be ledu-j
ced to twenty per cent, or that the protective
policy will be abandoned. We doubt whether

."Sfiir. Folk will recommend sueh reduction; but'
even if he should, no Congress will dare to ac-

quiesce. The principle of protecting domestic
industry is firmly established, and v. ill not be
abandoned. The people of the Union would

not submit to lie sacrificed; and will indignant-
ly hurl from power any man or party who may
make the attempt.

MR. MCDLTFIE'S RESOLUTIONS. The South |
Carolina Senator lias taken a summary and I
most extraordinary method of disposing of the

whole Texas question, hy resolving that the;
treaty made by President Tyler with Texas, al-

though rejected by the Senate, shall nevertlie-j
lees be valid and obligatory, provided the au-j
thoritiea of Texas will consent. This may

truly be called a short cut to reach an impor-
tant object; and if it succeed, we can see no

reason for retaining that feature of the consti-
tution, which confides to tho Senate jointly
with the President, the treaty-making power. |
Heretofore, in the purchase of lauds from In-!
ilian tribes it has been considered necessary toj
resort to the treaty-making power; but we arc;
now to add an immense territory and an inde-

pendent sovereignty to the United Slates, by
single resolution. If Texas be admitted into
the Union by this mode, either as a territory
or a State, it is easy to foresee, that the consti-

tution will offer no obstacle to ulteiior arrange-

ments. Every thing vi&lbe made to yield to

the one great puipose. We do not beliove that
Air. McDufiie's resolutions can prevail; and J
tve hope that a majority of the members of

Congress will be opposed to annexation alto-,
gother, and more particularly in the mode pro-,

posed.
