The revolution was ably sustained by Mr.
Johnson, Mr. Ami.or and Mr. Rives. In the

course of his remarks Mr. Johnson raid :

"The mass of foreigners who conic among
us have as much to unlearn as to learn to fit
them for fire Government. The prejudices ol
birth, the predilections for the usages and cus-

tom.' of the country they come from?the love
of it s political institutions, or a hatred so gieat
ofthe m, confounding license with well-regula-
ted freedom, ail conspire, in my opinion, to
render it no longer desirable that they should
be the depositaries of political power in this
country In making these observations lam
well aware that individuals mav come among
us to whom tliey do nut apply. That ruen may
emigrate here of whom any country might lie
proud. Wo might again have our Lafayettes
and Gil latins, our Montgomery's and fimmelts.
Hot we cannot act on exceptions. We must
look -,l the mass?at the swarms of needy igno-
rant people which the necessities of Kuropoure
annual!, casting on our shores.

i do not vvis 1i to be understood, in making
there remarks, as being opposed to the emigra-
tion of foreigners to the United Slates. 1
would still alow strangers to scuk an asylum
in this country, and would permit them to ac-

quire land and other property; and I would pro-
tect thenv in their persons, rights of propoity,
and in the unmolested enjoyment cf the reli-
gion they piofess. Uct I would nut extend to

'hem the cxerci.w of political rights until they
shall have resided here a tinio sufficiently long
to understand our laws and political institu-
tions, and to become identified in interest and
feeling with the American people. Tliey
shou/.i comprehend tlio rights, and appreciate
the duties of American citizeus, beforo they par-
ticipate in the administration of the Govern-
ment. And 1 wouid prohibit foreign Govern-
ments from transporting their convicts and
paupers into this country, which some of them
have done within the last few years to an alann-
ing extent.

This question, said Mr. J., soars far above
party considerations.

All parties?Whigs, De-
mocrats, natives, and naturalized citizens?are
equally interested in guarding against the re-

petition of the abuses, complained of, which,
if not prevented in future, may ultimately de-
stroy our Government."
