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REPUDIATION AND OUTRAGE. Some of the
people of Harford county are obtaining an un-

enviable notoriety by their outrages and open
defiance of law; but if they expect that, by

such monstrous proceedings, they can enforce
repudiation in that county they will find them-
selves mistaken. Maryland is not to bo thus
disgraced?nor is hor's the soil where outrage

and violence will thrive. If the present law
be not sufficient to enforce the payment of
state taxes, and to punish those who maltreat
the executors of the law, it must bo made
moru rigid and comprehensive.

VVt: publish in another column a luttor from i
a correspondent at Bel-Air, Harford county,
which gives an account of a most disgraceful
scene which occurred in that village on Satur-

day last. It shews ihat the same spirit of dis-
organization and violence exists with some of

. I
tho people of that county, which lias set the
laws at defiance in New York. In truth this j
spirit is rapidly extending in various sections;

of tiiccountry, and must bo forcibly subdued, I
or it will annihilate all law. "Lynch law"j
will not be tolerated in Maryland, nor will tho!
dishonest doctrine of repudiation ho sanctioned |
by any man of honorable principle.

Tiie letter which we publish is from a re-

spectable source. The writor characterizes the j
transut'wn in proper terms; and, hid ho fur-
nished the llamas of thoso concerned in the'
riot, they should have been published, for they
deserve to be held up to public scorn.

T'oi . BENTON'S BILL. Tiie Madisoniau as-1
sails Col. Benton because he will not give his
sanction to the administration project of tmwe-j
dir.it lp annexing Texas to the United Stales,
without regard to the claims of Mexico or to j
principles of propriety. We are opposed to

annexation in any form, and under all circum-
stances; for we believe that it will not bo of

advantage to this country to enlarge her terri-
tory?but, if we must have Texas, letusac-|
quire it fairly and honorably, as is proposed in I
Col. Benton's bill. There is no necessity to
act precipitately, us is urged by tiie Madiso-
liifln; especially, as by such conduct we may
find euiselvcs involved in a ruinous war. But

perhaps war is the very tilingmost desired by the
administration?and, indeed, the course pur-
sued towaids Mexico would seem to indicate

tiie existence of such a disposition; for the

language used towards her hv our minister, has I
been most gross and insulting. Our president
appears to act upon the principle which some-1
times governs men in ordinary life?that is, to j
kick those who are supposed to bo incapable of

nuking resistance. It is a mean principle, in-
consistent alike with dignity and justice; and j
unbecoming a free government. YVu do not
believe that either iho president or the editor

of the Madisoniau will ho gratified in their de-
sires; fur we have no doubt that tiio project of
immediate annexation will not he sanctioned
doling the present session of congress.

REFORM OK ABUSES. Numerous petitions
are being presented to Congress on tho sub-

ject of the Naturalization Laws; and there

has been some preliminary discussion in the

senate, in which a desire to reform abuses
has been generally expressed; though there Is
considerable opposition to the extension of tho

naturalization laws. Now we hold it to be ut-
terly impossible for a foreigner who does not

understand our language, and who probably can

neither read nor wrile, to acquire a suffieiont

knowledge ofthe principles of our government

in five years, to become an intelligent elector

of public officers. Such voters may suit tho

interests of demagogues, who are reckless of

the means so they can attain power, but they
are not calculated to advance the interests of;

the country. It is a perfect farco to swear a

man to support a constitution which he has not,
and perhaps cannot read?and yet how many

persons are in this manner converted into citi-
zens. Have we, as Americans, lost all self-

respect, that we thus hold out inducements to

emigrants, (no matter whether criminals or

paupers,) to settle amongst us, and participate
in the election ofour public officers, and in the

regulation of our government? We say to

members of Congress, that temporizing mea-

sures will not answer on this subject Tliere

is a spirit abroad in this land?an American spi-

rit which will compel obedience to its requi-
sitions: tiie same spirit which governed our

forefathers in the trials and struggles ofthe re-

volution. It requires that tho elective .fran-
chise shall be freed from tho taint of foreign
criminals and vagabonds, and all foreign influ-
enco. Senator Archer takes tho true stand,

and breathos the true American spirit. Ho
said, in the senate on Tuesday?"for his own

part, he was for no lopping of abuses. Ho!
was for going to the root of the evil directly.?!
The mischief was of that enormity, in his view,

and peril, that he would listen to no remedy
short of eradication which did not invoke the

axe." We regret that Senator Merrick, o#this

State, takes a different view of the subject-
but .:? hope that the legislature will take care

to select a successor, who will not only have

correct views, but be able to enforce tliern with

ability. Tilings cannot continue long to exist

as at present; for American citizens will not

permit thctnsolves or their children to bo made

the equals and associates with the inmates of

European goals and poor houses.
Is there to be no petition on tho subject of

the naturalization laws, from the citizens of
lialtimoru? We know that it would receive
the signatures of thousands, and we think that
invu.-ures should bo at one taken to circulate a

petition, and also to memorialize the Legisla-
ture.
