Present?Judges Ilrice, Aisbet and IVortliington.

MO£I,I)CC.2 3, 181.1. The case of the Rev.
Urns. I rorrey, convicted for abducting three
slaves, the property of Mr. Heckrotte, of this
city, came up before this court, on the motion
oi counsel for an arrest of judgement and peti-
tion for a new trial.

Revcrdy Johnson, Esq., senior counsel for
the defence, in opening the case, said lie had
nothing to urge in reference to a new trial; for,as far as the evidence went, upon which his
client bad been convicted, it was of such a cha-racter as to preclude the hope of a different re-
suit if a new trial should be granted.In tho first place, therefore, he proposed to
examine "the sufficiency of the indictments."
i ho counts in the indictments charged the of-
fence against "Charles T. Torroy," but did not
specify whether he was a 'freeman' or otherwiseas called for by the fetter of the law of IS?"'
under which ho was indicted. The law recog-
nising the broad distinction between freeman
and slave?the former being liable to imprison-
ment arid the latter to lie whipped. The ques-
tion, lie contended, then arose, whether thecourt could go out of the indictment, in ren-dering its judgment, affixing the penalty
Witli a view to avoid the infringement of'" therights of tiie citizen, it is important that allpoints at issue should be determined by that tri-

bunal supposed to be the most competent to
decide upon them; and not to leave them to the
discretion of the court, whoso power it is to af-
fix the penalty. The laws of Maryland, Irecontended, properly recognized color as imply-
ing slavery; but when it is known that in ma-ny cases the two classes were-so intermixed as
to render it impossible, from mere observationto determine their classification, who was to
decide to which the prisoner belonged? Therewas no written or other evidence, to show
whether the party involved is a freeman or a
slave.

Mr. J. suggested that, looking to this view
of the ease, a jury, in the case of life and death,might find a person guilty, under the impres-
sion that lie was a slave, and liable to banish-
ment; while at the same tiino, the Court, be-
lieving him to be a freeman, might consign
nun to death. There might be, lie argued, in-
tervening positions between a freeman and slave

in which, iffree, to be imprisoned; ifa slave,to be whipped or banished. The province ofthe Court was to pass judgment 111 accordance
with the verdict (bunded upon tho indictment.Mr. J. contended that the Court had no pow-
er to pronounce judgment, under the 2d sec-

| tion of the act of 1527. It was a matter for
the magistracy. In the distribution of power

! among the Courts of the United States, it was
| made obligatory that parties suing and being

i sued?or in other legal action?to set out in theinstrument the Slate to which they respective-ly belong. It was necessary that all points
should bo definitely averred, ana affirmativelypassed upon by the jury. If, therefore, the
prisoner has been arraigned and tried un-
der a defective indictment, the Court had no
right to pass sentence.

Mr. J. said he would next proceed to discuss
the last question at issue. Atthe timo of empa-nelling the jury, in this case, it was agreed
that the prisoner should be allowed the benefit
if found guilty, of contesting the power to
hold him responsible for three separate acts of
offence as contemplated by the State's Attor-
ney in arraigning him under three distinct in-
dictments. lie denied the right of the Prose-cutor to send in three indictments. They wero
based upon one presentment. That present-
ment charged the prisoner with havimr "en-
ticed, persuaded and aided" the slaves"at one
and the same time to escape; hcrics but one of-
fence was committed. In a ease of ordinary lar-ceny, where a person steals three pieces of
Cioth?three bank notes?or three watchesthe Prosecuting Attorney could not arraignthe party for stealing three watches under
three distinct indictments, for the law recog-
nises it but as a single offence; and inakimrthe party, upon conviction, liable to the peni-
tentiary for ten years. Rut if it be iri thepower of the Prosecuting Attorney to multi-ply the indictments, he may be rendered liable
to thirty years' imprisonment; and thus you
place the liberty of a citizen at the disposition

the officer and not the law.
I here was another consideration, which ho

conceived as conclusive upon that point. In
thus giving the Prosecuting Attorney powerto multiply indictments, wffen there is but one
offence, the rights of the paity accused mightlie greatly endangered, ifnot seriously abridg-
ed; inasmuch, as after a party should have
been arraigned, tried, and acquitted, he mightbe again put upon his trial, before a new iurvwhen the constitution declares that "no person
shall be put upon trial a second lime fhr thesame offence." In the present case, if Tor-ray had been acquitted by the jury who tried
