The heart that is not softened
and relaxed at tho artless prattling of the child,
is not to our liking; for to us it is most pleasing
and acceptable to look upon tho image of God
before it is impressed with the cunning, duplicity
and evil passions of man?to press the darling
child to our bosoms and to receive its innocent
caresses, with the consciousness, that they aro

Forget not
the sick and the poor?the widow and the or-

phan; but let us distribute of our superabund-
ance to their relief; that they too, may bless tho
return of a season which opens the hearts and
hands of the wealthy to tho distresses of the less
favored. Tho ladies of the Indigent Sick So-
ciety will no doubt joyfully become the agents
of such as may desire to manifest their kind-
ness to the poor, and we would impress upon
all who can give assistance, ta furnish contribu-
tions in aid af said society.

FOREIGN CONVICTS AND PAUPERS. The fol-
lowing is the resolution offered by Mr. Berrien,

in the senato, on the subject of foreign convicts
and paupers transported to this country. Wo

wish that he had inserted "or local authority"
after the word "government," as \vc suspect
that many paupers ate sent to this country, by
direction ol local authorities, and without the
authority of government appearing in the busi-
ness. Whatever may be the response of the
Secretary of the treasury to this call for infor-
mation, the fact is undeniable and susceptible
of positive proof, that felons and paupers are
sent to this country, and have arrived at our

own port. Gen. Samuel Smith, whilst Mayor
of Baltimore, in 1836, called the attention of

government to this grievance, in consequence
of the arrival of fourteen convicts in irons; and
even during the past summer paupers have
been placed in the alms-house here within a

few hours after their lauding at our wharves.?
We desire to have the whole facts connected
with immigration to this county, laid before
the people; and we are therefore pleased at the
introduction by Mr. Berrien of the subjoined
resolution.

Mr. Berrien, from the Committee on the Ju-
diciary, reported the following resolution, which
was agreed to:

Resulvcil, That the Secretary of the Treasu-
ry be instructed to communicate to tho Senate
any information in his department of any ar-
rangement made by uny foreign Governments
or Government for removal to tho United
States offoreign paupers or convicts, specifying,
if the information in his department will enable
him to do so, tho number of persons of the
above description who have, within any given
time to which such information may extend,
migrated to the United States; and any infor-
mation in possession of the diqiartment of the
average number of foreigners of every descrip-
tion annually arriving within the United States.

THE ONE HOUR RULE. Dr. Duncan has
done a good thing in getting his one day elec-
tion bill through the house; and he should not

follow it by a bad one in striking out the one

hour rule?one of the best rules ever adopted
by the house of representatives?for it has sav ?
ed a great consumption of lungs as well as mo-

ney. A man with good sense can speak as

much in one hour as the foolish man can in a

day; hence tho tongue of the lattcrshould have
the restraint of tho one hour rule. A few
words well said, are better than a volume not

to the purpose?therefore we say, let the one

hour rule remain in force. He who cannot fin-
ish his speech in that time, cannot have much

to say which would bo wortli the listening to;
and it is a hardship for the people to have to
pay for the speaking of nonsense. Brovity is
said to be the soul of wit; and it should be
learned and practised by members of Congress.

THE TARIFF. It is said that the committee
of ways and means of the U. S. House of Re-
presentatives, will report a bill for tiie general
reductiou of the tariff early aflor the holidays.
