from Now Memphis to New Orleans,) about
lialfa mile below the Horse Shoe Cut Oft', twen-

ty-five miles below Helena, Ark. by which the
formci boat was rundown, and twirty-one lives
lost. The Louisiana was immediately rounded
to, and every effort made to save persons float-
ing on pieces of the wreck. As soon as the
Louisiana struck the Belle, the hull bioke loose
from the cabin and sunk?the cabin, with the
crew and passengers, sunk down to the hurri-
cane deck, arid broke in two separate pieces, 011

which tho persons saved remainod till taken
off by the yawl of the Louisiana. The acci-
dent appears to have been unavoidable. The
Belle of Clarksville was coming up close to the
bar, and when nearly opposite tho Lousiana,
gouig down the bend, she took a sheer on the
pilot from the bar, crossing the bow of the lat-
ter.

ABOLITION CONTENTION. Tlio Public Ledg-
er reports the proceedings of the first diiy's ses-
sion of an abolition convention, which assem-

bled in the Reformed Presbyterian Church,
Philadelphia, on Monday last. As a matter of
course slavery was denounced, and commisse-
ration expressed for Mr. Torrcy and other abo-
litionists, who have assisted slaves in making
their escape from their masters. Amongst the
most vehement speakers was Miss Abby Kelly,
whose compassion for the colored race was so

highly excited, that she avowed, that had she
destitute children, and were imprisoned as Tor-
rey is, she would let them he sent to the alms-
house "rather than a cent should lie taken for
their support from the means that were due to
the emancipation of tlio slave." There were

some other fcinalo speakers. During the dis-
cussion a woman was exhibited, who, it was
stated, was held as a slave in Winchester, Va.,
though white, until she was purchased by her
husband, a black. If the statement were even
true, she deserved her fate for having married

1 a negro man.

Finally a string of resolutions was submitted
to the effect, that as the constitution of the U.
States recognises slavery, and Slate laws en-
force it, neither the one nor the other are obli-
gatory upon abolitionists?that it is immoral for
any one holding their opinions to accept an

office which requires an oath to support the
constitution?and hence, that tlio convention
disapproves "the organization of abolitionists,
us such, into a political party." These resolu-
tions lie over for consideration ; hut wo venture

to predict that the last will not be adopted.
