WASHINGTON, Dec. 25, 1844.

Christmas F.ve and Christmas Day are gene-
rally observed hero, as in most other cities, with
seasonable festivities and enjoyments; not how-
ever, I am sorry to have occasion tor adding,
without occasional disorders and irregularities.
Such was indeed the case last night, when par-
tics reeling along Pennsylvania Avenue, under
the influence of egg-nogg, whiskey-punch or
some other strong drink, were noticed letting
off gnus, pistols and tire-crackers, contrary to
the city ordinance in that case made and pro-
vided and in contempt of the Mayor's authori-
ty, and his orders, issued to the city constables.
It was in vain that the latter, even with the aid
ofCapt. Goddardand the Auxiliary Guard, en-

deavored to suppress the various disorders and
irregularities of Christmas Eve. Some offenders
in the early part of the night were arrested and
lodged in tho Watch House; others escaped
with impunity. About two o'clodk this morn-

ing, a gang of desperate rowdies numbering
neurlv a score, attacked two of the watchmen
near the President's House, and in the scuffle,
one of the guard, who defended himself vigor-
ously with his spontoon, had his head cut, but
not severely, by a rowdy, who may with his
co-rioters still he brought to justice. It must he
apparent to every one who is well acquainted
with the locality in this our great "city of mag-
nificent distances," that fifteen watchmen, (of
which number the Auxiliary Guard consists,)
are insufficient to protect even themselves or

the city, in case of extraordinary rowdyism, or

disorder.
This morning, between 11 and 12 o'clock,

and while most of our citizens were at church,
a fire broke out in a chimney attached to a
back building connected Mr. Norbeck's confec-
tionary on Pennsylvania Avenue, between 9th
and 19th streets. Tho flames soon communi-
cated to the front store ofMr. Nurbeck and the
confectionary of Mr. Jeremiah .Murphy, adjoin-
ing the former. I regret to learn that notwith-
standing llie prompt and commendable assist-
ance of the fire companies and numerous citi-
zens, who were drawn to the fire, by the alarm
bells, tho two confectionary stores, were soon
destroyed, they being of very combustible ma-

terials. 1 understand the two stores belonged
to Mr. Travers and were insured. Mr. Mur-
phy's goods were partly insured. Tho loss will
be severely felt by Mr. Norbeck, who was not

insured, as I urn informed, at all. Mr. Norbeck
is an industrious and worthy tradesman, and 1
hopo, that our citizens, with their characteris-
tic liberality, will help him, under Ins present

m sfortine. Itis not the log; of the goods which
a confectioner lias burnt at such a time as this,
that's his only loss; the loss of his Christmas
gales of confectionaries, toys, &c., is en addi-
tianal misfortune.
