vor of the .Pennsylvania trade. It was now
qounsidered, that in consequence of the exac-
tions of Pennsylvania, and of the discovery
that Wheeling could not make the payment
required of that city, that it was wholly im-
practicable, not only to complete the work
within the time limited, but to complete it at
all, according to the provisions of the Virginia
act—that is, to take the road to Wheeling.
The .company proceeded, however to com-
plete the road to Cumberland, making the
whole distance to Baltimore about 160 miles,
which kad cost them seven millions, six hun-
dred theusand dollars. They then determined
to husband their resources for more favorable
times, to suspend the further prosecution of
the work, and to extend their researches over
country south of Wheeling, and above the
uth of Little Kanawha, to ascertain the
practicability of other routes, which by avoid-

the Army.

“The most important news is that Congress
had ordered the manifesto of the Revolutionary
General to be printed. The Snpreme Govern-
ment had issued orders to Gen. Santa Ana,
then at his plate at Mango de Clava, forthwith
: to unite in his command the troops in the Dis-

trict of Jalapa, which amounted to upwards of
10,000 men, and to proceed against Parcdes
and his comrades. Accordingly, as we already
know, Santa Ana issued his proclamation, put
himself'at the head of 7000 infantry, 1500 cav-
alry and 20 field pieces, and on the 23rd he left
Mexico and marched tewards Quaretaro, with
Gen’l Reyes, to which point the troops follow-
ed him. About this time, the Mexican Con-
gress passed a resolution censuring the Minister
at War for having issued orders for Santa Ana
totake command of the J1:my of the Republic,
when the Constitution prehibited the Supreme
Executive from acting in that capacity. The
reply of the Secretary not having been deemed
satisfactory, they decided that General Santa
Ana had been assigned to command the troops
of a district and was not placed at the head of
the army.
