The splendid equipages of the
Foreign Ministers, the handsome private oar-
riagesiof "Jie secretaries and other opulont citi-
zens, together with an almost couciUess train'
of hanks, rendered the White House idiffioult ot
access about noon, when the company tvos
pouring-in from all quarters, cast, west, north
and south of the national edifice, itwas near-
ly 0110 o'clock when 1 entered the specious cast
room. .The veiy first persoi)that attracted my
notice WM Col. Benton, whose name, hv a na-
tural undrpolitic&l association, is so closely con-
nected with that spacious and splendid apart-
ment, of whose costly furniture so much has
been written and spoken in by-gone .days. 1

linchauan, Evans and Huntington, and .a great
number of members of the House ofttopresen-
tatives, amongst whom was tlie celebrated
llobt. Dale Owen. Major General Scott, witli
his staff, in full uniform, was also there, and
his commanding and noble figure rendered .him,
1 assure you, the observed of all observers.?
The Judges .of the Supreme Court were also
there. .Messrs. Fox, i'ackerihain and Bodieco
were also present in tneir splendid diplomatic
dresses. Many gallant commodores and gene-
rals of the U. S. navy and army were also pre-
sent, with their ladies, sisters and daughters, ;
making altogatlker a most imposing and bril-j
limit display.

The President and his amiable lady received
their numerous visiters very graciously, as tlicy
were each presented by Gen. Hunter, the Mar-
shal of the District. 1 have had the
ofpaying my. respects to the President on New
Year's Day fhr.the last eight years, and never
witnessed a more numerous attendance. The
weather was delightful. Most of the company
who paid their respects to the President, on
leaving the Wlute House, went over the way
to pay a similar compliment to the venerable
and much-respected relict of President Madi-
son. Here the visiters met with a respectful
and cordial welcome. Ex-Prcsidcnt Adams al-
so received a gicat number of visiters. The
widow ofilio illuotrious and ill-fated Gen. Ham-
ilton was also visited by a great number of
strangers and citizens, at her residence on Cap-
itol Hill. Mrs. Hamilton is a most extraordi-
nary and interesting woman?she being now
37 years of age, of sound intellect, cheerful,
affable and courteous to all. Col. Soaton, our
worthy Mayor, ako received numeious visits
from distinguished functionaries*, foreign min-
isters, members of Congress, citizens and so-
journers. Pennsylvania Avenue has been lined
all day with gay and distinguished parties, all
going to or returning from "the west end of
the town." So much for the glorious "First of
January, 1845," in this Great Metropolis. ]

Communications from several clerks of coun-

Leave was also granted to report a bill re-
lating to certain roads in Baltimore county; to
repoit a bill to regulate the militia of the State;
to authorize J. D. Flagg, of Washington co.,
to bring certain negroes into the Stat;; to re-
peal the act of last session regulating the issue
of warrants in Frederick and Washington
counties, and to report a bill fcrr the benefit of
the heirs of Benj. Franklin, Sr., of Worcester
county.

The House ordered a new election to be held
in Anne Arundel co., to fill the seat of Robert
Garner, Esq., deceased.

The Speaker laid before the House the mes-
sage of the Executive, which was read, and
one hundred and eleven copies ordered to be
printed.

So much of the message as relates to the
Chesapeake & Ohio Canal, was referred to a
select committee to he appointed by the House.
All other internal improvement topics were re-
ferred to the standing committees on that sub-
ject, &c.; so much as relates to the penitentia-
ry, to the standing committees thereon.

The reading of the message occnpied the
principal portion of the session of tho Senate.
No business was transacted in that body beside
the examination of the returns of the late elec-
tion for Govrenor, by which it is ascertained
that Mr. Pratt received 35,038 votes, and Mr.
Carroll 3-1,492.

Mr. Mathctvs obtained leave lo report a bill
to authorize the county courts to extend time
to collectors, to complete their collections.

LATER FROM MEXICO AND CHlNA? Arrival
of J\lr. Cualiing?Downfall of Sanlu jlnna, 4fc.
The Hon. Caleb Cushing, lato Envoy Extraor-
dinary to China, arrived at N.York on Tues-
day morning from Vera Cruz, in the bark Eu-
genia. By him, says tho Journal of Com-
merce, we have important news from Mexico,
and 26 days later from China. Mr. Cushing
while in Mexico was robbed of all his papers,
except those about his person, among which
were fortunately his official despatches.

Mexico has again been the scat of another
revolution?bloodless, however. Santa Anna
had been proclaimed Dictator, and all seemed
to goon well, but about midday the troops bar-
racked in tire Accordada Saint Francis, and
the citadel pronounced against Santa Anna aud
Canalizo; at the head of the movement was

General Don Jose J. Herera, President of the
Council, who addressed a proclamation to the

! city, calling on it to sustain him. Tho whole
| Congress immediately threw itself into the

j arms of llorrcra, who immediately took pos-
session of the National palace without blood-
shed. The Congress constituted its sessions
permanent. The Ex-Ministers fled. Canalizo
is in arrest at his own house.

An attempt was made to destroy the statue
of Santa Anna in the vestibulo of the theatre,
and the people wished to break the bronze one
in the market place, but were prevented by the
authorities. On the next night General Her-
reru had it privately removed. The new au*
