ARRIVAL OF MR. CUSHING, OtJR MINISTER
TO CHINA?A SKETCH OF HIS PERSONAL
ADVENTURES DtntlNG 111s ABSENCE FROM
THIS COUNTRY.
The town was quite eloctrified ott Tuesday

morning by the announcement of the arrival of
the Hon. Mr. Cashing, our Minister to China,
in the barque Eugenia, from Vera Cruz, after
a short and pleasant passage of eighteen days.

' A report had that morning obtained currency
that this gentleman had proceeded northward
to Oregon for the purpose of making some per-
sonal examinations into the condition of that
territory, but his appearance of course set all
such speculations at rest.

We are ha<ppy to state that Mr. Cashing is
in excellent health, never looked better, and
has borne all the changes of climate, and the
fatigue of his journies, without physical incon-
venience or injury to his health.

Tho narrative of his personal adventures,
from first to last, is one of the most inteiesting
to which we have ever listened, and will, we

hope, he one day presented to his countrymen
by liis own able hand. Some of the most pleas-
ing contributions to science, history and narra-
tive, are the descriptions of the .English Mis-
sions to China, of Lord Macartney and Lord
Amhert. Wo do not doubt, however, that Mr.
Cushing could supply us with something still
more valuable. The communications already
sent home by him to the Institute a!} Washing-
ton, are conclusive evidence of his profound ob-
servation, his scientific attainments, and his un-
tiring industry.

So far as we may do so, without overstep-
ping the hounds of confidence and friendship,
which a long and valued intimacy has enabled
us to cultivate, we will briefly attempt to fol-
low Mr. Cuehing round the globe. We are sure

it will be acceptable to our general readers,
and particularly to this gentleman's personal

' friends.
Itwill be remembered that previous accounts

informed uscfthe disaster of the Missouri, with
its train of inconveniences to the Mission, the
kind attentions paid the Americans at Gibral-
tar by the Governor and othors, the departure
of Mr. Cushing in the Oriental steamer, his ar-
rival at Alexandria, his passing up the Nile, his
journey across the isthmus, and his reaching
Suez in safoty. Indeed his voyage down the
Red Sea, the accident to the Cleopatra war
steamer on tho way, and subsequent arrival at
Macao, were also early known.

But there were other occurrences previous to
his arrival in China, as well as subsequently,
which have not before been made public.

From Aden he went, as wo have stated, in
the Cleopatra to Bombay, and on his arrival
there in the evening ho found a Grand .Ball a-
bout to take place on board the Brandywine,
the rigging and spans of which vessel were most

splendidly illuminated with lamps. It was one
of the most beautiful sights ever witnessed, and
Mr. Cushing's safe arrival was a source ofhigh
gratification to hjs naval friends, particulary at

so opportune a moment, and added greatly to
the pleasure ofthe fete.

At Bombay, Mr. Cushing was the guest of
Sir Goorgo Arthur, a former Governor of Up-
per Canada. During the period of his brief
stay, he found time, in company with Mr.
Fletcher Webster, and Mr. O'Donnell, an at-
tache of tho Legation, to make an interesting
excursion into the Mahratta country, one which

Eleased them far more than they could possibly
avo anticipated. The journey was made

partly in coaches, tnd partly in palankins.?
They wont as far as Poonali, situated in the
south-western part of the Deccan, in Contral
India, and formerly the capital of tho Mahrat-
tas. It is somewhat celebrated for having been
captured in 1803 by Sir Arthur Wellesley and
the "Iron Duke." Here the travellers saw the
largest cantonments ofEnglish troops in li.dia,
and attended a grand re,view, where the Ame-
rican Minister received the highest military ho-
nors. They also visited a celebrated. BrahmiD
temple, being carried there on tho backs of the
sacred elephants, and escorted by the English
political Resident, Mr. Wacc'eu, who is favora-
bly known to many of our countrymen, after
whom ho enquired with great interest.

Tho sway of the English over this part of
India appeared to bo of a permanent charactor.
All tiie curiosities of this region were fully ex-
plored, and will one day, we trust, be fully de-
scribed.

