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GOVERNOR PRATT'S

INAUGURAL ADDRESS,

Senators and Gentlemen
of the Home of Delegates:

Itwill be expected by yon that 1 should, in
accordance with the example of my predeces-
sors. address you upon some of the topics ofpa-
ramount importance, which will demand your
deliberation and-action during the prcsei.4 ses-
sion of the Legislature.

During tile canvass which resulted in my elec-
tion, 1 visited most of the counties ofthe State,
and thereby possess the advantage of knowing
the views and wishes of our common constitu-
ency, upon the subjects to which I shall invito
your attention.

The subject which, above all others, will tic- I
maud your early deliberation and your energe-j
tic and manly action, is the provision which it
will bo your duly to make lor the immediate
payment of the interest upon the public debt of!
the State. Nc people on earth could feel more j
deeply than the people of Maryland, tho da- 1
grading position now occupied by the State in !
reference to this subject, and no people in the j
civilized world could be more unanimously de-j
termincd to wipe oft* tilts, the only stain which j
has ever rested upon the honor and integrity of
their government. 1 profess to speak tho al-
most universal sentiment of the people of Ma- |
jyland ofall clisscs and of nil parties, in asking
of you prompt and efficient legislation to re-
lieve the Slate from her present humiliating
position.

The principal of the public debt bearing in-
terest, amounts to the sum of about $12,000,-1
000. Ijpon this debt the amount of interest
due on the first of December last, the end of!
the fiscal year, was about §1,400,000, and tho
annual interest upon the debt is §625,311.

The plain duty then devolves on you to make
such provision for tho payment of the interest
now due, and for tho future payment of interest
usil becomes due, as will relieve tho public mind
of all apprehension of another failure on the
part of the State to inect its liabilities.

The existing tax laws, properly executed,
will yield a larger revenue than has hitherto
been derived from'thai source, but will bo still
inadequate to meet the ordinary expenses of
the government, and to pay the interest of the
public debt Iw about the sum of §150,000 per
annum, and further legislation is therefore ne-
cessary to raise this sum.

Direct taxation is more objectionable to the
people, because thought by them to he more
unequal than any other species of taxation by
which the public revenue can bo raised. I
would therefore suggest to your consideration
some subjects of taxation not embraced in the
existing laws, which it may be, would raise the
required amount, and which would probably be
less oneroue to the people, than an additional
direct tax for that purpose.

I would then recommend that every Execu-
tor or Administrator to whom letters testamen-
tary or of administration shall hereafter be
granted, shall, out of the commissions to lie al-
lowed liiin L-y the Orphan's Court, pay to tho
Register by whom they are granted, to be by
him paid into tho Treasury, one per cent, upon
the amount of the personal estate of his testa-
tor or intestate.

Under the existing laws the maximum of
compensation allowed to art executor or admin-
istrator is ten, and minimum five per cent, ?

the effect, therefore of the proposed legislation
will be to give the State one per cent., and to
reduce tho maximum of allowance to the exe-
cutor or administrator to nine, and the mini-
mum to four per cent. This provision would
yield a revenue not less than s2s,ooo?it
would, in my judgment, be without a well
founded objection, and would be universalis
acceptable to tho people of the State.

The next subject of taxation not embraced
by the existing laws, to which I would invite
your attention, ic a tux upon collateral inheri-
tances. I would recommend that whenever any
person shall hereafter die, seized or possessed ofi
real cr personal property, without leaving li-
neal descendants to inherit the same, or leav-1
ing lineal descendants, that the person entitled
to the name either as heir at law or as devisee 1
or as legatee, shall pay to tho Register of tho j
county :n which such reai estate shall be situ- j
ate, or of the county in which tho personal os- 1
tate shall be, five per cent, upon the assessed ;
value of such real and personal estate, to he by ,
the Register paid into the Treasury. Should '
this suggestion meet with your approval, itwill :
yield a revenue of not less than $25,000, and j
will, in my judgment, bo entirely acceptable to j
the people.

