tion will soon take place in society. Unless !
wo aim at excellence, wo will fall shoit of mc- !
diocrity; unless we cultivate the tender and rc- j
fined sentiments, feelings, and affections, the !
rougher passions of our nature will obtain the !
mastery, and we will remain sullon and selfish, i
as well as ignorant. But here every thing j
tends to improve the mind and better the j
heart: we become sociable, more intelligent
and more humane, and our dispositions are
brought to harmonize with each other. "As
iron sharpencth iron, so does the countenance
of a man his friend." This may fitly apply to
us, as we meet for tho purpose of sharpening
each other in intelligence, in virtue, and in ail
those great and ennobling qualities which can
truly adorn and dignify the mind of man.

Mason, (professor of vocal music in tho Mary-
land Institute, under the care of J. B. Burleigh,
Esq.,) who has lately taken up his residence in
Baltimore for the purpose of devoting himself

Ito the profession of music. I have from the
first been particularly interested in his coming
among us, from the two-fold consideration that
he comes a fellow-laborer in the cause of spread-
ing musical education among the youth of our
city, and from the moral tone of intiuenco he is
disposed to sustain in his professional services.
The city of Baltimore in its popular school pa-
tronage, I atn proud to say, is getting quite
awake to the importance of general musical
education. The public schools have now been
supplied with musical instruction for more than
a year, and many private schools are now en-
joying the same advantage.

The old notion that a favored few only can \
sing, is becoming obsolete; and since all can!
learn, if taken young, it is at once perceived to j
be important that youth should enjoy musical
instruction as well as that of other branches ofj
a common education, as tliey will evidently
feel the need of musical knowledge hereafter
in their varied social relations, as often as that,
of arithmetic for instance, especially beyond j
the first four rule*. In fact, when musical ed- :
ucation shall become general, it will bo found 1
that it will a hundred times come in use where !
a knowledge of the Rule of Tltrcc will bo used !
once. Icannot bo supposed to speak disparag- 1
ingly ol any other study, but I do say that a!
common education, and certainly a liberal one,!
is vastly one-sided and unbalanced without!
commensurate attention to music. I Itopo Mr. j

NEW YORK LEGISLATURE? Message of Gov.
Wright. The legislature of New York as-

sembled at Albany 011 Tuesday, and fully or-

ganized, Horiatio Seymour, Esq., being chosen
Speaker, and J. R. Rose clerk of the Assem-
bly. The message of Gov. Wright was de-
livered the same day, and occupies only thir-
teen and a half columns of the Albany Argus.

The number of school districts in the state
is 10,990, from 10,850 of which reports were
received during the last year. The whole
number of children between the ages of five
and sixteen years residing in the state, was
696,546; and the whole number of children
actually taught in tho district schools was 700,-
156, being inoro than 60,000 beyond the num-
ber taught the preceding year. The whole
amount of money distributed from the Trea-
sury for tho use of common schools for the
year, was £276,000, and the amount actually
paid during tho year for the wages of common
school teachers, was £992,222. The numbor
of volumes reported as boing in the school dis-
trict libraries, was 1,038,396. It is also esti-
mated that besides the largo aggregate taught
in tho district schools, thero are, including 37,-
531 in the city of Now York, 65,000 children
in attendance upon private and select schools.

The productive capital of the Common
School Fund was, on the 30th day of Septem-
ber last, £1,992,916 35, and the revenues of the
fund, received into the troasury during the last
fiscal year, amounted to £133,826 61. The
total revenue of tho year amounted to £3,813,-
486.

Thero was an apparent balance in the Trea-
sury at thcclose of tlio fiscal year, of$39,737,-
26, including $84,368 surplus revenue, unap-
propriated, from the Federal Government. ?

The receipts on account of what is called the
General Fund, however, were during the year
$308,701 loss than the expenditures on account
of it.

PKNSSILVAXIA? Gov. Povter's Message. The

Philadelphia papers of yesterday contain the
annual message of Gov. Porter to tho Legisla-
ture. The Inquirer contains also an abstract
ofit, from which we copy the following:

The entire amount of the public Debt at
this time is $40,835,013. The interestduc in
February next, is $873,515; in addition to $97,-
880 of interest on interest certificates. The
amount in the Treasury on the Ist ofFebruary
is estimated at $903,030, which embiaces the
sum ol $50,000 of relief notes, which the State
Treasurer withheld from cancellation on the
31st December, and which, if needed, may bo
applied by the Legislature to the payment of
interest on the public debt.

Front the facts here presented, the Governor
i says, it is evident that the Commonwealth will
| be p'reparod to meet her interest falling due ort
the Ist ofFebruary. Attempts, it is true, have
been made to create doubts in the public mind
in relation to the propriety of paj'ing the inte-
rest on that day, lest there should bo a deficien-
cy in the Treasury, on tho Ist of August. But
it must be pcifectly evident that the Treasury
will be in ample funds, not only on the first of
August next, but ulso on the first ofFebruary,
1845. And the very fact that the interest is
paid on the first of February next, will increase
the means and credit of tloState to meet its
interest in August, and afterwards, when it
litlis due. While, on the other hand, if when
it is admitted that enonglt money to discharge
the interest oh the first of February, is in the
Treasury, applicable to that object, and it is
liotso applied, we shall with much appearance
of justice, subject ourselves to the reproach of
our traduccrs, as wilfully dishonest, and re-
gardless of the faith and honor of the State.

