‘A farmer of that town states that he has
kept from 80 to 100 hens the last year; and
since last February (10 months) he has sold
7,680 eggs, averaging eleven cents per dozen,
which amounts to about $70—or about the
same as to have fatted 1,600 Ibs. of pork. The
question is frequently asked, which is the more
profitable, eggs or chickens? The general
opinion inclines to the former. Those who
have had experience in the business, inform us
that 50 hens well kept, will produce from five
toseven thousand eggs, annually, which, at the
rate of a cent each, will amount to from §50to
$70.
