Your assemblage in annual session, renders
it my duty in compliance with an ordinance, ;
approved March 12th, 1810, to present a report
showing the condition of the finances of the ci-
ty at tiie close of the fiscal year, and the est;- j
mates of receipts and payments required for the
current year, together with "any other infor-
mation connected with the finances of the city,
calculated to aid the Councils in their delibera- j
tions on the subject."

The receipts of the past year, .including the j
balance in the treasury, on the 31st of Decem-
ber 1843, was $655,893 78; and payments for
the same period amounted to the sun: of $635.-
701 22, leaving a balance of$52,102 SC in the !
treasury on the 31st u!t.

Interest on the entire issues of the City ;
Stock debt for tho pa9t year, was paid as re- 1
quired by ordinance, to the Commissioners of
Finance.

The interest payable for the present year,
will be as follows, viz: On $1,460,713 12 six
per cent., and $905,421 84 five per cent.; and
also on $95,095 21 five per cent. Court House
stock debt, making an aggregate of $317,-
668 63.

As regards the Court House stock debt, one
half of the interest thereon is paid by Baltimore
county; so that the interest actually payable
bv the city, will amount to tho sum "of $315,-
£9l 25.

All demands on the treasury during the past
year, were paid with a degree of promptness sel-
dom equalled.

Toe unquestionable ability of the city
promptly to meet all its obligations, cannot
fa;l to be highly gratifying to our entire com-

munity; but when it is recollected that in ad-
dition to sum required for interest on City
Stock debt, large annual appropriations are re-
quired for various purposes, as detailed in the
annexed statement; and also that more than
one half ofthe State tax and licenses collective-
ly, is paid hy the citizens of Baltimore; and fur-
ther more that it is proposed to increase this al-
ready unequal burthen, the entire subject mcr-
J'S and will doubtless receive the most careful
and enlightened consideration of the Council.

In compliance with Resolution No. 145, ap-
proved April 16, 1844, I transferred to Paul
Beck, Jr., $15,000 out of the certificate for
$60,000 ot stock held by the city. [ would
most earnestly recommend that the Register
be directed to hand over the remaining $45,-

THE WARREN TRAGEDY. At no period in
the history of New Jersey has a more atrocious
murder been committed than llmt of the Cust-
ner family; and no similar instance is on record
of patient and close investigation to discover
the perpetrators of that dark deed. The mur-
ders were committed at the house of John Cast-
ner on the night of May Ist, 1843; the whole
family except a small hired hoy v. lio had been
stunned by a blow, and two small children
found asleep, having been found murdered the
next morning, viz: John Castnor, his wife, and
one.child in hod with her. and John B. Parke,
an old bachelor brother-in-law. Tho object of
the actors it is conjectured was to obtain a con-
siderable sum of money, which it was known
the family kept in the house, and perhaps by
despatching liic whole of them to sc :ure the
inheritance of their real estate. The truth is
now about to he developed. Joseph Carter, jr.,
it is known, has some time ago been found
guilty of that murder, and on Friday Peter
Parke was also convicted of the inutrier at Bol-
vidcro, N. J., as wc learri from the Newark
Advertiser. The case was committed after a
long and patient investigation and full argu-
ment. in a clear and able charge by Judge Ne-
vius, and the jury was only out about 5 hours.
The verdict is in accordance with public senti-
ment in Warren county. Thus two of the
murderers, Joseph Curtcr, jr.. and Peter Parke,
his cousin, are identified and stand committed.
Abner Parke, cither the lather or uncle of Pe-
ter, was tried immediately before on one indict-
ment, and acquitted by the jury, though cir-
cumstances were strongly against him, in eon-;
sequence of an ultbi insisted on by some wit-
nesses, (his daughters we believe) from his own
family. Since that acquittal further testimony 1
has been obtained, and he has been brought up
and charged under one of the other indictments ;
?for fortunately the Grand Jury found an in-
dictment against each of tho prisoners for each
of the four persons murdered, so that it is be-
lieved his participation in the dreadful tragedy
may yet be established. He will be tried at
tiie February term?some three weeks hence.

CONCERNING TAXATION.
It is admitted that the legislature must lay

additional taxes for payment of the interest of
the debt of this State. The Governor, in his
late inaugural address, has, with boldness, giv-
en a genera! outline of what can be done en
the subject; and it is for every citizen to con-
tribute something to the suggestion* of a good
Governor.

The Federalist says correctly, that "the abili-
ty of a country to pay taxes, must always be pre-
portioned, in great degree, to the quantity of
money in circulation, and to the celerity with
which it circulates. Commerce, contributing to
both these objects, must, of necessity, render the
payment of taxes easier, and facilitate the requi-
site supplies to the treasury."

I have long lield the cpinion that the system
of taxation in Maryland could be amended
with benefit to lair traders. Cash taxes op-
press trade, they diminish the amount of mo-
ney in circulation. Persons in circumstances
humble?a class very numerous?from which
comes the greatest part of revenue?cannot
.traffic, without first expending capital for li-
cence to do so. But if traders, and all others
required to take out a licence (excepting, al-
ways, the licence to get married,) were allow-
ed to receive their permission to commence bu-
siness, as soon as they shall conjees judgincnt for
the amount of money equivalent to the price ofa licence, and produce good security, byway ofsuperceding, for stay of execution for six months
as to one half thereof, and for twelve months as to
the other half thereof; I venture to say, that the
number of traders would materially augment,
that the flow of money into the treasury would
increase; that thus the legislature might, with
propriety, raise the price of every kind of li-
cence to trade, that there would be small com-
plaint aincng those who are taxed, aud thcro
would be scarcely a person indicted for tradingwithout a licence.

We recollect when the United States govern-
ment adopted the tariff of 1826, when there
were long credits, on good security, for the pay-
ment of duties on imports?when in this way,
the citizen was allowed to trade on the money,
as it were, of government?when trade was
not selfishly confined to men of wealth; how
happy and prosperous were all orders of men,
arising from the consequent activity of com-
merce, the consequent quantity of money in
circulation; and the consequent celerity with
which it circulated,?all the effect of wise go-
vernment! And now, it seeins to me, that the
State of Maryland, for the benefit of her inter-
nal commerce, might imitate the policy of
1823, with some success, by allowing the" tax-

payer a liberal credit in every possible instance,
where be offers good security; and that in tiiis
manner the weight of additional taxation will
be borne with less reluctance?

According to existing laws, that class ofper-
sons who vend articles of their own manufac-
ture merely, are allowed to trade without a li-
cence; but in the present exigencies of tlio
State, they (excepting resident widows and
single females) might justly bo included atnong
tax payers. Why not?

There is another class of persons that pav
not for licence to trade, to the great prejudiceof the fair trader: that i, those itinerant trad-
ers? females especially?that visit our city pe-
riodically from New Vork and elsewhere.?
