The Hon. Andrew Slew art, of Pennsylvania. \
This gentleman is woll known throughout the 1
country as the strong friend and sustainer of
the tariff. During the last session of the pre-
sent Congress, when party excitement was at;
its highest pitch, he stood forward in defence j
of the piotcctive system, ard manfully battled'
with its opponents; its salvation is mainly attri-

butable to his untiring exertions Mr. Stewart
was bom in Fayette co. Pennsylvania,where he
now resides, in Juno 1792; he is consequently
52 years of age. His father Abin. Stewart was
a native of York co. Pennsylvania, and remov-

ed to Fayette co. when a young man, where he
held for many years the office of Justice of the
Peace and was afterwards elected Sheriff ofthe
county, but having become security for the ma-

nufacturer of arms for the U. States, who fail-
ed, lie was ruined. In this state of his father's
affairs Andrew Stewart, who was the oldest
son, went to the blacksmith's trade, at which
tie worked several years, but his father having
in some measure recovered from his embarrass-
ments, sent his son, (who preferred hooks to the
sledge and anvil,) to school, where lie remain-
ed about a year and a half. Unwilling to de-
pend on his father for the means to prosecute
his studies, ho for some time taught a country
school; while tliure engaged he commenced the
study of law under the direction of the lion.
John Kennedy, now one of the Superior Judg-

' es of Pennsylvania. Whilst reading law, lie
was obliged to perform the duties of clerk at a

Furnace owned by a Mr. Oliphuut, who, as a

, compensation for his services, gave him the
means of prosecuting his studies. In 1810 Mr.
Stewart was admitted to the bar, and in the
same year elected to the Legislature of Penn-
sylvania, where ho continued to 6erve 3 years.
In 1818 he was nominated for the State Se-
nate, and would have been elected without op-
position, but just before the election, he was
appointed by President Monroe District Attor-
ney of the U. States for the Western District,
of Pennsylvania, of which the Hon. Robert J. ;
Walker, now U. S. Senator from Mississippi,
was the clerk. In

t
IB2O he was elected to Con- j

gress and resigned his office of District Attor-
ney. He continued to serve in Congress for!
twelve years; and as a proof of his personal po- .
pularity 1 will barely state that although Gen.
Jackson had a majority of three to one in his j
district when Mr. Adams was elected, not- |
withstanding Mr. Stewart's opposition todemo-
cratic principles, his constituents elected him j
against all opposition. In 1828, when party
spirit was in its height, Mr. S. beat Mr. Haw- |
kins the Speaker of the Senate of Pennsylva- :
nia, the regular Jackson candidate, although I
Gen. Jackson obtained over Mr. Adams, at

that time, a majority of nearly 3000 votes, be-
ing more than two to one in the Districtl In
1826 he was married at Wheeling, V'a., at the

age of 34 to Miss Shrivcr, the only daughter of
David Shrivcr, Esq., now of Cumberland, Md.
[n 1835 he left Congress, and having retired
I'rom the bar, engaged in agriculture and ma-

nufacturing, in which, as in his other pursuits,
he was eminently successful. His attention was

mainly occupied in this way until 1813 when!
he was again elected to Congress, and likewise I
re-elected in 1841. Mr S. is emphatically a

self made man. His speeches on the protec-
tive system and Internal Improvements, form
a large volume and abound in that strong,
practical sense and general intelligence which
are characteristic of Trim. He is a highly use-

ful member, being, what is not frequently met

with in public councils ?a practical man. In
appearance his figure is tall and rather inclined

to bo muscular?his features regular and at the
same time intellectual. If I have any judg-
ment in manly beauty, 1 should suy Mr. Stew-
art was a handsome man, and one too who does
not seem to be aware of it. In manners he
is urbane and gentlemanly?possessing a high
sense of honor mingled with the kindest feel-
ings and good humor.

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AMERICAN REPUBLICAN STATE CONVENTION.
Tlio American Republican State Convention of
Pennsylvania, assembled at Harrisburg, on Sa-
turday, the inst., and was well attended,
considering the short notice given. Delegates
were present from several of the counties as

well as Philadelphia. Daniol Kundig, Esq., of
Dauplnn county, was chosen President. The
Vice Presidents are, Jacob Shearer and Thos.
D. Giover, county of Philadelphia; Win. 11.
Kder, Montgomery; George A. Benson, Dela-
ware; Jeremiah Church, Clinton; Zepali Titus,
Bucks; 11. Davis, Cumberland; A. A. Patterson,
Lancaster; Joseph Allison, Perry; Robert Car-
rner, Huntingdon; J. B. Miller, Allegheny.?
The Secretaries are, Dr. Clialoner, of Phila-
delphia; A. 11. Hood, Lancaster; L. H. Ott,
Dauphin; J. 11. Foster, Pittsburg. The con-

vention was ably addressed by the Hon. Lewis
Levin, and the farewell address of the Father
of ilia countiy read by Dr. Clialoner. A com-

mittee of ten was appointed to prepare an ad-
dress to the people of the State,and a resolution
adopted recommending the holding ofa Nation-
al Convention at Independence Hall, Pliiladcl-
phia, at a future day- The convention agreed
not to nominate a candidate for Canal Commis-
sioner at present, on account of not being fully
organized. The convention will continue in
session from day to day until it shall accomplish
the business for which it was called together.

