-NEW USE OF MORSE'S TELEGRAPH. A wri-
ter m the Boston Advertiser proposes to apply
Morse's Telegraph in cities to give an instan-
taneous, universal and definite alarm in cases

of tire. The writer suggests that thete be a

central office in one of the public buildings,
from which shall proceed a double wire, passing
over the tops of the houses successively, to eve-

ry engine house and fire bell in the city, and
returning again, to complete its circuit, to the
place whence it started. In each engine house
or other station, thus created, let there be one

ot Morse's registers, recording permanently any
impressions communicated to the wire, and gi-
ving at the same time a sufficient warning or

alarm. Let there also bo a key in each stn-

tion, by the simple depression of which, the
appropriate signal will he mechanically com-
municated on the wire, and sent simultaneous-
ly and without time to evory other station in
the circuit. The telegraphic system being thus
established, on the occurrence of a fire, infor-
mation would be carried at once to the nearest

station, and the intelligence would then he in-
stantly known throughout the city by means of
the simplest mechanical signal.

EXTRAORDINARY DEATH. A German man

living over the canal, says the Cincinnati Com-
mercial, had one of his back teeth pulled out

by a physician oil Saturday morning last, and,
strange to say, he bled to death in about 45 mi-
nutes after the operation.
