WAGES OF AGRICULTURAL LABOR 1N EUROPE.
The wages of laborers seem to be lower in
France, even in proportion to the low price of’
provisigns, than in England. The general
council of the different departments fix tariffs
for regnlating the prices at which different ser-
vices shall be convertible into money. By
them, the prices of a day’s work of a laboring
man is rated generally at 10 pence, never high-
er than 12 1-2 pence, and sometimes as low as
71-2 pence; that of a horse or mule at from
ten to 12 1-2 pence; and the hire of a two-
wheeled cart from 10 to 15 pence.
