I'HF. MEXICANINDEMNITY? Financial Jhve-
lopments. Jt is known that the sutn of $275,-
000, being the April and July instalments ol
the Mexican indemnity, which that govern-
ment alleges was paid when due, has never

reached the U.S. Government. The N. York
Courtier (leu Etats Unit, on the authority of a

respectable gentleman from Mexico, thus ex-
plains the mystery:

Mr. Shannon, the U. S. Minister, .Mr. Voss,
the agent of the IT. States to receive the mo-
ney, and M. Ttigueros, the Minister ofFinance
in Mexico, are said to have been interested in
more than one speculation. The partnership
was indeed official between Mr. Voss and M.

1rigueros, who belonged to the same commer-
cial firm. M. Trigueros not having as minis-
ter, money enough?ready money to pay tho
amounts as they fell due, induced Mr. Shan-
non and Mr. Voss to accept drafts on the Trea-
sury in favor of, and endorsed by, an English
house in Mexico, fur $325,000, being $50,000
more than the amount due. In return it was
agreed that M. Trigueros should accept from
Mr. Shannon Mexican Treasury Notes in pay-
ment ol the excess of $50,000, and as these
were to be bought any where at from 8 to 10
per cent.?so greatly were they depreciated?-
( his little opeiation would leave a profit of
some flirty odd thousand dollars to the Ameri-
can agents. In return they were to give a full
and entire acquittance to the Mexican govern-
ment in terms tor tho payment of the two in-
stalments, whereas they had only been liquida-
ed. Such is said to lie the secret history of
this little diplomatic jobbing.

IMPORTANT FROM CAPE HAYTIEN. Theschr.
Lochiel, Capt. Lulkin, has arrived at Philadel-
phia, with advices from Cape Iluyticn to the
28th uit. The Morning Post says:

Her news is both interesting and important.
Capt. L. reports that President I'icraolt arrived
on the day previous, from Port au Piince,with
but a small escort, and returned in two days af-
ter, his visit to the capital being anything but
satisfactory. On his arrival at Port as Prince,
ho ordered the troops at that place to inarch
ujion the Spanish frontier, giving the command
to General Riche. The troops refused to
match, atid tho President ordered them to he
decimated. This order Riche refused to exe-
cute, and in the confusion which followed, the
President is said to have been shot at.

Business was much interrupted in conse-
quence ol the unsettled state of tho country.?
The slock ot American produce was light. Cof-
fee, owing to ihe labor withdrawn from the
crops by the army, had again risen to 13 1-2
cents, and was scarce?but few vessels being
able to obtain cargoes.

The French Consul had an interview with
the President about French claims, several in-
stalments ofwhich had been due for some time.
The President stated the French had been the
cause of separating the French and Spanish
parts of the Island, and until they wete again
united no further payments would be made,
whereupon the Consul demanded his pass-
ports. The claims amount to $13,000,000,
(Spanish.)

VIOLENT STORM IN PHILADELPHIA. About
5 o'clock on Monday afternoon tho city of Phi-
ladelphia was visited by a violent storm of
wind, thunder and rain. The Ledger says?

For a short time it rained in torrents, which,
driven by the wind, did considerable damage
to the buildings, fences, trees, awnings, &c. in
various parts of the city arid county. In
Schuylkill Fifth street, near Arch, a row of
unfinished brick buildings were blown down?-
the rool of a stable in the same vicinity was
blown off*and thrown some distance. A slaugh-
ter house in Parrisli street, near Broad street,
was entirely demolished, and the front of Paul's
saw factory, in the same neighborhood, shared
the same fate. A number of cellars in tho
neighborhood of Parrish and Sixth stieets and
Old York Road, were overflowed. In various
places sign hoards were blown into the streets.
The swinging sign of Capt. Hubell, corner of
Green street and Old York Road, was taken
clear off". A large chimney, dividing Mr.
Francis Harley's coppersmith store, No. 78
South Front street, between Chesnut and Wal-
nut, and the dwelling of Mr. Bouvier next be-
low, was struck by the electric fluid, and con-
siderably shattered above the roof, but without
doing any material damage.

