Messrs. Editors ?In one of the late numbors
of your valuable paper I was gratified to see

that you had not entirely given up the subject
of "retrenchment and reform," terms so com-
pletely ridden to skeletons during the last excit-
ing political canvass. Your views were so just,

so honest, and yet so independent, that no man
who is capable of taking a correct and proper
survey of the interests of the country, can oth-
erwise than give them his unqualified approval.
And these desirable objects cannot be etfeeted
so long as parly , for party purposes, exists
among us. Gurpeople must divest themselves
of its trammels and its prejudices, and the
scales must bo riven from our eyes. In short,
we must act as men, as rational, honest, patri-
otic men; men who love their country better
than party. In the selection of candidates fur
public office, we must be satisfied before we be-
stow our snlfrages upon them, that they are
capable, honest and fust, and not ask ourselves
whether they belong to one party or to anoth-
er party, but whether they are trustworthy of
the power they ask to be committed to their
hands, and whether they will look singly in the
discharge of their duties to the common good.
It is indeed timo that this stand should be ta-
ken: we owe it to ourselves; we owe it to our
country. No man can deny that the people
have beon the mere machines worked by the
wily, cunning and artful politician or dema-
gogue, to place himself in power, or through
their aid to secure his own aggrandizement or
promote the interest of a particular partisan
friend, regardless of the public weal. Now,
let this step be taken, and the most important
advance is accomplished towards the desirable
object of "retrenchment and reform."

And the next measure to be adopted is the
curtailment of the number of public officers,
municipal and State. It can be demonstrated
tliat there are now appointed by the State au-
thority as inspectors, examiners, reviewers, &c.
in number amounting to about eighteen in this
city, with fees, salaries, and other porquisites,
averagings7oo per annum?equal to§i-2,600 ?

which, added to about the same number of un-
necessary officers appointed by the Mayor, at
an equal average, making the amount of mo-
ney paid by the citizens of Baltimore for the

.support of officers that are of ho maimer of
sorvico either to the State or to the city, of
$55,200 a-year, the interest upon nearly six
millions of dollars. I ontirelv agree with you,
Messrs. liditors, that the public officers ought

to be well paid?but the fault is not here, it is
in the number of unnecessary officers, whose
services are not required for the public good, and
who batten upon tho earnings of the people,
whom they sidy serve through the interest
they make at times of elections. Is not this a
subject that ought to engage public attention?
All are interested: let the pruning knife be ap-
plied, and all useless limbs and branches and
excrescences ho lopped off, and depend upon it.
tho tree will be more vigorous, and the fruit
more palatable and healthful.

Regarding tho corruption, 1 moan the moral
corruption of the country mainly attributable
to lite politics which for years past like a sirocco
iias laid waste the green fields and delightful
pastures upon which the mental eye dwelt with
such fondness in times past, in its survey of tho
length and breadth of t lis favored land, iiut
these are gone?innocence has departed from
our Eden, and moral corruption is the predom-
inant feature in the landscape which was once
so refreshing to behold in a country combining
in a mote eminent degree all the requisites to
render a people happy and prosperous, than
perhaps any other upon which the sun of hea-
ven shines. Tho people have themselves join-
ed in this cru=ade against their own true inter-
ests?they have be a the willing instruments in
the hands of scheming politicians to bring
about the present desperate condition of things.
The remedy it is also in their power to apply
with equal efficiency?destroy that monster,
party, in our midst, and encourage nothing hut
what is honest and just, nid no one to obtain
an office, either high or low, who is not known
to he capable of discharging its duties solely
with tho view to promote the public interests.
And furthermore, to take away one of the prin-
cipal inducements to dishonesty and corrup-
tion, let tho number of offices be diminished to
what are absolutely necessary to the public
weal?more than are necessary is an absolute
evil, and it is worthy tho consideration of both
our State executive and the Mayor of the city,
whether it is not in their power to do much to
siay a course of things which sooner or later
must bring irrenitnediable ruin upon us. The
executive of the State can reduce the number
of offices in the State 50 per cent., without in-
jury to the public service?the appointments
lor the city and county alone will save annual-
ly more than $12,000 ?but the moral benefit
cannot be estimated. And so with the Mayor?-
he might make a similar reduction, attended
with similar advantages to our community.?
Will these suggestions be received with favor?

DBATH FROM HYDROPHOBIA* One of the
most shocking cases of this direful malady,
terminating in the death of the unfortunate
sufferer, occurred in this town during the pre-
sent woek. The name of the individual was
James Hallowcs; he was a fine athletic young
man, about thirty years of age, and acted as
warehouseman in the establishment of Messrs.
Pickford & Co. His residence was in Kent
terrace, Kent street. About ten months ago a
terrier dog, belonging to a Mr. Gibson, who
was in the same employ as the deceased, had
been killing rats, when the deceased, in endea-
voring to get a rat out of the dog's mouth, put
his hand near the animal, which made a snap
at him, and inflicted a wound on the little fin-
ger of the right hand. The dog was hung a
few days afterwards, and the body being sent
to Mr. Ellis, veterinary surgeon, an examina-
tion was instituted, and it was pronounced to
have been in a rabid state. The deceased was
recommended to apply to a surgeon immedi-
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ately, which lie did, and saw l)r. Brandretli, at
the Infirmary, and the whole of the bitten pari
of the flesh was cut out. The deceased con-
tinued from that time in the enjoyment of his
usual good health until Saturday evening last,
when, on returning from his work ho felt a
sort of gnawing pain in the hand which had
been bitten. This continued at intervals till
Sunday evening, when he was seized with a
most curious and indescribable sensation, per-
vading the whole of the face. These latter
symptoms occurred during his presence at a
chapel which lie was in the habit of attending.
On Monday evening, Mr. Marshall, surgeon of
Greet George street, was sent for, not having
been informed of the bite of the flog, never
supposed for a moment that the patient was
suffering from the effects of that distressing
malady which eventually terminated his exist-
ence. lie administered such professional as-
sistance in the way of medicine, &c., as the
case seemed to require; hut, after another day
had elapsed, no improvement was visible, arid
it was not until Tuesday ?iiuriiing that he dis-
covered the first symptoms of hydrophobia.?
Tho patient at that tune complained of being
excessively thirsty, and yet. unable to drink.?
Mr Marshall urged him to attempt to drink ill
his presence, and on presenting him with a
little tea in a saucer, he shrank back with a
feeling of horror from the sight and refused to
take it. From these circumstances .Mr. Mar-
shall immediately came to the conclusion that
the case was one of hydrophobia, and a consul-
tation of the profession was invnediately held,
at which Sir Arnold Knight, M. J)., Dr. Mc-
Culloell, and Dr. Macintyre were present: Dr.
Vose likewise visited the patient. Various re-
medies were suggested and tried, such as tho
dreadful nature of the malady so urgently de-
manded, but it. need scarcely be observed, that,
under the circumstances, all human elicits
were totally unavailing. The disease made
frightful progress, and all the worst symptoms
manifested themselves in rapid succession, al-
though it was not anticipated, front tho great
muscular power of tho patient, that death
would so speedily have terminated his suff'or-
ings.
