Androw Jacksou was born on the 16th of|

March, 1767, in the “Waxhaw” settlement, S,
»1lis parents were emigrants from lIreland,
had settled in the place two years before,
>re they followed the industrial occupation
of farming. They belonged to that class of
Irish people called the yeomanry, distinguished
for the guict virtues of honest sobriety and hos-
itality.  Shortly after the birth of Andrew

Jackson, his father died, leaving him along
with two elder brothers to be provided for by
their mother, & woman who seems to have pos-
sessed many of the :llent virtues of her sex.
The patrimony left by Jackson’s father was
small—not enough to educate liberally the
three sons; it was, theretore, determined that
the youngest shoald be brought up for the min-

istry, while the brothers, Hugh and Robert,
should follow the calling of their father. An-
drew, accordingly, was sent to a flouishing
school in the settlement, where he remained
occupied with the dead languages until the re-
volutionary war brought an enemy into the
neighborhood. It now became necessary for |
even boys to shonlder the musket or rifle, and

at the tender age of fourteen, encouraged hy

his patnotic mother, the young Jackson, ac-

companied by his brothers, sought the ranks of
the American army, and ranged himself under
it banners.
The Waxhaw settlers, among whom were
the Jacksons, were obliged to retire before the
British into North: Carolina. 'They, however,
soon returned to the Waxhaws,  Shortly after |
their return, a band of forty patriots, with whom
were Andrew Jackson and one of his brothers
(the other having already perished in the battle |
of' Stono) were surprised and routed by a supe-
rior British force, many of their number being
taken prisoners. Jackson and his brother cs-
caped, but on the fullowing day, having enter- |
ed the house of a friend to procure food, they

were captured by a marauding party ol the |
enemy. An anecdote is told of Jackson's con- |
duct on this occasion. Being ordered by a|
Hritish officer to wipe the mud off his boots, |
Juckson peremptorily refused, demanding the |
treatwent due to a prisoner of war. Oa his|
continuing to refuse obedience to the com- |
mand= of the officer, the latter became enraged, |
und, drawing his sabre, struck at the head of |
the young Jackson, wlich blow Jackson caught |

with his left hand, receiving a wound, the
mark of which he carried with him to his grave. |
His brother, for a similar offence, had his head
laid open by a sword wound, which afterwards
caused his death.

He was not permitied to remain long inac- |
tiv The Creek Indians, south of the Ten-|
nessee river, excited by British emissaries, and |
infatnated by the representations of the Chief|
Tecumseh, had become hostile to the Uunited
States government, and were murdering the
defenc s inhabitants on the frontiers.  Fort {
Mimms, in the Tensaw settlement, had been
captuted by a band of braves, and 300 persons
savagely butchered. Only seventeen escaped,
exasperated by
the news, and all eyes were turned towards
Jackson. The legislatare ordered out 3500 men
at the head of whom, in the middle of October,
Juckson crossed the Tennessee river and enter- |
ed the hostile territory.  He shortly after
fought the battle of Talladega, in which nearly |
500 warriors were killed and captured, but was
oblized for want of provisions, to return to Fort
Strother, his head quarters.  From the repeat-
ed failures of contractors to supply his army,
the troops suffered the extreme ot hunger, and
at last became discontented and mutinous.—
Jackson used every effort to prevent their re-
tarn, and succeeded in quelling revolt after |
revolt.  Having waited in vain for supplies, he
was comnpelled to yield his reluctant consent to
their return, and was thus deserted by all buat
about 100 brave men. InJanuary,a fresh force
of’ 500 volunteers having reached him, lLie pen-
etrated to Emuckfaw Creek, on the Tallaposa
river, where he fought the Indians,leaving near-
ly 200 of their warriors on the find. From the
weakness of his force however, he was obliged
to retreat to Fort Strother.

Towards the end of February, his army was
icreased by a fresh dranght of militia to the
number of 2500, and he comimenced his march
for the “Horse Shoe" Bend (Tohopeka) on the
Tallaposa river. Here the hostile tribes had
concentrated their strength, and having fortifi-
ed the bend, were determined to make a despe-

rate and final stand. Jackson arrived in the

neighborhood of Toliopeka on the 26th of
March, and on the morning of the 27th, com- |
menced the attack. Both the attack and de-
{enee were managed with exceeding skill, aud
the contest was severe and bloody. The Ten-
nesseans, however, at last drove the savages|
from their stronghold withimmense loss. ard-
Zy 200 escaped out of’ 1000 warriors, who would
neither give nor receive quarter.

where he entered a lawyer’s office, and com-
menced the study of the law. o two years he
was admitted to practice, and not liking Salis-
bary as a theatre for his talents, he emnigrated
to Tennessee, (East,) and atierwards to Nash-
ville, where, in 1788, he located himself per-
manently. Here Le soon attained a lucrative
practice,and was also distinguished among the
citizen soldiers and bold spints of the place as
one of the boldest.

