THE BONAPARTE PLACE AT BORDENTOWN
The fellowing letter describing the present

condition and occupant of the late residence of |
the ex-ling of Spzin at Bordentown in New
Jersey, is from a cerrespondent of the Evening
Post:

“Ina briefvisit lately to Philadelphia, I stop-
ped for a few hours at the really royal residence |
of the late Count de Surveilliers, (Joseph Bo-|
naparte,) which lies near the high-road, now |
railroad, about balf-way between N. York and
her Quaker compeer. This property is admi-
rably situated for commanding effect at a bend |
of the River Delaware, which gweeps with a !
graceful curve around “Point Breeze,” and |
wanders meandering along through a beautiful |
champaign country till quite lost in the dis-|
tance. It is a singular fact that Napoleon in!
looking over an American map many years be- |
fore the downfall of his house, pointed out this
spot us a charming site for a country residence. |

Hie brother Joseph, in coming to this coun-"
try, remembered the situation thus singulurly‘
suggested, and purchased the property. A’
splendid mansion which he erected here, was|
destroyed in 1820 by fire, and ¢ad to rel:lls,’
many valuable objects of art were swallowed up |
in the conflagration. ~ An observatory, which
is well known to all travellers, now stands on
the gpot of this disaster. By the will of King |
Joseph, thisbeautiful property has descended to |
his grandson, the young Prince of Musignano, |
who has just reached hig majority. The prin-|
cipal buildings consist of the residence of the
late connt, which is now occupied by the pre-
sent awner, and is constructed in the intnrinr‘
very much after the style of an Italian palace. |
On entering the Hall, you turn to the left, and |
passing through the billiard roomn, enter the |
grand drawing room. !

Thie leads to several smaller saloons en suite,
numbering six or seven, leading to the salle a |
manger, which opene on a conservatory. On|
the second floor are many fine rooms, including |
the principal library some forty feetlong. All
of them, above and below, are richly adorned
with pictures of the old masters of the greatest |
value. T have no time to dwell on their seve-
ral merite, though there is not one in the col-|
lection which would wot afford study for a |
painter. Perhaps the gem of the gallery is a |
delicious painting by Raphael Mengs, and
though thke glory of his name is somewhat
faded, yet this relic of his genius is enough to |
preserve his fame. The eubject is the Nativity, |
and in the composition,drawing and celoring,
nothing can surpass it. Thestamp of a master- |
hand is every where upon it, and it needed not |
such exquisite delicacy of touch and careful fi-
nish to make it a most precious work. It was
painted for one of the Kings of Spain, and the
price paid wag $25,000. |

ae others are.daily expected from ltaly, that
weuld hardly £ind room in the present cruwxlcdl
state of the walls. To return to the buildings, |
there is another very showy mansion, connget-
ed with the one first mentioned by a subterra-
nean passage, which was made to afford an easy |
comuunication between the hocses without ex- |
posure to the weather.
