ed the Pope, whose throne was then seated at
Avingnon, it is reported that nearly twenty-
four millions of souls perished in the East dur-
ing one year.

It soon crossed over into Greece and Italy
with unmitigated mortality. !In Venice one
hundred thousand are computed to have died,
and sixty thousand in Florence. It marched
onwards with terrific Fury into France, Germa-
ny, &.C. lu the most favored districts, two out
ot every throe persons died. In many places,
fourteen to sixteen cut of twenty. In some

i districts not a single male adult survived, -in
Germany millions perished. At Lubec, in that
empire, fifteen hundred persons died in four
hours! In August, 1348, it reached Eng'uud,
and enterod London on the Ist day of Novem-
ber.

HARVESTING IN PENNSYLVANIA. Tire farm-
ers are busy in the various counties gathering
their wheat crops. The accounts that come in
are favorable. In Lancaster, where a short
crop was anticipated, we are gratified to learn,
says the Ledger, tiiat the prospect of a fair crop
is much more favorable.
