my letter of yesterday that a party of negroes
passed through this city tinder suspicious eircutn-
stances, but treated the aHair rather lightly, as
having the appearance of a hoa.v. The facts
of the ease show, however, that tliey numbered
upwards of forty, and that they were principal-
ly from Charles county. Their intended de-
signs are not known; but they passed through;
the turnpike gate leading out Seventh street,;
nto Montgomery county.

tols, one with a gun, some with broken scythes,
out most with clubs. They continued up the,
Rockville road until in the neighborhood of that
village,when they made an offset from the road i
for the purpose of avoiding it. Information ha v- ,
rig been received in Rockville of their appear- i

ance in the neighhorhoood, the sheriff called out
a troop of dragoons and surrounded them, but j
did not succeed in arresting them all at the
same time. They fought and resisted to the
utmost.
