On making our
errand known we soon found that wo had come
to the wrong house.

"Gentlemen," said the farmer, "I am eaten
out of house and home. A number of people
from your boat have been here already. After
devouring all they could find in the bouse,
they proceeded to the dairy?drank all the
cream and milk and even polished the empty
pans with their tongues. They have not left a

piece of cheese large enough to bait a mouse
trap. They were worse than the Egyptian
Locusts.

changed to metry laughter, and the mournful
walk to the sprightly dance. The ladies looked i
no longer sad and sorrowful. Again they |
movod like Sylphs through the mazy dance,;
and the rose again replaced the liliyon their j
beautiful cheeks. During the night the song \u25a0
and joke went round, and a merrier company j
never entered Baltimore than that which land-1
ed front the Sidney about daybreak last Sun-
day morning.
