For these reasons, we recommend the imme-
diate osganization of the truly patristic Native
citizens throughout the United States, for the
purpose.of resisting the progress of foreign in-
fluence in the conduct of American affairs, and
the correction of such political abuses as have
resulted from unguaréed or partizan legislation
on the subject of natucalization, so far ae these
abuses admit of remedy, without encroachment
upen the vested rights of foreigners who have
been already legalfy adapted into the bosom of
the nation; and, in furtherance of this object,
we present the public with the following state-
ament of the poritical prineiples and objects of
the Native American body, whose duly-consti-
tuted representatives we are.

PRINCIPLES.

We hold that, with few exceptions, no man
educated ander one system of Government, can
ever become thoroughly imbued with the es-
sence and spirit of another system essentially
different in character, g

That noman can eradicate, entirely, the pre-
judices and attachments associated with the
iand of his birth, so as to become a perfectly
saft depository for political trust, in any other
L:ounlry.

That the obligation of an oath of fealty to a

ell arbitrary governments, the State is incorpo-
reted with the Chuorch, under the monstrous
peradox, that man, in the possession of his na-
tural rights, is incompetent to selfgovernment.
The reading of the Bible among the people ex-
ploded this doctrine, and the Native Americans
defend it, and will continue to defend it, against
all fereign aggression, as necessary to freedom
of conscience, and the equal rights of man.

Having thus completed an outline of the
principles and policy advocated by the Native
Ameriean Political Party, as a National party,
we call upon every true friend of his country,
to rally under our standard, before it becomes
too late; we invite the assistance of every
adopted eitizen of sufficient intelligence to per-
ceive his own real interest, and that of hig pos-
terity. Warring with no particular sect, at-
tacking no particular nation—regardless of the
spleen of pre-existing parties—we are gathering
to the combat in opposition to that foreign in-
fluence, and those abuses of party spirit, which
were so ably foretold by Washington and Jef-
ferson. Invoking Heaven in testimony of the
purity of our motives, we have solemnly deter-
mined never to relax our efforts, until the Star
Spangled Banner floats freely over the re-na-
tionalized land of our birtii and our affections:

Resulved, That we hold it to be the duty of |
all true Native Americans, to give their suf- |
frages to those only, who subscribe heartily to
our principles, and will niaintain them.

Resotved, That we do advocate the passage of
laws, imposing upon all foreigners ceming
hither for purposes of permanent residence, a
capitation tax, sufficiently large to prevent the
excessive influx of the vicious and pauper im-
migrants, and that we do it as a matter of self
defence.

Resolved, That as Native Americans, we hold
it to be our duty to take high moral ground on
all subjects, to grapple with the principles of
right, of truth, and of justice, witheut ragard
to mere questions of availability and to contend
for them fearleasly againstjthe world.

Resolved, That we recommend that no aliea
be permitted to land in these United States,
without a certificate of good moral character,
and who is able to provide for his own support,
which certificate shall be signed by the United
States Consul of the f’ort, from whence he sail-
ed, in_conformity with the Act of Congress,
passed in 1802, under President Jefferson.

Resolved, That the several Executive Com-
mittees of the States, be requested to appoint
each two proper persons, to constitute a Cor-
responding National Committee.

A decree has been passed by the Congress
and sanctioned by the Executive, the substance
of which is:

“That the National Congress of the Mexican
Republic considering that the Chambers of the
United States sanctioned, by a decree of the
Executive, have resolved to incorporate the
Territory of Texas to the American Union, and
that this move of appropriating foreign territo-
ries, of which other foreign nations are the
righitful owners, introduces a monstrous novel-
ty of great importance to the peace of the world
and detrimental to the sovereignty of nations.
That this usurpation, thus consummated to the
prejudice of Mexico, has been insidiously pre-
paring for a length of time. whilst the most
cordial friendship has been proclaimed, and
whilst this Republic has scrupulously respected
the existing treaties between her and the Unit-
ed States.

That the aggregation of Texas to the United
States tramples under foot all the conservatory
principles of societies, attacks all the rights
that Mexico possesses on said territory, is an
insult to her dignity as a sovereign nation and
threatens her independence and political being.
That these principles which served as the basis
tothe treaties of friendship, commerce and nav-
izgation, and especially that of the precised lim-
its in treaties, previous to 1832, being threat-
ened on the partof the United States are con-
sidered violated by that nation,
