'ARTICULARS OF THE EXECUTION
OF SAMUEL JACKSON.

U. S. FRIGATE CUMBERLAND, 1
ORR THE ISLAND SAN ANTONIO LIZARDO, I

Near Vera Cruz, Sept. 20, IB4G. )

' Gentlemen: I sit down for the purpose of
igain penning a leltertoyou. From the state
>f my feelings at present you will not find it in
such a mirthful tone as my preceding one. for I
have since then been the unwilling spectator of
a scene which will never he effaced from my
memory while life and conscience remain with
me. God grant that 1 may never behold a re-
petition of the like again. I informed you in
my last that a Court Martial had been conven-
ed on board the U. S. sloop-of-war St. Marys,
commanded by Capt. JohnL. Saunders, for the
trial of one of the seamen composing the crew
under his command, named Samuel Jackson,

[Charged with striking one of the Lieutenants,
'and 1 also stated that the accused had been
found guilty by the Court, (the punishment by
the laws of the navy for striking an officer is
death.) I gave as my opinion that in all pro-
bility he would receive two or three hundred
lashes. I did not enter into particulars con-
cerning the cause of and extent of the assault.
I was, however, convinced that a severe pun-
ishment would he inflicted on the offender, but
God knows, that not a thought of his dreadful
and untimely fate once entered my mind.?
Since matters have turned out so contrary to
every one's thoughts, I will state the particu-
lars as far as 1 can glean them. I have endea-
vored to get the truth, for the matter is 110 fit
one for misrepresentation. I would not be
surprised ifthis letter would he perused by oth-
er eyes previous to your receiving it, or its
leaving this ship, still I stand under no fear?-
yet persecution may be tho effect of it. Still
no man shall ever trammel the right I possess
of freely expressing my sentiments on a subject
which I think will yet undergo a strict inves-
tigation.

The charges against the unfortunate man
were as follows:

Ist. Raising a woapon against his superior
officer while in the execution of his office.

2d. Striking his superior officer while in the
execution of the duties of his office.

3d. Treating with contempt his superior
officer, being in the execution of the duties of
his office.

4th. Uttering mutinous and seditious words.
On these charges he was tried. Acquitted

on the Ist, and found guilty on the 2(i, 3d and
4th, and sentenced by the Court to be hung at
such time and place as Commodore Conner 1
should direct. The occasion of the wretched
man getting involved in such crimes is enve-

loped in so much mystery by conflicting re-
ports on board >ur ship, that I cannot with ac-
curary state the circumstances as they hap-
pened. Of one thing, however, I feol convinc-
ed, no man in his sane mind, without laboring
under great excitement, caused by foul provo-
cation, could so far set at defiance, the strict
laws of the navy, in regard to assaulting an
officer. The laws are read too often to allow
the prescribed punishment to slip from his
memory. And 1 say the cause was, and must
rave been most provoking to have made Jack-

son act as he did. Some of the accounts state
that Lieutenant Taylor (the officer assaulted)
persecuted hirn in every way imaginable, and
that he called him by every opprobrious epi-
thet, fie. Of one thing lam credibly inform-
ed, this same Lieutenant had procured hirn a
flogging u short time previous, and for some
triflingoffence. At the moment previous to
the assault being committed, he had placed his
name on the report, and declared his intention
of having the operation repeated. Jaekson
struck hirn?was arrested, tried, condemned as

1 have told you, and has been hung!
The Commodore approved of the sentence of

the Court Martial, and directed in a general
order, that the said Samuel Jackson, (seaman)
should be Irung on board of, and at the fore
yard arm, of the U. S. sloop St. Mary's, on
the 11th day ofSeptember, between the hours
of 10, a. m. and meridian. Tins sentence was

read to the poor fellow on Sunday, the 13th
inst., and to us on the 14th, and also to the
crews of every vessel present, belonging to the
squadron. Ihe orders accompanying the sen-
tence issued by Ihe Cornmodora were, "That
no work should be done on that day, no boats
leave the ships without his particular order to
t.iat effect, and that the crews of each ad
every vessel should be mustered on deck when

a yellow flag should lie hoisted at the lore royal
masthead of the St. Mary's, and to remain on

deck until the Hag should be hauled down.?
These orders sounded ominous, yet still hope
remained.