At Bombay Mr. Cushing received the most
unremitting attentions from the civil and mili-
tary authorities. Sir George Arthur was par-
ticularly obliging, and did the honors of hie
splendid residence with a kindness and hospi-
tality never to be forgotten. We may imagine
something of the FpJendor. po:vcr. and luxury
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panied for a part of the way by a party of Mex-
ican officers. On his arrival lie found himsell
in tho midst of a serious revolution. From
thence to the capital, lie travelled in a dili-
gence, passing the whole way through detach-
ments of the hostile armies of Paretics and
Santa Anna. Not the slightest obstacle was
placed in their way, nor the smallest insult
given by any of these troops.

At Mexico, the events occurred which found
llieir way into the papers. The readers of the
True Sun were duly advised of them. From
that city Mr. Cushing travelled by the diligence
to Vera Cruz, but in consequence of the civil
war, all the troops had been withdrawn from
the country between Vera Cruz and the capi-
tal. At various points on the route, therefore,
strong bands of armed robbers had stationed
themselves, and tho travelling became unsafe.
One of these parties robbed our Minister of his
travelling trunk, containing among other things
some private papers and letters of value.

At Puebla and Vera Cruz ho was an eye-wit-
ness of the 'promcnciomcntos' Kgainsl Santa Anna
made by tho civil and military authorities. At
the latter place there was much ceremony dis-
played on the occasion, and great decorum;
while at the former there woro great disorder
and confusion. A mob parading the streets

during the night crying "death to the foreign-
ers." The hotel at which Mr. Cushing lodged
was attacked in the night but without success.

From Vera Cruz Mr. C., being disappointed
in a passage by an earlier vessel hound to New
Orleans, embarked in the Eugenia for this ci-
ty. After a fine run he arrived oil-Sandy Hook
in eighteen days, but not without a further ad-
venture. The Eugenia, while close-hauled,
was run into by a schooner sailing before the
wind, and some damage was done by tho col-
lision.

Wo inust not forget to mention that while
Mr. Cushing was residing at Macao, his house
was attacked by robbers five times, and entered
by tliem on one occasion. Tho Legation were
obliged to be constantly armed for self defence.

Mr. VVebstor and Mr. O'Donnell are on llieir
way home by the way ofEngland, and inay be
very soon expected by their friends.

Thus has Mr. Cushing in a fow months pass-
ed round the globe, effecting during his short
absence a most impottant treaty, placing the
commerce of his country in the China seas on
an extended footing, protecting it by a well
timed and able negotiation, gaining the good
will and esteem of tho Chinese government,
and adding to the Ironprs he already has won in
public life, tho respect and gratitude of his
countrymen.

BUSINESS OF BALTIMORE DURING TIIE PAST-

YEAR?Amount -of Inspections?lmportations,
Sfc. We find in tho American of Saturday, a

compilation of some of the inspections in this
city for the year just closed, which we con-

dense for the benefit of our readers:
The number 6f Beef Cattle weighed at the

scales from Oct. 12, 1843, to Oct. 12, 1844,
was 18,553 head, weighing gross, 17,974,799
lbs. Number of Hogs, 15,717 head, weighing
gross, 3,051,895 gross weight of
cattle and hogs, 21,026,694 lbs. Fees for'
weighing, at 31 cents per 100 lbs. yielding $7,-
359 34, from which is deducted salaries, and
expenses for repairs sf scales, $1,577 10, leav-
ing a nett revenue to the State, of $5,782 24.

The imports of Coffee into tlie port of Bal-
timore during tho year 1844, were 158,942
bags, of all descriptions.

Tlie inspections of Flour during the year
were as follows: Howard st., 261,314 whole,
and 6,621 half bbls. City Mills, 173,160
whole, and 19,977 half bbls. Susquehanna,
27,789 whole bbls. Family, 24,212 whole, and I
454 half bbls. Total, 486,475' whole, and 26,- \
052 half bbls, besides 9,904 bbls. llye Flour, \u25a0
and 245 hhds, 25,054 bbls., and 1,525 half bbls.
Com Meal. The inspections of flour last
year were less than those of any year since !
1838.