1 would tiexl'recorumeiid that every donee or .
grantee of real estate should at the time bede- 1
posites for record, tho deed or instrument for |
writing which conveys to him the title to such |
estate, pay to the clerk in whose office sueli in-
strument is under tho existing laws to be re-
corded, to bo by him paid into the Treasury, 1
per cent, upon tho assessed value of the estate
by such deed or other instrument conveyed. I
have no data upon which I can forti an accu-
rate. estimate of the amount of revenue which
this provision would place in the Treasury; but
from full reflection upon the subject and tbo in-
formation which I have been able to collect, 1 ]
am persuaded thai an estimate of SIOO,OOO as
the annual revenue which would be derived by
the Stato from this source would approximate
correctness.

Although I have fully reflected upon the pro-
vision which I am about to recommend for
your adoption, and have convinced myself that
it would occasion little or no inconvenience,
and would at the same time yield a very large
revenue to the Slate, I yet feel some reluctance
in suggesting it to your consideration, as it may
be. thought by some that it would prove a shackle
upon the trade of tho coimnorcial community.
] would then with entire reliance upon your

judgment and confidence in whatever conclu-
sion yon may arrive at, propose that no bond,
nolo, inland bill of exchange, or other obliga-
tion for the payment of money hereafter to be
taken, should be good or pleadable, or given
in evidence in any court of law or equity in
this Slate, unless the same should at the time
they arc signed be stumped in the manner pro-
vided for by the Legislature, and I would pro-
vide that the State should receive for the stamp
required on a note or other obligation for the
payment of sutns of 100 or under, the stun of
twenty live cents; sums of more than SIOO and
less than SSOO, one dollar; and sums of more
than SSOO and less than SIOOO, two dollars;
and of sums of more than SIOOO and less than
SSOOO, three dollars; and of sums of more than
SSOOO, live dollars. Practically the effect of
this legislation would be to impose upon the
borrower of money only an additional interest
equal to the stamp duty, whilst in most cases
where the obligation is given for a preceding
indebtedness, the creditors would pay the tax.
Ifthe details of the proposed law are so framed
as to avoid inconvenience by rendering the
stamps readily accessible to the citizens of any
part of the State, it would in my judgment ob-
viate the only objection which could be reas-
onably urged against it.

Your own reflection will convince you that
whilst this law could in no caso occasion indi-
vidual oppression, it would operate -to relieve
at least from additional taxation that portion of
the community (the landed interest) who have
hitherto borne the greatest share of the public
burthen.

Aided by the operations of a similar law pass-
ed by Congress during our late war with Great
Britain, 1 would estimate that a tax such as I
have recommended, operating upon all moniod
securities, would yield a probable annual reve-
nue of §150,000.

Tho income tax law imposed by tho act of
IS4I, eh. 325, in its application to professional
men and all others who have not a fixed income
cr salary, is difficult of enforcement and inqui-
sitorial in principle, and is consequently more
objectionable than any other mode of taxation
by which the same amount of revenue could be

| raised. I would therefore recommend that this
i law should he restricted in its operation toper-

j sons whose income is fixed and certain, and
i that all piactising attorneys and physicians and
| the several clerks of the County Courts and
Registers of Wills, should bo required to pay

| annually to the clerk of the county or city in
j which they reside some reasonable amount, to
ibo by tho clerks paid into tho treasury. No
portion of the community feel a deeper solici-
tude for the maintenance of the State's credit
than the persons here indicated?and 110 class
of the community will more cheerfully contri-
bute to the public necessity. The amount re-

! ct-iveil in the treasury during the present year
from the income tax was about $13,000, and 1
have no hesitation in saying that the proposed
alteration of that law will insure the punctual
and cheerful payment of double that amount
into tbo treasury. ! would next recommend
that all holders of the funded debt of the State

| (whether certificates of stock or bonds of the
| State) on which the State pays interest, shall,
I without exception, be liable to assessment of one
fourth of one per cent., in the same manner as

\u25a0 all other property of the State. By the exist-
-1 ing laws this tax does not extend to the stocks
of the State, the interest on which is payable
out of the Slate. No difference can be perceiv-
ed to exist between the debt of the State, the
interest on which is payable at the loan office,
and that, the interest on which is payable in
London: and the income tax law of Great. Brit-
ain clearly recognizes the right of taxing her

j debt, (which is, however, entirely domestic,)
[whether in the hands of citizens or foreigners.
; This recommendation, if it should meet with

j your approbation, together with the tax on the
j stock of the city of Baltimore not hitherto col-