Tito Governor felicitates the public on this
cheering aspect of affairs.

The tolls collected in 1544, amount to sl,-
107,603 13, being an increase over 1843 of
$172,199 10. The collections for tho year ex-
ceed the expenditures in the sunt of SG.'9,CSB
82.

Tho State Treasurer estimates that there
will bo a balance in the Treasury on the 30th
of November, 1845, of $647,345; and this af-
ter the interest on the public debt shall have
been paid. There is, tlicrcfore, says the Gov-
ernor, 110 manner of doubt that, henceforth,
the Slate willbe able to meet, not only the in-
terest on her public debt, but all Iter other en-
gagements of every description; the taxes now
imposed by law, (if their collection and pay-
ment into the Treasury be stiiclly enforced,)
and the proceeds of the public improvements,
with other sources of revenue, constituting a
fund amply sufficient for that purpose.

The Governor recommends the maintenance
in all substantial points, of the existing Tariff
Laws of the Union. He says distinctly?"l
hazard nothing in asserting that neither of tho
Presidential candidates could have hoped, foi
a moment, to get a majority of the votes in
this State, itad not his claims been based upon
the assurance that he was friendly to the con-
tinuance of tho present tariff laws, substantial-
ly as they stand."

Iron and cuul are alluded to, and the Gover-
nor says?"Tito great interests of Pennsylva-
nia do not ask for additional protection, or for
new safe-guards; but, small as the discrimina-
tions are in their behalf, to let thein remain as
they are, with a certainly that they shall not
be changed without substantial reasons, and
the concurrence of the citizens of Pennsylva-
nia."

The exercise of the Veto is defended, and the
Governor closes by returning thanks to the in-
telligent yeomanry of his native Slate, for the
cordial support they have given him.

The Message closes with these words: "My
confidence has been realiz.cd; the day of her
redemption is at hand, and every true-hearted
Pennsylvanian must rejoice, to see her proud
escutcheon purified from the only stain that
had ever defaced it, since the landing of her
founder on tho shores of the Deluwaro."

The New York Plobetan advo-
cates boots for ladies. Major Polk, brother
of the President, has arrived in Philadelphia,
and takes lodgings at the Washington House,
Hartwell's. The Hon. Albert Gallatin, has
been re-elected President of the New York His-
torical Society.

MAINE. Gov. Anderson has delivered his
Message to the legislature, in which he shows
the financial affairs ofthe State to be in a flour-
ishing condition. The receipts of the year are

$386,885, the expenditures $290,608. Ho con-
siders the result of the presidential election to

have been an expression of the popular will in
favor of annexation, and stiil more strongly in
favor of the modification, of the tariff.

IMPORTANT DECISION IN A SLAVE CASE. Tin-
following decision has been made in Ohio, bv
the Supreme Court:

"A slave fled from his owner, was pursued
and recaptured in Pike county, Ohio. Sundry
citizens of this Stateagreod with the owner that
if he would relinquish his right to transport the
slave to Virginia and manumit him, they would
pay him SOO dollars.

"The court held, that a note given in this
State for the sale of tho slave, is without con-
sideration, and payment thereof cannot be en-
forced in the courts of lite State.

" J'hat, under the constitution and laws ol
the United Stales, a person living in a slave
State has a right to pur.-me a fugitive slave in-
to this State, to take and remove itirn;?that
the obligation was collectable, because, upon
the facts, the consideration of tiiopromise was
the plaintiff's relinquishment of the tight 1o re-

The
Journal of Commerce lias received the Polyne-
sian, published u.t Honolulu, of August 10th,
one week later than previous advices. The
festivities which commenced on the 31st July,
the anniversary of the restoration of the Ha-
waiian Flag by the British Admiral Thomas,
were protracted during the three following
days. At the various entertainments given by
the King, all of which were conducted on strict
temperance principles, the American and other
foreign residents were pre*ext.

There was a rumor in
Y'icksburg, Miss., on the 24th ult., that a diffi-
culty recently occuried between some of the
students and professors of the Centenary Col-
lege, in Mississippi, and that one of the profes-
sois was shot.

HALE'S EXPRESS. Mr. Hale was the first
to start an opposition to tiic expensive system
of the Government Post Office, and he has
now eighty-four post offices of his own, and
givcb employment to two hundred and sixty
persons' having commenced as lutoly as De-
cember, 1843.

SIIIPHMG PREPARED FOOD. There is an es-

tablishment at Eaetport, Me., in which lob-
sters, clams and fish of various kinds, turkeys,
ducks, sea-fowls, &c., are prepared for the ta-

ble, cooked and dressed, enclosed in air-tight
cases, and shipped to different parts of the
world. The meats thus prepared, it is said,
will keep for months, and even years.

STABBING. On Tuesday night a man named
Henry Hasbrook, was severely stabbed in the
left side, at the Five Points, New York, by a

colored woman named Hester Joseph, who has
been committed to prison, pending the result of
the wound thus inflicted. Hasbrook has been
sent to the Hospital.

SUICIDE. John Ames, former ostler at the
Bowcty Circus, New York, but who was dis-
charged on Saturday, became desponding for
want of employment, and purchased two shil-
lings' worth of laudanum, swallowed it, and
being taken to the City Hospital, died there
soon after his admission.

THE ANTI-RENTERS. Accounts from Hud-
son confirm the previous reports that the anti-
rent excitement was rapidly subsiding.