MORSE'S TELEGRAPH IN ENGLAND- The
Telegraph which Mr. Morse invented in this
country several years ago, was introduced in
England, and is now laid down between Lon-
don and Gosport, eighty-eight miles, at a cost
of $24,000. it works very successfully, though
as yet, compared with Mr. Morse's, it is some-

what defective in its alphabetical arrangements.
Four minutes were consumed in transcribing
words of one hundred and sixteen letters. Mr.
Morse's, we believe, communicates at the rate

of a letter and a half per second. Several
lines of this telegraph are now being laid down
by the British Government.

THUNDER STORM. The thunder storm with
which we were visited on Sunday morning,
was more severe in New York and Philadel-
phia. In the latter city several houses were

struck by lightning?one in Newton street, and
two in Second street.

BILLS BEFORE THE LEGISLATURE ?MEASURE

tention of F. Gallagher and N. 11. Ware, esqs
of the House of Delegates, for several impor-

tant documents.
.flppointmenl of Wheat Inspectors. This is a

bili reported by Mr. Morscll, the Ist section ol
which provides that the Governor, with tiie
consent of the Senate, shall annually appoint
two inspectors of Wheat in the city of Balti-
more whose duty it shall be to inspect, weigh
and measure all wheat brought to said city for
sale by land or water, which shall be measured
by the Maryland sealed bushel.

The 2d section authorises said inspectors to

appoint one or more deputies, for whose acts
they are to bo held liable.

The 3d section makes it necessary for said in-
spectors arid deputies to take an oath before a

Justice of the peace for the faithful performance
of their duties, before entering upon their dis-
charge.

The -ltli section enacts that all wheat brought
to the city of Baltimore for sale sha 1 e weigh-
ed bv said inspectors and deputies to the pre-
cise ounce, and the same to be certified by them
to the commission merchant or other persons
selling such wheat; said inspectors and deputies
are also directed to weigh one bushel m every
sixty bushels measured out, for the purpose of
carrying out the intentions of the act.

The sth section provides that the compensa-
tion to said inspectors shall he paid one-half by
the purchaser and the other half by the seller,
of of a cent per bushel so inspected, weigh-
ed and measured.

The Gtli section declares that when a dispute
shall arise between the purchaser and seller of
wheat in relation to the sample drawn and the
cargo, the inspector shall be the judge in the
matter, and his decision shall govern the pur-
chaser and seller.

The *th section fixes the penalty at SSO for
every time a master of a vessel or other person
bringing wheat to Baltimore, shall allow it to
be sold without being first inspected, weighed
and measured.

The Bth section imposes a penalty of $lO for
each offence on every person buying or selling
wheat not inspected, weighed and measured.

The 9th section imposes a penalty of not less
than $5, nor more than $lO, on the inspectors
wJio shall cause unnecessary delay in the dis-
charge of their duties.

The 10th section directs that all penalties
imposed by this act shall be collected in the
name of the State, as other fines, one-half to
the informer and tiro other to the State.

Conjugal Rights, as they regard Property. A
bill reported by Mr. Randall, of Baltimore
county, enacts that anv woman may become
possessed of real or personal property in her
own name, to the-same extent as if she were a

\femc sole.
Sec. 2. All proporty of a. mnrilcJ iromao,

whcthui possessed before or acquired after mar-

liage, shall be held for her sole and separate
use, unless otherwise limited by the will or

conveyance thereof to her; and shall not be
liable for the debts or contracts of her husband.

Sec. 3. Any married woman without the
consent of her husband, may dispose of her es-
tate or property whether possessed before or

after marriage.
Sec. 4. The estate or property of a married

woman to bo liable for her debts, &c., and may
be proceeded against as the property of a feme
sole, provided such debts bo made upon the
credit of such property.

Sec. 5. The property of the husband not to
be liable for the debts of his wife contracted
before marriage, but the same to be recovered
out of the property of the wife.

Sec. 6. If any married woman shall die in-
testato, her property, ?if real, shall descend di-

jrectly to her heirs at law, subject to the pay-
| ment of her debts, and her husband shall not
be entitled to any estate or right therein, as

tenant by the courtesy?if personal, to pass to

[ her administrator and be distributable, after

\u25a0 payment of her debts, funeral expenses, and ex-

i ponses of administration, to her next of kin, as

if she were a feme solo, provided her husband
| shall be entitled to administration thereon in

J preference to any other person.
Sec. 7. In case of the death of the wife be-

ore her husband, whether leaving a will or

dying intestate, he shall be entitled to the like
interest in her real estate and to the same share
of her personal property as she would be enti-
tled to in his real and personal estate,it he died
before her, according to the laws and usages of
this State; provided that he shall have the same

right to take under her will, ifshe leave one, or
to renounce the same, as the widow has now

by law. Nothing in this act contained shall be
construed to interfere with marriage contracts
made before marriage.