ITEMS or NEWS. The Fayetteville (N. C.)
Observer says that for 15 months a drought
has prevailed in that section of country.
The Protestant Episcopal convention of Michi-
gan, met at Detroit on Wednesday last. Fif-
ty clergymen were present Rev. Mr. Poin-
eroy of Bangor, sailed from Boston for Liver-
pool on Monday last. His congregation have
raised SISOO to defray the expenses of the trip.

A man named Jas. W. Shaw was thrown
from a wagon in New York on Sunday, and
killed. It is said that 2000 buildings will be
erected at Montreal the present season. Among
thern a market house of hewn stone, 300 fee l

in length, to cost $150,000. An Orphans'
Fair at St. Louis recently, realized $1902.
A raft of 300,000 feet of pine lumber, recently
arrived at St. Louis from Wisconsin. Bi-
shop Delancey arrived at Rochester on Wed-
nesday, and, with a portion of his family, left
for the East on the same day, by the railroad.

Tho whigsof Georgia are to hold a meet-

ing on the 7th of July next to nominate a can-
didate far Governor. It is said that the leg-
islature of Rhode Island will pardon Dorr un-

conditionally at their next session. Walter
Kissam, of Rochester, returned homo intoxi-
cated last Thursday night, and attempted to
kill his child with a club, but his wife interfer-
ingreceived the blow upon her head. Ho then
went into a bed-room and cut his throat.

RELEASED. The professional gentlemen who
have been imprisoned at St. Louis, Mo. for se-
veral days, for refusing to answer the questions
propounded to thorn by the grand jury concern-
ing the recent duel, were discharged May 20th,
on entering into recognizances to appear before
the nest grand jury.

ANOTHER DUEL? Probable Death. We learn
from the Philadelphia Chronicle, that an affair
of honor, growingl out of commercial transac-
tions, of some months standing, took place on
Monday morning, between five and six o'clock,
at Naaman's Creek, Delaware. The principals
were Mr. Morris Meredith and Mr. Washington
Keith, botii of Philadelphia, and generally con-

sidered well-practised shots. The former gen-
tleman, we regret to say, was dangerously
wounded in the thigh, the ball having struck
the femoral artery, and it is thought there will
be great difficulty to staunch the bleeding.?
Mr. Meredith continues in the neighborhood of
the battle.ground, it being hazardous to remove
him, attended by an eminent physician of Phil-
adelphia. Mr. Keith escaped unhurt, and has
since left for New York. Mr. Butler Price
was Keith's second?and Mr. Win. Meredith,
ot Baltimore, was second to his cousin Morris.
The affair has created much interest among
the friends and acquaintances of the parties.

LATER FROM RIO JANEIRO. The barque
Emmons, Capt. Mansfield, which arrived at N.
York on Monday from Rio Janeiro, was hoard-
ed, when off the latter port by the U. S. ship
Bainbridge, and searched, in order to arrest the
captain arid officers of two American vessels,
supposed to have been engaged in the slave
trade, and who were about to take passage to
the United States. Capt. M. states that coffee
was very scarce, and held at high prices. The
late arrivals from Rio de la Plata at Rio Ja-
neiro, state that the French Charge de Affaires
at Buenos Ayres had consented to the strict
blockade of Montevideo, and that the French
Admiral would comply therewith. It is offi-
cially announced that the Montevideans had
been defeated at a place called India Monta,
near Maldonado and entirely dispersed; Gen.
Riviera making his escape with only thirty
men. The Montevideans wore driven into the
province of Rio Grande, and compelled to de-
liver their arms by the Brazilian authorities.

DESPERATE SUICIDE. On Saturday forenoon
a laborer, named Dennis Long, about thirty
years old, suddenly rushed into a provision
store in Broad street, Boston, seized a butcher
knife that was 011 the counter, ran out into the
street and cut his throat. He was taken to the
Hospital, and no hopes are entertained of his
recovery.