In 1796, he was elected one of the members
of a Convention, assembled to frame a consti-
tution for the State. In the following year he
was sent to Congress, to the House of Repre-
sentatives, and in the next he became a mem-
ber of the United States Senate. He resigned,
however, in the same year, not being satisfied
with his political duties at Washington. While
he was still at Washington, in the capacity of
Senator, the Tennessee militia, without consul-
tation with him, had elected him their Major
General, which rank he continued to hold un-
til 1814, when he received the same grade in
the regular army. lmmedmlply on his return
from Caongress he was _ﬂppomle('l one of the
Judges of the Supreme Court of Tennessee.—
He entered upon the daties of this office with
reluctance, and laid them down as soon as he
conveniently could, retiring to his firm on the
Cumberland river about 12 miles above Nash-
ville. Here he remained occupied with rural
pursuits and pleasures, until the news of a war
with Great Britain in 1812 called him once
more into the service of his country. When
the United States Government authorized the
calling out of volunteers, Jackson, as Major
General, published a spirited proclamation to
his division, to which 2500 brave fellow s readi-
ly responded and bled in Nashville.—
J‘:'\ckson received instructions to carry them
down the Mississippi, for the defence of the
lower country which was thought to be in dan-
ger.  In the month of January, 1813, he con-
ducted his troops to Natchez, where he had
been instructed to await further orders.  Here
he continned for several weeks in bivouack,
drilling lis army.  The danger of invasion on
this quarter passed over, and Jackson received
orders from the Secretary of War to disband
his troups, and dehver up the wagons, publi
stores, &ec. to Gen Wilkinson, of the Uniteu
States Ay, then commanding in this District.

The bat-
tle of the 23d was the means of saving New
Orleans, as it had the eflect of restraining the
British troaps, until the American cmmnundu'r
completed his celebrated breastwork, which at=
terwards opposed their advance upon the city.

On the morning of the 24th learning the su- |
perior stiength of the enemy, Jackson saw the |
necessity of acting on the defensive, and imme- |
diately commenced throwing a breastwork |
across the narrw neck of land which offered |
the only approach tothe eity. This the enemy |
allowed him sufficient time to complete. They ‘
attacked it upon the 27th, but were repulsed |
with severe loss. They again assailed it on the
Ist of January with similar fortune. But their
finalattack wusplanned for the 8th.  On the
morning of this day, the British column, 10,000
strong, with theirr Commander-in-Chief, Sir k.
Packenbam at their head, moved on to the at-
tack. The fire of the American lines opened
upon them and they fell beneath the deadly
hail of three theusand rifles. 'l'hey wavered
and retreated and were again rallied by brave
officers. It wasin vain—their Commander-in-
Chief had fallen—and nearly three thousand of
their comrades lay dead betore their faces, and
after several unsuccessful astempts to reach the
invulnerable breastwork they gave way and re-
tired beyond the reach of our artillery. On
the 18th of January, the remnant of this fine
army was glad to embark n their ships, leaving
thousands of their companions buried in the
stranger land. Jackson remained in New Or-
leans until the news of the treaty of peace ar-
r ved, when he retired to his home in Nash-
ville. He was soon recalled to serve his coun-
tryin the field. In 1818 he received orders
from government, to narch an army into Flo-
rida and punish the Seminoles, who h(fd been
perpetrating outrages on the settlers. This he
accordingly did.

In 1812 he was appointed Governor of the
Florida Territory, which had been ceded by
Spain to this country. In the middle of the
year he proceeded to the scene of action (Pen-
sacola) and afler some vigorous action on his
part he placed the tldlnln.lsllul\u.n of the terri-
torial goverument on a firm basis, His healul:
obliged him to return to his farm at Nashville

an opinion, except indeed that | had imbibed

vaceine disease, but was unprepared to say,
whether its effects were permanent, or liable to
be modified by the changes which occur at cer-
tain periods in the human temperaments. 1 at
length, however, reached the following conclu-
sioni—In every individual there is a certain
amount of susceptibility to small pox conta-
gion, iw some more, and in some less, render-
ing each one more or less liable to contract the
discase, when exposed to its influence. The
vaccine disease possesses the wonderful power
of using up, neutralizing, or destroying, by
some mysterious agency, this susceptibility:
and when this has been entirely effected, the
individual is secure against variolous contagion
for the balance of his life, though he were to
live to the age of Methuselah; no more liable
to contract small pox than the tooth ache from
his neighbor.

In every instance of modified small pox, im-
properly called varioloid, vnl."c'!n_uliun had been
performed, but the susceptibility referred to
had not been entirely used up. How, then, it
may be inquired, are we to know when an in-
dividual is safe? The answer is, let the opera-
tion be repeated after the vaccine disease has
been produced, until it is ascertained that the
systein can no longer be effected by it—then,
and not ull then, is one secure against the
more dangerous and formidable malady. If
you can be effected by the one, you may by
the other. If the vaccine disease cannot be
set up, neither can the variolous. The writer
of this has in a few instances succeeded in pro-
ducing the vaccine disease the second time, but
has not seen a case where it was produced
more than twice. He himself took the cow
pox twice, and since the second time has msert-
ed the virous in his own arm as often perhaps
as thirty times in different years, without ef-
fect. e has often been exposed to small pox