On the 16lh, the day previous to the execu-
tion, preparations for the event progressed?-
the condemned was measured for his coffin,
which was made. 11is grave, also, was dug
on the Island of Lizardo. The fatal whip was
rove at the larboard fore yard arm, and the trap
or fall put up on the side of the ship. Still, in
spite of all these melancholy preparations, hope
was still cherished. For myself, 1 felt assured
that the ceremony would extend to the affixing
even of the cap and rope, and then will como

the reprieve. These were iny thoughts. Our
chaplain, F. W. Taylor, a man much esteemed
and respected by the crew of the w hole squad-
ron, but more so by us, who have the opportu-
nity of seeing him so much, and knowing the
kindness of his feelings and urbanity of dispo-
sition?attended on the prisoner night and day

faithful and constant.
The morning of ihe 11th dawned upon us,

and a more beautiful day I have not behold,
since being on this station. Clear, blight and
pleasant, with a cool breeze from the north-
ward and westward. All work, as by order,
was suspended. No boats passed and repassed,
as usual between the vessels. A melancholy
stillness reigned over the scene. The crews of
each ship dressed in clean white frocks and
pants, awaited the call to muster. From the
larboard yard arm of the St. Mary's, hung the
rope destined to carry a human being into eter-

nity. To the starboard end of the yard arm,
to which the rope was extended, was suspend-
ed a canvass bag, containing shot, to about
three hundred pounds weight. On the larboard
side, under the noose, was placed the trap or

fall. At 10 SO, all hands by the shrill whistle
and hoarse voice of the boatswain, were called
to muster. I looked out of a port?the yellow\u25a0
flag fluttered at the mast head of the St. Ma- ,
ry 'a. All hands were speedily on deck, and the
ofliers of each vessel mustered in uniform 011

the poop of their ships. At 11 A. M., a signal
to "prepare for execution," was made from this
ship, and a movement was seen on board the
St. Mary's. Presently after, the marines as-

cended the poop of that ship, and were per-
ceived to load their muskets, and in a few mo-
ments afier, the prisoner stood 011 the trap and
under the rope. Now it was, that each man

in the squadron could almost hear his neighbor's
heart beat. Me was dressed in white, and ac
companied by our Chaplain. The bag contain-
ing the shot was hoisted to the vard arm, and
after a short space of time the rope and cap
Were affixed, and the condemned's arms pin-
ioned. Thus he stood. Again the signal arose
from us. "Art you prepared?" The answering
pendant arose from the St. Mary's, it implied,
" lie Are!" It was now, that with a throbbing
heart, and strained gaze, my eyes were direct-
ed (rom the unhappy man, between whom and
eternity, but a step intervened, to our poop.?
Again signals arose. A reprieve ! 1 could al-
most have shouted in my excitement. Gra-
cious God! the roar of a cannon from the St.
Mary's and at the yard-arm the body of poor
Jackson! Our last signal had been "Execute
the Sentence!"

Gentlemen there is no use in my endeavoring
to express my feelings. I cannot find words to
do so. Indeed, language would be impossible to

portray them. A suppressed arid stifled groan,
arose to each mill's hps as he surveyed the

corpse swinging in the wind. Like the light-
ning's flash, lie was launched into eternity.?
The gun which was fired contained a ball?this
knocked away tho trap ?severed the stop of
the weight suspended at the yard?dowm it
came?and he he ascended with such velocity,
that his body swung over the yard and back a-
gain. No struggle marked bis exit from life;
and before the smoke of the gun ascended, lie
was dead. Sincr then I have heard that his
head was crushed by coining in contact with
the block? lds neck, luck, and one of his legs
broken!

He remained hanging until half past twelve
o'clock?some difficulty being experienced in
getting the body down, in consequence of the
rope being jammed.

At 12, the yellow (lag was lowered, and the
crew piped to dinner. Not much food was
consumed. The sight we had just witnessed
had taken away all appetite, and engrossed
each man's thoughts. I tried to read?sleep
?write. It was no use?l could do neither.?
His body was taken down, and during the af-
ternoon conveyed in a boat to the Island, and
there buried.

Many were the endeavors, I am told, made
by different officers, to procure a commutation
of the sentence, from the Commodore. But all
to no purpose?lie was inflexible ?and now has
that on his mind which 1 would not have for
the wealth of kingdoms?unmerited and cruel
punishment of a foully provoked and high spir-
ited man.