Tho inspections of Fish wore as follows:
Herrings, 30,515 whole, and 337 half bbls.?
Shad, 10,064 whole, and 1,006 half bbls.?
Mackerel, 4,822 whole, and 402 half bbls.?
Salmon, 30 whole bbls. Total 45,411 whole,
and 1744 half bbls.

The whole number of Hides imported into
the port of Baltimore during the year 1844 was
272,399 dry, arid 6538 salted.

There were 11,621 hogsheads Tobacco re-
maining on hand in the four State Warehouses
in this city, on Ist Jun. 1844. During the
year 48,932 hogsheads were inspected; 47,777
were exported and consumed; and 12,676 re-

mained on hand on tho Ist inst. Of the a-
mourit inspected during the year, 32,101 hogs-
heads were from Md.; 15,423 Ohio; 1,075 Ky.,
225 Va., 40 Mo., 30 Ind., 21 Tenn., and 17
Penn.

The inspections of Whiskey wc,e 2,049 hogs-
heads and 33,237 barrels.

The inspections of Beef and Pork have been,
3,030 tierces, 21,109 bbls., 1,644 half bbls., 447
quarter bbls. and 51 kegs. Of Laid, 25,388
kegs, 2,941 bbls. and 68 half bbls. The inspec-
tions of Butter and Lard show an apparent fall-
ing off of nearly 50 percent., but this is owing to
the fact that there is now no cmpulsory inspec-
tion, it being merely discretionary. It is be-
lieved that the business in these articles during
the past year has exceeded any former one.

The imports of Sugars ofall description into
the port of Baltimore during the year 1844,
were 10,816 hhds.; 681 tierces and bbls., and
6267 boxes.

TERRIBLE TRAGEDY? JI Son Murdered btj a

Father. We learn from the Lynchburg Virgi-
nian, that a most horrid and aggravated mur-
der was perpetrated on Christmas day in the
village of Madison, on the Amherst side of the
river from Lynchburg, by a father imbruing
his hands in his own son's blood. It appears
that the son, Edmund Mahone, between 23 and
25 years of age, with the remainder of the fa-

mily, were setting at the dinner table, when
some very trival dispute arose between him and
his father, Blanks Mahone. The old man then
stepped up behind his son with a large knife,
(perhaps prepared for the purpose as it is un-

derstood he had often before threatened to com-

mit the deed,) and stabbed his son through the
breast-bone to the heart. A large stream of
blood immediately flowed out, and the unfor-
tunate victim soon died. Tho father is lodged j
in Amherst jail, awaiting his trial before tho
proper tribunal.

A CONSPIRACY TO CP.EATE AN INSURREC-
TION AMONG TLIE VIRGINIA SI.AVFS. At an

examination at tho Police office in New York,
some very singular disclosures were made re-

specting an insurrection which was contemplat-
ed in Princess Anne County, Virginia, among
tho slaves. The particulars, as given in the
New York Sun, arc as follows:

"A colored man, named George I). Morse,
of No. 241 Houston street, who lives bv work-
ing iii stores in the lower part of the city, hav-
ing received information, us he states, that an
insurrection of the colored population was to
he carried into oiled, about Christmas and New
Year, to murder indiscriminately the white
men, women and children of Princess Anne
county, Virginia, including Norfolk, and also
all the colored people who would not join them
?and having near relations there, wrote on to
a Justice of the Peace in that county, named
ICorprewn, informing him of what he had heard.
He also informed hi inthat a colored man named
Willis Hodges, who had been the correspondent
in this city of the colored conspirators of Prin-
cess Anne and had encouraged the proceeding,
had gone on to Virginia, to aid in maturing the
plot and to carry it into execution, who was
thereupon arrested and lodged in prison where
lie will remain, and until the matter can bo
fully investigated, will continue in custody.?
Others had been arrested hut had been dis-
charged. Tho colored people here, who were
neighbors and acquaintances of Morse, having
heard of his having given information to the
authorities of the South, that had led to the
arrest of Willis Ilodges, swore to ho revenged
upon him and threatened to put him to death.
They also sworo that he should not conic down
town to his work, and if he did, that he should
not bo suffered to work there any more. Un-
der these threats, Morse, who is an intelligent
colored man, went to the Upper Police office
and preferred his complaint against Jeremiah
Simmons, Samuel Finney, Jelfry Overlon and
William Wales, all colored, who wore arrested
by officers Bush, Lawrence and Shong, and to-
day held to unexceptionable bail in $3OO each,
by Justice Taylor, to keep the peace towards
G. D. Morse, and ho of good holiavior hereaf-
ter."