! looted, and to which your attention is cspeciai-
| ly invited by the Treasurer in his report, will
! place in the treasury about $30,000 annually,

j There is one question connected with this
j subject which imperatively demands your irn-

J mediate and efficient action. Irefer to the
| non-payment by some of the counties of the

j tax levied by the act of 1840. Justice requires
| that citizens residing in every portion of the
| State, should bear an equal share of the public
| burthens, and the citizens of the counties who
have hitherto paid the State tax, demand at
your hands such legislation as will instre the
payment of the tax in every part of the Slate.
The difficulties which are supposed to surround
this question are imaginary, for 1 speak with
entire confidence in saying, that a largo ma-
jority of the people in those counties in which
the taxes have not been paid, are equally de-
sirous with the residue of the State to pay
their quota of the public indebtedness, and
that the apparent delinquency of those coun-

ties is to be attributed to the fact, that hither-
to the State has had no collector in those coun-1
ties to whom the tax could be paid.

In view then of the fact that in some of the
counties no collector has qualified to whom the
tax could be paid, and in view of the oppres-
sion which might be consequent upon the coer-
cive payment of the entire taxes now due, the
people of the so called delinquent counties are
entitled to the indulgent consideration of the
legislature.

If a bill were framed authorising the ap-
pointment by the Executive or the Treasurer
of a collector for each of those counties (with-
out regard to residence) nnd empowering each
collector to receive for the taxes of 1841,'2,
and '3, the notes of the tax payers, bearing in-
terest and payable at such time as the legisla-
ture might designate, 1 have every confidence
that an efficient collector could be obtained,
and that the law would be cheerfully complied
with. By providing in the law that copies of
the notes so taken should be recorded in the
clerk's office and be a lien upon the real and
personal estate of the drawer, with authority
in every case where the note is not paid at ma-
turity, to the clerk, to issue execution upon
the note as if a judgment had been regularly
entered upon it, I have entire confidence in
that all the notes would be paid at maturity.

For those who would refuse to comply with
the provisions of such a law, by either paying
in money or by notes as required, no public
sympathy would be felt, and tbo law should
provide for the immediate and coercive payment
from all such. The notes which would bo re-
ceived under the provisions of this law could
be made available to meet the exigencies of
the State. To ensure the early resumption
and future regular payment of the interest on
the public debt, I apprehend that it will he ex-
pedient for you '.o fund the arrears of interest

I now due from the Stale, and in that event the
; interest, to accrue on the notes so taken would
! he sufficient to meet the interest on the funded

debt to llu extent of the taxes due from the de-
linquent counties, and seem ed Inj such notes. It
you will further provide that the debt so fund-
... should be payable at the pleasure of the State,
it could be paid as the notes taken foi the taxes
are collected, and no public or private inconve-
nience would result from the proposed indul-

Tlie people of Maryland are well aware that
taxation is the only present resource for the
payment of the liabilities of the State; but
whilst they desire and expect at your hands
tlie iuipo-; tion of such tuxos us will be ade-
quate to the maintainunce of the public credit,
they will expect of you such judicious legisla-
tion as will gradually lessen the amount of
taxes to be paid, and finally render taxation al-
together unnecessary.

1 lie public debt has been incurred in the
prosecution of gigantic works of internal im-
provement designed to develope the resources
of the State.

Hy the sinking fund already established, the
punctual payment of the interest insures the ul-
timate liquidation of the principal of the debt.

< )f the public debt, hearing interest, $7,10 1,-
GGG, lias been expended in the partial construc-
tion of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, and
the annual inteiest upon thissuin is about SIOO,-
000.

The canal has for some years been completed
to its present terminus at Dam No. G, and no
revenue has hitherto been derived from if.

A sufficient time lias in my judgment trans-
pired to enable us to say, that this investment
will, without further legislation, remain a con-
tinued burthen upon the State, until it is paid
oft' by the operation of the sinking fund, estab-
lished by the existing laws. The great ques-
tion then for your consideration, and decision
will be, whether any, arid if any, what legisla-
tion can be adopted by you to make the Chesa-
peake and Ohio Canal yield a revenue equal to
the interest on the State's investment.