I am not in a place or situation to express
my mind, as 1 long to do. 1 contend that, a-
mongst the variety composing the crew of a
inan-of war, formed of all classes of society,
from the highest to the lowest grade, (for a sai-
lor's jacket sometime* covers the back of those
nurtured in affluence and luxury, as well as the
degraded outcast) ?amongst so many, 1 admit
that severe examples are necessary; but 1 also
say, that nine cases out of ten of insubordina-
tion and crime on ship buard, are caused by bad
treatment by the officers towards the men un-
der their command. A brute creature even?-
and on no higher scale do some officers consid-
er their crew?can distinguish good from bad
treatment. The laws and regulations of the
navy are good, and if enforced as rigidly in re-
gard to officers' misdemeanors as to the men, it
would tend greatly to improve the condition of
our naval force. For instance, a man is caught
intoxicated, and a dozen lashes with the cats on
tho bare back, in presence of the whole ship's
company, is sure to be the consequence?a most
degrading punishment?to me, death'would be
preferable. At the same time, an officer with
the charge of the safety of a ship and crow can
indulge in his "bibbing" propensities, roll, tum-
ble, and wallow about decks with impunity,
sleep ori duty, and commit various other exces-
ses, and naught is said about it, provided it
does not reach the commanding officer's ears,
and if it does, he is suspended from duty for
a Jew days , for no other purpose, as I can see,
than to allow him to recover from his "spree\u25a0'' ,
?Again: a man provoked by ill treatment, in
a fit of uncontrolable excitement, s'.rikes the
otfieer who thus incites him to the act?he is
arrested, a long string of charges made against
him, tried, condemned, and hung like a dog! the
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ofliccr struck scarcely showing a bruise! A
poor devil who has unwittingly stretched his
weary and watch-worn limbs on the sacred pre-
cincts of the half-deck, is salu'ed by akielc
from an officer, which totally mini him for life.
The man is hurried to the hospital, where be
is left. The officer pleads ill health, and isfur-
luughcd homo without so much as a reprimand.
Thus things work. Do you call this "justice?"
Can you think that the illustrious "heads of the
I eople," arc aware of these transactions? They
cannot surely he. As for myself, although 1
have it rather easy here, barring the authorita-
tive commands, which sound strange in the
cars of one who lias never before been spoken
to in such tones, 1 would not enter into the U.
States service again, on any consideration. S >

much am 1 embittered against it, that if 1 was
almost confident of a ship being bound direct
to heaven, and a fiee wind bluwing, I would
not enter. Before this, my first cruise, L con-

sidered "life on board a man-of-war," as a ro-

mantic series of adventures?now, I could ex-
claim, with Jack Murlingspike?"a hell, a per-
fect hell I"

As 1 before said, so many reports are afloat
here, concerning the dead man, that I am afraid
to give utterance to them, for fear of their prov-
ing untrue. It appears that the name ho went
by, of Jackson, was, as is called by sailors, a
''Purser's name," or an assumed one. This is
very probable, for two-thirds of the men com-

posing the crew of a man-of-war, have different
names each cruise they make. It is also said,
he belongs to Philadelphia, where his parents,
and also a wife, and a child resides. Our chap-
lain 1 hear has a letter written to them which
he has promised to have delivered. I have said
enough on this subject 1 suppose to tire your
patience, so J will e'en conclude, with my per-!
mission, if you see fit, of uublicly announcing
these details in full, for of//re truth no one need 1
be ashamed. Yours,

LATEST NEWS!
LATER PROM THE ARMY.

FOUR DAYS L ATEH FROM MON I'EREY?-
ANOTHER ACCOUNT OF THE MEXICAN
LOSS?EVERY THING QUIET-SANTA AN-

The steamship Neptune, Capt. Lewis, arriv.
Ed at N. Orleans, on the 29th ult., with dates
from Galveston to the 27th. She brought over
Dr. Conrad and Lt. Nichols, of the U. States;

Army, Lt. Reid of the Texas Rangers, and Lt. j
Price, of the Mississippi volunteers. The lat-
ter is the gentieman so often reported to have
been murdered by the Mexicans. The Nep-
tune also brought over 41 discharged volun-
teers. Wo copy the following from the N. O.
Bulletin and Bee:

From gentlemen who came 011 the Palmetto,
wc learn that the accounts by tho McKun left
matters at Monterey and all along the line,
precisely in the situation they were at tho last
advices, except that some of the volunteers or-
dered from the lower Rio Grande, had arrived
at Cnmargo.

It was rumored that Santa Anna had arrived
at San Luis Potosi with a force variously esti-
mated at from 15,000 to 25,000 men, arid that
he was on his way to Saltillo. Our informant,
however, states that there was nothing positive
known at Monterey concerning the movements

of the Mexican army.
The McKim was to have left Galveston on

Wednesday. Sire lias on board about 300 dis-
charged volunteers, among whom were tho
chief part of Capt. Shiver's company of Texas
and Mississippi volunteers.