LOVE, DESPAIR, THEFT, AND MURDER. A !
Paris correspondent of the Boston Atlas gays 1
that some six years Bince, a young Parisian paid !
a visit to the country, and succeeded in win-

ning the heart of a young girl of goad family,
but in reduced circumstances. "She afterwards
gave birth to a son, and by untiring industry,
not only supported him creditably, bat saved
a sufficient sum to take them to Paris, to en-

deavor to procure the protection of the father,
who had never answered the letters she had
written him, or taken any notico of her. Be-
fore leaving her native village, she had a poig-
nard made, and told one of her friends that her
lover must do her justico, or die by her hand.
Arriving at Paris, she endeavored to discover
his residence, but without success?her money
became exhausted?and she was obliged to re-

sort to theft. A bookseller in tho passage Vi-
vienne saw her take an almanac at the value of
ton sous from his stall, and carried her to tho
police office, where she was about to he com-

mitted. She intrcated him, for the sake ofher
son, not to insist on prosecuting the affair, and
on his refusing to relent, stabbed him to the
heart. Tho poor man died in a few moments

the eon adopted by a Masonic Lodge?his fa- ,
ther, who was the primury cause of this tragi- j
cai affair, having refused to provide for his
support."

of the Raglish iri India by instancing the posi-
tion of Sir George, who enjoys a salary twico
as great as that of our President, lives in the
style of a Prince, and rules more than twenty
miliums of people.

From Bombay Mr. Gushing procoeded in tlie
Btandywine down the *Olllll6lll coast of India
to Ceylon. At this island he passed a week,
and visited the old native capital, Kandy, the
principal site of the Bhuddists. The island is
called by the natives "the celestial paradise;''
end since the English havo obtained an undis-
puted title, by cession, frotn the native chiefs,

\u25a0it has become more than ever flourishing and
populous. The greatest attention was paid the
American Envoy by the principal authorities,
and particularly by the Governor, Sir Colin
Campbell. A ball was given by the English
residents in honor of their American guests, at

the Hall of the Consulate. From Ceylon the
frigate proceeded by a route called the eastern
passage, south of tho island of Java, by the
way of Timor and Amboyna, and so into the
Pacific Ocean, thence np to the eastward of the
island of Luzan to Macao. It was the first
time this passage was ever made by an Ameri-
can man of war. At the season of the year
when it was accomplished, it is the only way to

reach China in consequence of tho N. E. mon-

soon. The passage was made very successfully
under the judicious and prudent directions of
the gallant Commodore Parker, who cheerfully
encountered all the hazards of the route in or-

der that the mission might arrive as early a6

possible in China.
Mr. Cushing resided in that country exactly

six months to a day, and during the whole pe-
riod was constantly engaged in promoting the
objects of his mission. By the non-arrival of
the St. Louis sloop of war, which lay, very sin-
gularly, a long time at the Cape, and through
the continued olist.icle of tho northern mon-

soon, he was under the necessity of remaining
at Macao until the Imperial Government ac-

tually anticipated his movements by dispatch-
ing a commission to hint. Itconsisted of Tsi
Yeng; an imperial delegate, and plenipotenti-
ary; Wang, treasurer of tho provinces of tho
two Kwangs, and Pwan Pwan, another high
dignitary of state.