If you should concur with ine in opinion,
that the true interest of the State would require
tho completion of the canal to a more western
t ? rminus than Darn No 6, it is manifestly ex-
pedient that you should without further delay
adopt Gucli measures as will ensure the imme-
diate accomplishment of that object. If, on
tho otlrer hand, you should deem it more expe-
dient, to stop the work for the present, at its
present terminus, it is clearly important that
you should embrace the earliest opportunity of
making such an arrangement with the Balti-
more and Ohio Rail Road Company, as vvillse-
cure to the Canal the transportation frdm Dam
No. 6 of so much coal or other freight as will
be adequate to pay the interest on the State's
advances to tire Canal Company.

In making tliis suggestion of the probable ex-
pediency ofan arrangement villi the Rail Road
Company, 1 am prompted by the diiiioulties
which might at this time be encountered in
raising the requisite sums to coiriplolo the Ca-
nal. If it be possible for you, by the credit of
the Canal Company, to raise the amount neces-
sary to finish the Canal, 1 would not hesitate to
advise its completion without further delay; hut
if you should find it impossible to raise the re-
quired' amount at this time, and you should
think that the true interest of the Stale would
he promoted by such ari arrangement with the
Hail Road Company, it should continue only
until the restored credit of the Stale willmake
it practicable to complete the Canal.

It is understood that large sums received by
the Baltimore and Susquehanna Railroad Com-
pany, and the Susquehanna and Tide Water
Canal Company, which rightfully belonged to
the State, have been applied by those compa-
nies to meet other than their engagements with
the State. Those difficulties can only be cor-
rected by a more efficient organization of the
supervisory power on the part of the State over
those corporations.

The present State's agents are deservedly es-
teemed for their general worth and intelligence,
but as they receivo no remuneration tor tho
time devoted to the public service, they are ex-
pected to exercise a general superintendence
only, which is wholly inadequate to the protec-
tion of the vast interests which are in their
charge. The State could not fail, in my judg-
ment, to derive important advantages by the
appointment of a board of public works, to con-
sist of not more than three persons, who should
receive liberal compensation for their services
out of the monies to be derived from those
works, arid who should be clothed with full
power to superviso and protect the interest of
the State therein.

The establishment of such a board would in-
duce tho practice ofgreater economy in the ex-
penditures of those companies, nnd would for
the future secure to the State the application of
the revenues of those companies, in accordance
with the provisions of the law.

The Legislature might also rely upon a
board thus constructed, for full and accuiate
information in reference to the condition of
these corporations, to guide their future ac-
tion.

(u view of the magnitude of the investments
which the btate has made in her works of in-
ternal improvement, and which are now prac-
tically unprotected, any expense which might
lie consequent upon tho establishment of such
a board is utterly unworthy of consideration.

In a representative government tho purity
of the elective franchise is of vital importance.
Where the permanency of the government de-
pends upon the will of the people, it is all im-
portant that tliey should ire tnoroughlv satisfied
that the ballot box lias fairly expressed tlioir
wishes, and that those who are to luieover
them are in truth the choice of a majority of
the citizens of tho State. In view of the ex-
cited feeling which pervades tho public mind
upon this subject, I cannot 100 strongly urge
upon your attention the consideration of this
important question. I would recommend such
alterations in the existing laws as will satisfy
the public mind that for the future no fraud
can be committed upon the elective franchise.
I would suggest for your cousideialion the pro-
priety of passing a goiier.il registry law, appli-
cable to the wliule State, confining tho rnrlit
to vote to those who should furnish the evi-
dence of their citizenship, and record their
names in accordance with llio provisions of that
law.