Col. Bailey f'eyion, Gen. A. S. Johnson and
Mr. Kendall, of the Picayune, are passengers
on her. The Florida has on board, 160 dis-
charged volunteers.

We are happy to learn that the contempla-
ted duels bctwccen Colonels Marshall and Pey-
ton, and Captains Musson and Shivers, had
been prevented by an honorable adjustment of
the difficulties between the parties.

Great complaint is inadcat Galveston of the
irregularity of the mails between New Orleans
and that city. The papers are chiefly occu-

pied with the canvass for members of Con-
gress.

There is little news from the army. Things
wero in statu quo at the last accounts. Gen.
Taylor was in tranquil possession of Monterey,
awaiting advices from the Government. Of
course nothing was known of the determina-
tion to terminate the armistice, and the (irst

information on the subject obtained by the of-
ficers of the Army who came passengers in the
Palmetto.

The Delta has obtained the subjoined intel-

ligence from some of the officers who arrived
in the Neptune, and who left Monterey on the

12th ult:
There are various reports floating about the

camp at Monterey respecting the movements
of the Mexican army, but nothing authentic or

definite.
The following is the disposition of the army

at Monterey: Gen. Worth's division,with which
is Blanchard's company of Louisiana Volun-
teers, attached to tho 7th Regiment, garrisons
the city. The Ist, 3d and 4lh Regiments, and
the brigade of Artillery, with Gon. Taylor's
staff', aro encamped about four miles north of
the city. The Kentucky, Tennessee and
Georgia Volunteers are encamped a mile still
further north of the city.

But few of tho citizens remained ill Monte-
rey after its evacuation by the Mexicans, and
but few of those who left have yet returned.

The prevalent opinion in camp was, that
there would bo no more fighting, for Ampudia
actually had assured the deputation who arrang-
ed the terms of the armistice with him, that
commissioliots from tho U. States to treat of a

peace was received by the Mexican government.
They are, however, of this long befora now
disabused, for our Camargo correspondent says
that the boaier of despatches from Washington
to Gon. Taylor, had passed that Post.

Tho number of our men killed and wounded,
so far as ascertained, is 511. Many of the
wounded, ware dying. Wherever a bone was

touched it was found difficult to effect a recove-

ry of the patient. The number of killed and

wounded on the side of the Mexicans is believ-
ed to bo about 1200. Several incidents of in-
terest were related to us, which we hnvo not
time to note now. There was no hand to hand
fighting. The volunteers, w lion inside tho city,
exposed themselves as little as possible in the
streets. Tlicy would enter a house at the cx-
tieme end of a street and fight their way from
house to house?now on the roof and now in
the interior?using the rifie with deadly elfect
all the time, and this accounts for tho greater
loss of their enemy. To their credit be it said,
they never, in any instance, we are informed,
resorted to plunder.

With such terror had they inspired the Mex-
icans, that when tho order to cease firing was
given preparatory to the consultation lor a
truce, and for some time before it, resistance to
them had almost entirely ceased, and tho fort
or citidel that remained in the possession of tho
enemy was outside the city and could not an-
noy litem if in possession of it. Honco tho
dissatisfaction expressed by some ill camp at
the terms of the armistice, or indeed at any
armistice at all. Having done so much and
gone so far they wished to go "the whole fi-
gure." At what sacrifice they did so may be
known when wo state that out of three hun-
dred and fiftychtvalric Tenncsseans, who went
into the field the first day, one hundred and
seventeen of thein were killed and wounded,
and of three hundred and thirty or forty Mis-
sissippians, same day, sixty-seven brave fel-
lows fell.

The Mexican regular forces in the engage-
ments were 8,000. Judging from the number
of irregulars found killed, this branch of the
enemy must have been very strong.

The Texan forces are all disbanded.

The following interesting items wc gather
from the Picayune;

The health of tho troops at Monterey was
much belter than it had been ori the Rio
Grande.

The fortifications in the city were garrison-
ed by the regular troops.

Gen. Taylor's camp was about three miles
this side of Monterey.

The last accounts trom General Ampudia
and his army left tliern beyond Saltilloon their
march towards San Luis Potosi, at which
point it was rumored that Santa Anna had ar-
rived at the head of 13,000 men, and daily ex-
pecting reinforcements.