Tsi Yeng is a Tartar of the imperial blood,
and tho same person who negotiated with Sir
Ilenry Pottmger. His name, we might as well
state here, lias been enormously spelled Kying in
the English newspapers. This personage seem-

ed to have the full confidence of his sovereign,
as lie was appointed, with all tho powers ola

plenipotentiary, to negotiate with the French
and American Legations, as soon as they ar-

arrived. One very interesting tact is worthy
of notice. No obstacles were placed irt the
way of Mr. Cushing's proceeding to Pekin,ono
great object of former embassies from England.
He was told there would bo none, hut finding
the imperial commission had power fully to

treat with liirn, he yielded his personal curiosi-
ty and pride, if ho entertained any such feel-
ings, to tho consideration of his country's in-
terests. He thereforo entered at once upon
the negotiation so promptly and conveniently
offered him, and was an immense gainer by
this considerate course. The Chinese commis-
sioners wore intelligent and gentlemanly men;

they had a retinue of civil and military attend-
ants, and so large was it that it was with great

difficulty they could find quarters for thein all.
Tsi Yeng very unceremoniously took posses-
sion of an immense temple dedicated to "our
Lady of Mercy," in the village of Wang Hiya,
where lie kept his state. The difficulties ot the
languages were obviated by tho frankness and
tact of Mr. Cushing in declaring at once the
real objects of his mission, disclaiming any re-

sort to finesse or force, and appealing at once

to the good sense, and high character of the
Chinese Ambassadors. These with equal frank-
ness and confidence proposed to omploy the
Amorican interpreters exclusively, and by so

doing paid our national character, and our na-

tional representative, the very highest compli-
ment in their power.

For two weeks .the two Commissions were

employed day and night, with the exception of
their meal times and a few hours given to re-

pose, ill discussing anJ arranging the various
questions in controversy between the two gov-
ernments, and in negotiating the treaty now

before the Senate of the United States. It was

at last agreed upon and drawn up in Chinese
and English, but finally prepared in the Tartar
dialect, which is the language of the Emperor.

It was signed at ten o'clock at night 011 the
3d of July last, in the Sanctuary of the Tem-
ple wo have already mentioned, and from
which, as we havo slated in part, the priests
and their idols had been previously disjdaced
without the slightest hesitation to make room

for the Comni'ssioner and Ins suite. This cir-
cumstance confirms the opinion entertained by
many residents in China, that at the Imperial
Court there is no particular regard paid to any
religion.

When tho treaty was signed, a splendid re-

past was given in tho Temple to the American
Miuister. Indeed, during the foitnight of ne-

gotiation at Macao, the respective Legations
were constantly giving and receiving entertain-
ments. At one given by Mr. Cushing, all the
American ladies at Macao were present, and
the Chinese dignitaries for the first time in
their lives performed tho extraordinary duty of
handing in foreign ladies to the dinner table,
and of paying them the usual attentions there.
Many of the officers of the squadron were also
present.

The next day Tsi Yeng was taken so ill that
he was obliged to be removed to Canton, and
there various other minor questions were af-
terwards settled by correspondence, and tho
personal attention of some members of our le-
gation acting lor the Minister at Macao.

Indeed, from the 4th of July, for two months
following, an official correspondence was kept
up unceasingly in relation to matters connect-

ed with the negotiation?among these espe-
cially was that of the personal safety of Ame-
ricans in China, arising out of the circum-
stance of a 'Chinese, one of a mob, having
been shot by an American in tho Btreets of
Canton, while engaged in the popular work of
insulting foreigners. Mr. Cushing's account
oi these various difficulties is in the highest
degree graphic and ontertaining.

Afier closing his arduous labors, and as wo
believe, achieving more for his country by far
than Sir Henry Pntlinger has done for his, he
left China on the 29th of August last, in the
U. S. brig Perry. A successful voyage of sixty
five days brought liirn to San Bias, touching

at Muzatlan, by the way. From this place 110
proceeded on horseback to Guadalajara, a town
pocsessiiig about 60,000 inhabitants, uccom-