Two arguments have been heretofore snecess-
fuliy urged against the application of such a
law to the several comities of the Stale; lirsl,
that it would he inconvenient lor the voters re-
siding in the country to comply with its provi-
sions, and secondly, t tut soi li a law is untie-
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ccssary, as applicable to the counties, because
oi the small mmibur of votes taken at anyone

J poll, and the consequent facility with which an

I attempt to vote illegally would be discovered
On the other hand our follow citizens of Balti-
more, whilst they admit the ease with which
the guards thrown around the elective franchise
may ho evaded within the limits of the city,
yet with much force deny the right of the le-
gislature to apply the provisions of such a law
exclusively to iliom. This argument, gentle-
men, may he urged with additional and almost
irresistible force when your Senators represent-
ing the several counties of the State, and you
gentlemen ol the House of Delegates, the ro-
pr< senlnlives of the People of those counties,
will admit that in the recent election, every
poll hook in every county of the State, if in-
vestigated, would disclose some illegal votes. 1
cannot think that any inconvenience i uiiscqucnt
upon the compliance with the provisions of
such a law should outweigh the benefits which
would result from its enactment. 1 know that
the people in every part of the Stat will cheer-
fullyconform to the provisions of any law you
may crmet, which will ensure them the know-
ledge that they ate governed by their own Re-
presentatives, If in your judgment a Regis-
try Law would he inadequate to protect the
elective franchise, I would advise that any per-
son who shall hereafter vote fiamluleutlv shall
ho liable for such offence to confinement in the
penitentiary for such time as the Legislature
shall designate.

A STEAMBOAT DESTROYED BY FIRE? Loss
of three l.ires and escape of many others. The
steamboat Capitol, bound from Pittsburg to St.
Louis, was totally destroyed by fire on the
night of the 28th u It., while lying at St. May's
Landing, about. 70 miles below St. Louis. The
St. Louis Republican of the 30th ult.., furnish-
es tho following particulars:

It originated about midway of the boilers,
probably from .01110 delect in the furnaces, and
spread with incredible rapidity. The alarm
was instantly given, and the passengers, most
of whom were asleep, with the exception of
three, succeeded in making their escape. The
(lames sp end upwards and through the cabin,
so swiftly that several of tiiose in the cabin de-
fected their escape by letting themselves down
on the after guards. The wind was blowing a
strong breeze from the how to the stern, which
drove the flames aft.

A Mr. Dalryniple, his wife, a son (Master
Joseph D.) and daughter, a young lady, were
passengers on board. The father and son oc-
cupied a slate room in the gentlemen's cabin?-
the mother and daughter a room in the la-
dies' cabin. From the best accounts we can
gather, it is most probable Mr. Dalrymplc
and his son perished in their state-room.?
They had been awakened by the Captain, and
this is the last that is certainly known of them.
Mrs. D. and her daughter reached the cabin,
when the mother fainted and fell; the flames
rushing in, the daughter had barely time to
save her life, by letting herself down on the
after guard. Thus, the father, mother and
son, it is believed, perished in the flames. Mr.
1). was from Lynn, Mass., and was moving to

a farm in the vicinity of Carlinville, ill. He
h id on board a large amount of valuable pro-
perly, all of which was lost.

A Mr. M'Lane and his lady had barely time
to escape in the clothes in which they were
sleeping. Mr. M'L. had upwards of $5,600 in
gold in his trunk, whii h was lo .

There were but few persons in the cabin: it'
it had been otherwise, a number must have
been lost, as there was not time to have awak-
ened them. There were a number of families
on deck, all of whom were saved, although
most of*Litem lost their baggage and clothing
Fortunately, llio Clerk and Mate of the Lan-
cet had the forethought to launch an old flat
boat at the stern of the Capitol, by which, and
the yawl, the greater number were saved. The
Captain and Ins lady, and all the crew succeed-
ed in getting ashore, but books, money and pa-
pers of the boat were all lost. She had on
board a full cargo, chiefly iron, much of which
will probably be recovered.

The Capitol floated down a short distance,
where she burned nearly to the water's edge.
The cable having buint olf, she then went
adrift, and was carried down in the bcnd,wheie
it is supposed she would sink. Slio was nearly j
new, commanded by Capt. Birmingham, and I
was not insured.

The Lancet brought up the passengers and
crew to this city yesterday morning. Great
praise is bestowed by the sufferers upon Capt.
flicks and his officers for the humane and ge-
nerous treatment they received. A few of the
cabin passengers and most of the deck passen-
gers will remain until this morning on board
the Lancet. Collections were yesterday taken
up in the churches for the relief of the suffer-
ers, which will be placed in the hands of the
Mayor for distribution.