The Georgia regiment was the only rein-
forcement which had reached Monterey at the
time our informants left. Orders had been re-
ceived, it was understood, by the other regi-
ments stationed on the Rio Grande to move
towards headquarters. The Kentucky and
Tennessee mounted regiments had not yet
reached Matamoras.

The people of Monterey who had left about
the time of the siege wore gradually returning.
They had begun to exhibit friendly feelings to-
wards the Americans, interchanges of visits not
being rare among both parties.

There had been affrays between the citizens
of Monterey and texan Rangers,which resulted,
first, in the assassination of it Texan volunteer,
aud then, byway of revenge, in the killing of
eleven Mexicans by the comrades of the slain.
General Taylor, to prevent similar recurrences,
had ordered an efficient guard to be distributed
through the city.

Lieut. Col. McClung was rapidly recovering
from the effects of his wounds. One of the
officers of his regiment informs us that the gal-
lant Colonel was the first man that showed
himself on the first fort stormed by General
Taylor's division, and that lie rcce.ivid his
wounds whilst waving his swoid aloft and
cheering on his men, shouting "victory!" The
musket ball struck him oil his left hand whilst
holding his scabbard to bis hip, and cut oil' two
of his fingers, glancing from the scabbard, and
entering his abdomen, fracturing into its course,
the bone above the hip joint.

Wo feel bound to state further, from the evi-
dence furnished us, that General Taylor's cool-
ness and sound judgment throughout the terri-
ble tinoe days was remarked by every one en-
gaged, and that bis intrepidity was such, ho be-
ing in the thickest of the figfit, and always
where the balls fell fastest, that his escape was

deemed miraculous. He still pieserves the
same noble feelings; and stands ready to go
where his government may order him, or the
services of his country may call liiin, whether
at the head of five, or twenty thousand men.

Gen. Ampudia has issued another proclama-
tion since his retreat fiom Monterey, calling
upon the Mexicans to flock to his standard to

1repel the invaders of their soil. His excuse, in
the proclamation, for defeat at Monterey, and
the surrender of that city to our troops, is A
WANT OF AMMUNITION!! The utter

! falsity of this statement is well known, for any
quantity ofammunition was (bund at Monterey

! after the capitulation.
We extract the following from a letter in

ihe New Orleans Delta, dated Camaigo, Oc-
tober 10th:

My last contained a correct and full state-

ment of the battle at Monterey, together with
the loss irikilled and wounded on our side; the
correct number of the enemy is not, us yet,
fully ascertained?some say, particularly the
officers of our forces, that their loss in killed
and wounded must certainly be some two or

three thousand?others again, four thousand.
Col. helknap, together with some thirty

Rangers, from Monterey, have just arrived, all
in good spirits.

Our army is now in stalu quo, till tho armis-
tice expires. Our force now in this place is
estimated at about four thousand, ready for
orders?more arc coming here. Ordnance, pro-
visions and supplies are going forward contin-
ually?from which 1 judge there is a chance
for a winter campaign at Monterey?some
think to the contiary. A "hasty" messenger
passed through this place, from Washington,
to Gen. Taylor, the purport of which is not
not known hero as yet by tho knowing ones.?
Somo think a negotiation i3 going on, and
others that a prompt prosecution of the war

is ordered. Whichever it may be we shall
soon know.

The Picayune contains a letter from Mr.
Kendall, dated Galveston, October 2"th, from
which we take the following:

The McKim and Florida, propellors, aro both
in port here from Brazos Island. The former
camo in, with Iter machinery out ofordar, tluee
duys since, and having been prepared u ill sail
to-morrow: the Florida experienced bead wea-
ther, and was obliged to put in tor water. She,
as well as the McKim, was crowded with sick

and discharged volunteers, several dying on
the passage up.

On our
presentation to him ha merely bowed, standing
witli his bands in his breeches, with a white
jacket on, and an unlit cigar iri his mouth, and
asked what we wanted, without even extend J
ing to us the courtesy of a seat, much less to
partake of the viands 011 his sumptuous table.
He was evidently drunk, and 110 doubt had
been, from appearances, beastly so, the night
before. He is a large man of full six feet, in-
clined to corpulency, with little shrewd, cun-
ning black eyes, indicative of deceit, intrigue
and libertinism; he wore an imperial, with a
tuft of beard on his chin. There was nothing
iri his manners prepossessing or pleasing, but,
on the contrary, you become disgusted with
the man, and fee) lie is a villain, a tyrant, and
a coward. And this great Mexican General,
I am confidently told, was once a common
drayman in the streets of Havana.
